CHAPTER 101—GENERALLY

§10101. Voting rights

(a) Race, color, or previous condition not to affect right to vote; uniform standardsfor voting
qualifications; errorsor omissions from papers; literacy tests, agreements between Attor ney
General and State or local authorities; definitions

(1) All citizens of the United States who are otherwise qualified by law to vote at any election by
the people in any State, Territory, district, county, city, parish, township, school district,
municipality, or other territorial subdivision, shall be entitled and allowed to vote at all such
elections, without distinction of race, color, or previous condition of servitude; any constitution, law,
custom, usage, or regulation of any State or Territory, or by or under its authority, to the contrary
notwithstanding.

(2) No person acting under color of law shall—

(A) in determining whether any individual is qualified under State law or laws to vote in any
election, apply any standard, practice, or procedure different from the standards, practices, or
procedures applied under such law or laws to other individuals within the same county, parish, or
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similar political subdivision who have been found by State officials to be qualified to vote;

(B) deny the right of any individual to vote in any election because of an error or omission on
any record or paper relating to any application, registration, or other act requisite to voting, if such
error or omission is not material in determining whether such individual is qualified under State
law to vote in such election; or

(C) employ any literacy test as a qualification for voting in any election unless (i) such test is
administered to each individual and is conducted wholly in writing, and (ii) a certified copy of the
test and of the answers given by the individual is furnished to him within twenty-five days of the
submission of his request made within the period of time during which records and papers are
required to be retained and preserved pursuant to title 111 of the Civil Rights Act of 1960 [52
U.S.C. 20701 et seq.]: Provided, however, That the Attorney General may enter into agreements
with appropriate State or local authorities that preparation, conduct, and maintenance of such tests
in accordance with the provisions of applicable State or local law, including such special
provisions as are necessary in the preparation, conduct, and maintenance of such tests for persons
who are blind or otherwise physically handicapped, meet the purposes of this subparagraph and
constitute compliance therewith.

(3) For purposes of this subsection—

(A) the term "vote" shall have the same meaning as in subsection (e) of this section;

(B) the phrase "literacy test" includes any test of the ability to read, write, understand, or
interpret any matter.

(b) Intimidation, threats, or coercion

No person, whether acting under color of law or otherwise, shall intimidate, threaten, coerce, or
attempt to intimidate, threaten, or coerce any other person for the purpose of interfering with the
right of such other person to vote or to vote as he may choose, or of causing such other person to
vote for, or not to vote for, any candidate for the office of President, Vice President, presidential
elector, Member of the Senate, or Member of the House of Representatives, Delegates or
Commissioners from the Territories or possessions, at any general, special, or primary election held
solely or in part for the purpose of selecting or electing any such candidate.

(c) Preventiverélief; injunction; rebuttable literacy presumption; liability of United Statesfor
costs, State as party defendant

Whenever any person has engaged or there are reasonable grounds to believe that any personis
about to engage in any act or practice which would deprive any other person of any right or privilege
secured by subsection (a) or (b), the Attorney General may institute for the United States, or in the
name of the United States, a civil action or other proper proceeding for preventive relief, including
an application for a permanent or temporary injunction, restraining order, or other order. If in any
such proceeding literacy is arelevant fact there shall be a rebuttable presumption that any person
who has not been adjudged an incompetent and who has completed the sixth grade in a public school
in, or aprivate school accredited by, any State or territory, the District of Columbia, or the
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico where instruction is carried on predominantly in the English
language, possesses sufficient literacy, comprehension, and intelligence to vote in any election. In
any proceeding hereunder the United States shall be liable for costs the same as a private person.
Whenever, in a proceeding instituted under this subsection any official of a State or subdivision
thereof is alleged to have committed any act or practice constituting a deprivation of any right or
privilege secured by subsection (@), the act or practice shall also be deemed that of the State and the
State may be joined as a party defendant and, if, prior to the institution of such proceeding, such
official hasresigned or has been relieved of his office and no successor has assumed such office, the
proceeding may be instituted against the State.

(d) Jurisdiction; exhaustion of other remedies

The district courts of the United States shall have jurisdiction of proceedings instituted pursuant to
this section and shall exercise the same without regard to whether the party aggrieved shall have
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exhausted any administrative or other remedies that may be provided by law.

(e) Order qualifying person to vote; application; hearing; voting refer ees; transmittal of report
and order; certificate of qualification; definitions

In any proceeding instituted pursuant to subsection (c) in the event the court finds that any person
has been deprived on account of race or color of any right or privilege secured by subsection (a), the
court shall upon request of the Attorney General and after each party has been given notice and the
opportunity to be heard make a finding whether such deprivation was or is pursuant to a pattern or
practice. If the court finds such pattern or practice, any person of such race or color resident within
the affected area shall, for one year and thereafter until the court subsequently finds that such pattern
or practice has ceased, be entitled, upon his application therefor, to an order declaring him qualified
to vote, upon proof that at any election or elections (1) heis qualified under State law to vote, and (2)
he has since such finding by the court been (a) deprived of or denied under color of law the
opportunity to register to vote or otherwise to qualify to vote, or (b) found not qualified to vote by
any person acting under color of law. Such order shall be effective as to any election held within the
longest period for which such applicant could have been registered or otherwise qualified under State
law at which the applicant's qualifications would under State law entitle him to vote.

Notwithstanding any inconsistent provision of State law or the action of any State officer or court,
an applicant so declared qualified to vote shall be permitted to vote in any such election. The
Attorney General shall cause to be transmitted certified copies of such order to the appropriate
election officers. Therefusal by any such officer with notice of such order to permit any person so
declared qualified to vote to vote at an appropriate election shall constitute contempt of court.

An application for an order pursuant to this subsection shall be heard within ten days, and the
execution of any order disposing of such application shall not be stayed if the effect of such stay
would be to delay the effectiveness of the order beyond the date of any election at which the
applicant would otherwise be enabled to vote.

The court may appoint one or more persons who are qualified votersin the judicial district, to be
known as voting referees, who shall subscribe to the oath of office required by section 3331 of title
5, to serve for such period as the court shall determine, to receive such applications and to take
evidence and report to the court findings as to whether or not at any election or elections (1) any such
applicant is qualified under State law to vote, and (2) he has since the finding by the court heretofore
specified been (a) deprived of or denied under color of law the opportunity to register to vote or
otherwise to qualify to vote, or (b) found not qualified to vote by any person acting under color of
law. In a proceeding before a voting referee, the applicant shall be heard ex parte at such times and
places as the court shall direct. His statement under oath shall be prima facie evidence asto his age,
residence, and his prior effortsto register or otherwise qualify to vote. Where proof of literacy or an
understanding of other subjectsis required by valid provisions of State law, the answer of the
applicant, if written, shall be included in such report to the court; if oral, it shall be taken down
stenographically and a transcription included in such report to the court.

Upon receipt of such report, the court shall cause the Attorney General to transmit a copy thereof
to the State attorney general and to each party to such proceeding together with an order to show
cause within ten days, or such shorter time as the court may fix, why an order of the court should not
be entered in accordance with such report. Upon the expiration of such period, such order shall be
entered unless prior to that time there has been filed with the court and served upon al parties a
statement of exceptions to such report. Exceptions as to matters of fact shall be considered only if
supported by aduly verified copy of apublic record or by affidavit of persons having personal
knowledge of such facts or by statements or matters contained in such report; those relating to
matters of law shall be supported by an appropriate memorandum of law. The issues of fact and law
raised by such exceptions shall be determined by the court or, if the due and speedy administration of
justice requires, they may be referred to the voting referee to determine in accordance with
procedures prescribed by the court. A hearing as to an issue of fact shall be held only in the event
that the proof in support of the exception disclose the existence of a genuine issue of material fact.
The applicant's literacy and understanding of other subjects shall be determined solely on the basis of
answers included in the report of the voting referee.
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The court, or at its direction the voting referee, shall issue to each applicant so declared qualified a
certificate identifying the holder thereof as a person so qualified.

Any voting referee appointed by the court pursuant to this subsection shall to the extent not
inconsistent herewith have all the powers conferred upon a master by rule 53(c) of the Federal Rules
of Civil Procedure. The compensation to be allowed to any persons appointed by the court pursuant
to this subsection shall be fixed by the court and shall be payable by the United States.

Applications pursuant to this subsection shall be determined expeditiously. In the case of any
application filed twenty or more days prior to an election which is undetermined by the time of such
election, the court shall issue an order authorizing the applicant to vote provisionally: Provided,
however, That such applicant shall be qualified to vote under State law. In the case of an application
filed within twenty days prior to an election, the court, in its discretion, may make such an order. In
either case the order shall make appropriate provision for the impounding of the applicant's ballot
pending determination of the application. The court may take any other action, and may authorize
such referee or such other person asit may designate to take any other action, appropriate or
necessary to carry out the provisions of this subsection and to enforce its decrees. This subsection
shall in no way be construed as a limitation upon the existing powers of the court.

When used in the subsection, the word "vote" includes all action necessary to make a vote
effective including, but not limited to, registration or other action required by State law prerequisite
to voting, casting a ballot, and having such ballot counted and included in the appropriate totals of
votes cast with respect to candidates for public office and propositions for which votes are received
in an election; the words "affected area’ shall mean any subdivision of the State in which the laws of
the State relating to voting are or have been to any extent administered by a person found in the
proceeding to have violated subsection (a); and the words "qualified under State law" shall mean
qualified according to the laws, customs, or usages of the State, and shall not, in any event, imply
qualifications more stringent than those used by the persons found in the proceeding to have violated
subsection (@) in qualifying persons other than those of the race or color against which the pattern or
practice of discrimination was found to exist.

(f) Contempt; assignment of counsel; withesses

Any person cited for an alleged contempt under this Act shall be allowed to make his full defense
by counsel learned in the law; and the court before which heis cited or tried, or some judge thereof,
shall immediately, upon his request, assign to him such counsel, not exceeding two, as he may
desire, who shall have free access to him at all reasonable hours. He shall be allowed, in his defense
to make any proof that he can produce by lawful witnesses, and shall have the like process of the
court to compel his witnesses to appear at histrial or hearing, asis usualy granted to compel
witnesses to appear on behalf of the prosecution. If such person shall be found by the court to be
financially unable to provide for such counsdl, it shall be the duty of the court to provide such
counsel.

(9) Three-judgedistrict court: hearing, deter mination, expedition of action, review by Supreme

Court; single-judge district court: hearing, determination, expedition of action

In any proceeding instituted by the United States in any district court of the United States under
this section in which the Attorney General requests a finding of a pattern or practice of
discrimination pursuant to subsection (e) of this section the Attorney General, at the time he files the
complaint, or any defendant in the proceeding, within twenty days after service upon him of the
complaint, may file with the clerk of such court arequest that a court of three judges be convened to
hear and determine the entire case. A copy of the request for athree-judge court shall be immediately
furnished by such clerk to the chief judge of the circuit (or in his absence, the presiding circuit judge
of the circuit) in which the case is pending. Upon receipt of the copy of such request it shall be the
duty of the chief judge of the circuit or the presiding circuit judge, as the case may be, to designate
immediately three judges in such circuit, of whom at least one shall be a circuit judge and another of
whom shall be adistrict judge of the court in which the proceeding was instituted, to hear and
determine such case, and it shall be the duty of the judges so designated to assign the case for
hearing at the earliest practicable date, to participate in the hearing and determination thereof, and to
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cause the caseto bein every way expedited. An appeal from the final judgment of such court will lie
to the Supreme Court.

In any proceeding brought under subsection (c) of this section to enforce subsection (b) of this
section, or in the event neither the Attorney General nor any defendant files arequest for a
three-judge court in any proceeding authorized by this subsection, it shall be the duty of the chief
judge of the district (or in his absence, the acting chief judge) in which the case is pending
immediately to designate a judge in such district to hear and determine the case. In the event that no
judge in the district is available to hear and determine the case, the chief judge of the district, or the
acting chief judge, as the case may be, shall certify this fact to the chief judge of the circuit (or, in his
absence, the acting chief judge) who shall then designate adistrict or circuit judge of the circuit to
hear and determine the case.

It shall be the duty of the judge designated pursuant to this section to assign the case for hearing at
the earliest practicable date and to cause the case to be in every way expedited.

(a) No voting qualification or prerequisite to voting or standard, practice, or procedure shall be
imposed or applied by any State or political subdivision in amanner which resultsin adenia or

CONGRESSIONAL PURPOSE AND FINDINGS

Pub. L. 109-246, 82, July 27, 2006, 120 Stat. 577, provided that:

"(a) PURPOSE.—The purpose of this Act [see Tables for classification] is to ensure that the right of all
citizens to vote, including the right to register to vote and cast meaningful votes, is preserved and protected as
guaranteed by the Constitution.

"(b) FINDINGS.—The Congress finds the following:

"(1) Significant progress has been made in eliminating first generation barriers experienced by
minority voters, including increased numbers of registered minority voters, minority voter turnout, and
minority representation in Congress, State legislatures, and local elected offices. This progressis the direct
result of the Voting Rights Act of 1965 [this chapter and chapters 105 and 107 of thistitl€].

"(2) However, vestiges of discrimination in voting continue to exist as demonstrated by second
generation barriers constructed to prevent minority voters from fully participating in the electoral process.

"(3) The continued evidence of racially polarized voting in each of the jurisdictions covered by the
expiring provisions of the Voting Rights Act of 1965 demonstrates that racial and language minorities
remain politically vulnerable, warranting the continued protection of the Voting Rights Act of 1965.

"(4) Evidence of continued discrimination includes—

"(A) the hundreds of objections interposed, requests for more information submitted followed by
voting changes withdrawn from consideration by jurisdictions covered by the Voting Rights Act of 1965,
and section 5 [52 U.S.C. 10304] enforcement actions undertaken by the Department of Justice in covered
jurisdictions since 1982 that prevented election practices, such as annexation, at-large voting, and the use
of multi-member districts, from being enacted to dilute minority voting strength;

"(B) the number of requests for declaratory judgments denied by the United States District Court
for the District of Columbia;

"(C) the continued filing of section 2 [52 U.S.C. 10301] cases that originated in covered
jurisdictions; and

"(D) thelitigation pursued by the Department of Justice since 1982 to enforce sections 4(e),
4(f)(4), and 203 of such Act [52 U.S.C. 10303(e), (f)(4), 10503] to ensure that all language minority
citizens have full accessto the political process.

"(5) The evidence clearly shows the continued need for Federal oversight in jurisdictions covered by
the Voting Rights Act of 1965 since 1982, as demonstrated in the counties certified by the Attorney General
for Federal examiner and observer coverage and the tens of thousands of Federal observers that have been
dispatched to observe electionsin covered jurisdictions.
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"(6) The effectiveness of the Voting Rights Act of 1965 has been significantly weakened by the United
States Supreme Court decisionsin Reno v. Bossier Parish Il and Georgiav. Ashcroft, which have
misconstrued Congress' original intent in enacting the Voting Rights Act of 1965 and narrowed the
protections afforded by section 5 of such Act [52 U.S.C. 10304].

"(7) Despite the progress made by minorities under the Voting Rights Act of 1965, the evidence before
Congress reveals that 40 years has not been a sufficient amount of time to eliminate the vestiges of
discrimination following nearly 100 years of disregard for the dictates of the 15th amendment and to ensure
that the right of all citizensto vote is protected as guaranteed by the Constitution.

"(8) Present day discrimination experienced by racial and language minority votersis contained in
evidence, including the objections interposed by the Department of Justice in covered jurisdictions; the
section 2 [52 U.S.C. 10301] litigation filed to prevent dilutive techniques from adversely affecting minority
voters, the enforcement actions filed to protect language minorities; and the tens of thousands of Federal
observers dispatched to monitor pollsin jurisdictions covered by the Voting Rights Act of 1965.

"(9) The record compiled by Congress demonstrates that, without the continuation of the Vating
Rights Act of 1965 protections, racial and language minority citizens will be deprived of the opportunity to
exercise their right to vote, or will have their votes diluted, undermining the significant gains made by
minoritiesin the last 40 years."

810302. Proceeding to enforcetheright to vote

(a) Authorization by court for appointment of Federal observers

Whenever the Attorney General or an aggrieved person institutes a proceeding under any statute to
enforce the voting guarantees of the fourteenth or fifteenth amendment in any State or political
subdivision the court shall authorize the appointment of Federal observers by the Director of the

Office of Personnel Management in accordance with section 1973d L of title 42 to serve for such
period of time and for such political subdivisions as the court shall determine is appropriate to
enforce the voting guarantees of the fourteenth or fifteenth amendment (1) as part of any
interlocutory order if the court determines that the appointment of such observersis necessary to
enforce such voting guarantees or (2) as part of any final judgment if the court finds that violations
of the fourteenth or fifteenth amendment justifying equitable relief have occurred in such State or
subdivision: Provided, That the court need not authorize the appointment of observersif any
incidents of denial or abridgement of the right to vote on account of race or color, or in contravention
of the voting guarantees set forth in section 10303(f)(2) of thistitle (1) have been few in number and
have been promptly and effectively corrected by State or local action, (2) the continuing effect of
such incidents has been eliminated, and (3) there is no reasonable probability of their recurrence in
the future.

(b) Suspension of use of tests and devices which deny or abridge theright to vote

If in a proceeding instituted by the Attorney General or an aggrieved person under any statute to
enforce the voting guarantees of the fourteenth or fifteenth amendment in any State or political
subdivision the court finds that atest or device has been used for the purpose or with the effect of
denying or abridging the right of any citizen of the United States to vote on account of race or color,
or in contravention of the voting guarantees set forth in section 10303(f)(2) of thistitle, it shall
suspend the use of tests and devices in such State or political subdivisions as the court shall
determine is appropriate and for such period as it deems necessary.

(c) Retention of jurisdiction to prevent commencement of new devicesto deny or abridgethe
right to vote

If in any proceeding instituted by the Attorney General or an aggrieved person under any statute to
enforce the voting guarantees of the fourteenth or fifteenth amendment in any State or political
subdivision the court finds that violations of the fourteenth or fifteenth amendment justifying
equitable relief have occurred within the territory of such State or political subdivision, the court, in
addition to such relief asit may grant, shall retain jurisdiction for such period as it may deem
appropriate and during such period no voting qualification or prerequisite to voting or standard,
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practice, or procedure with respect to voting different from that in force or effect at the time the
proceeding was commenced shall be enforced unless and until the court finds that such qualification,
prerequisite, standard, practice, or procedure does not have the purpose and will not have the effect
of denying or abridging the right to vote on account of race or color, or in contravention of the voting
guarantees set forth in section 10303(f)(2) of thistitle: Provided, That such qualification,
prerequisite, standard, practice, or procedure may be enforced if the qualification, prerequisite,
standard, practice, or procedure has been submitted by the chief legal officer or other appropriate
officia of such State or subdivision to the Attorney General and the Attorney General has not
interposed an objection within sixty days after such submission, except that neither the court's
finding nor the Attorney General's failure to object shall bar a subsequent action to enjoin
enforcement of such qualification, prerequisite, standard, practice, or procedure.

810303. Suspension of the use of tests or devicesin determining eligibility to vote

(a) Action by State or political subdivision for declaratory judgment of no denial or
abridgement; three-judge district court; appeal to Supreme Court; retention of jurisdiction
by three-judge court

(1) To assure that the right of citizens of the United States to vote is not denied or abridged on
account of race or color, no citizen shall be denied the right to vote in any Federal, State, or local
election because of hisfailure to comply with any test or device in any State with respect to which
the determinations have been made under the first two sentences of subsection (b) or in any political
subdivision of such State (as such subdivision existed on the date such determinations were made
with respect to such State), though such determinations were not made with respect to such
subdivision as a separate unit, or in any political subdivision with respect to which such
determinations have been made as a separate unit, unless the United States District Court for the
District of Columbiaissues a declaratory judgment under this section. No citizen shall be denied the
right to vote in any Federal, State, or local election because of his failure to comply with any test or
devicein any State with respect to which the determinations have been made under the third
sentence of subsection (b) of this section or in any political subdivision of such State (as such
subdivision existed on the date such determinations were made with respect to such State), though
such determinations were not made with respect to such subdivision as a separate unit, or in any
political subdivision with respect to which such determinations have been made as a separate unit,
unless the United States District Court for the District of Columbia issues a declaratory judgment
under this section. A declaratory judgment under this section shall issue only if such court
determines that during the ten years preceding the filing of the action, and during the pendency of
such action—

(A) no such test or device has been used within such State or political subdivision for the
purpose or with the effect of denying or abridging the right to vote on account of race or color or
(in the case of a State or subdivision seeking a declaratory judgment under the second sentence of
this subsection) in contravention of the guarantees of subsection (f)(2);

(B) no final judgment of any court of the United States, other than the denial of declaratory
judgment under this section, has determined that denials or abridgements of the right to vote on
account of race or color have occurred anywhere in the territory of such State or political
subdivision or (in the case of a State or subdivision seeking a declaratory judgment under the
second sentence of this subsection) that denials or abridgements of the right to votein
contravention of the guarantees of subsection (f)(2) have occurred anywhere in the territory of
such State or subdivision and no consent decree, settlement, or agreement has been entered into
resulting in any abandonment of avoting practice challenged on such grounds; and no declaratory
judgment under this section shall be entered during the pendency of an action commenced before
the filing of an action under this section and alleging such denials or abridgements of the right to
vote;

(C) no Federal examiners or observers under chapters 103 to 107 of thistitle have been assigned
to such State or political subdivision;

(D) such State or political subdivision and all governmental units within itsterritory have
complied with section 10304 of thistitle, including compliance with the requirement that no
change covered by section 10304 of this title has been enforced without preclearance under section
10304 of thistitle, and have repealed all changes covered by section 10304 of thistitle to which
the Attorney General has successfully objected or as to which the United States District Court for
the District of Columbia has denied a declaratory judgment;

(E) the Attorney General has not interposed any objection (that has not been overturned by a
final judgment of a court) and no declaratory judgment has been denied under section 10304 of
thistitle, with respect to any submission by or on behalf of the plaintiff or any governmental unit
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within itsterritory under section 10304 of thistitle, and no such submissions or declaratory
judgment actions are pending; and
(F) such State or political subdivision and all governmental units within its territory—
(1) have eliminated voting procedures and methods of election which inhibit or dilute equal
access to the electoral process;
(i) have engaged in constructive efforts to eliminate intimidation and harassment of persons
exercising rights protected under chapters 103 to 107 of thistitle; and
(i) have engaged in other constructive efforts, such as expanded opportunity for convenient
registration and voting for every person of voting age and the appointment of minority persons
as election officials throughout the jurisdiction and at all stages of the election and registration
process.

(2) To assist the court in determining whether to issue a declaratory judgment under this
subsection, the plaintiff shall present evidence of minority participation, including evidence of the
levels of minority group registration and voting, changes in such levels over time, and disparities
between minority-group and non-minority-group participation.

(3) No declaratory judgment shall issue under this subsection with respect to such State or political
subdivision if such plaintiff and governmental units within itsterritory have, during the period
beginning ten years before the date the judgment is issued, engaged in violations of any provision of
the Constitution or laws of the United States or any State or political subdivision with respect to
discrimination in voting on account of race or color or (in the case of a State or subdivision seeking a
declaratory judgment under the second sentence of this subsection) in contravention of the
guarantees of subsection (f)(2) unless the plaintiff establishes that any such violations were trivial,
were promptly corrected, and were not repeated.

(4) The State or political subdivision bringing such action shall publicize the intended
commencement and any proposed settlement of such action in the media serving such State or
political subdivision and in appropriate United States post offices. Any aggrieved party may as of
right intervene at any stage in such action.

(5) An action pursuant to this subsection shall be heard and determined by a court of three judges
in accordance with the provisions of section 2284 of title 28 and any appeal shall lie to the Supreme
Court. The court shall retain jurisdiction of any action pursuant to this subsection for ten years after
judgment and shall reopen the action upon motion of the Attorney General or any aggrieved person
alleging that conduct has occurred which, had that conduct occurred during the ten-year periods
referred to in this subsection, would have precluded the issuance of a declaratory judgment under
this subsection. The court, upon such reopening, shall vacate the declaratory judgment issued under
this section if, after the issuance of such declaratory judgment, afinal judgment against the State or
subdivision with respect to which such declaratory judgment was issued, or against any
governmental unit within that State or subdivision, determines that denials or abridgements of the
right to vote on account of race or color have occurred anywhere in the territory of such State or
political subdivision or (in the case of a State or subdivision which sought a declaratory judgment
under the second sentence of this subsection) that denials or abridgements of the right to vote in
contravention of the guarantees of subsection (f)(2) have occurred anywhere in the territory of such
State or subdivision, or if, after the issuance of such declaratory judgment, a consent decree,
settlement, or agreement has been entered into resulting in any abandonment of a voting practice
challenged on such grounds.

(6) If, after two years from the date of the filing of a declaratory judgment under this subsection,
no date has been set for a hearing in such action, and that delay has not been the result of an
avoidable delay on the part of counsel for any party, the chief judge of the United States District
Court for the District of Columbia may request the Judicial Council for the Circuit of the District of
Columbiato provide the necessary judicial resources to expedite any action filed under this section.
If such resources are unavailable within the circuit, the chief judge shall file a certificate of necessity
in accordance with section 292(d) of title 28.

(7) The Congress shall reconsider the provisions of this section at the end of the fifteen-year
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period following the effective date of the amendments made by the Fannie Lou Hamer, Rosa Parks,
Coretta Scott King, César E. Chavez, Barbara C. Jordan, William C. Velasquez, and Dr. Hector P.
Garcia Voting Rights Act Reauthorization and Amendments Act of 2006.

(8) The provisions of this section shall expire at the end of the twenty-five-year period following
the effective date of the amendments made by the Fannie Lou Hamer, Rosa Parks, Coretta Scott
King, César E. Chavez, Barbara C. Jordan, William C. Velasguez, and Dr. Hector P. Garcia Voting
Rights Act Reauthorization and Amendments Act of 2006.

(9) Nothing in this section shall prohibit the Attorney General from consenting to an entry of
judgment if based upon a showing of objective and compelling evidence by the plaintiff, and upon
investigation, he is satisfied that the State or political subdivision has complied with the requirements
of subsection (a)(1). Any aggrieved party may as of right intervene at any stage in such action.

(b) Required factual deter minations necessary to allow suspension of compliance with tests and
devices, publication in Federal Register

The provisions of subsection (&) shall apply in any State or in any political subdivision of a State
which (1) the Attorney General determines maintained on November 1, 1964, any test or device, and
with respect to which (2) the Director of the Census determines that less than 50 per centum of the
persons of voting age residing therein were registered on November 1, 1964, or that less than 50 per
centum of such persons voted in the presidential election of November 1964. On and after August 6,
1970, in addition to any State or political subdivision of a State determined to be subject to
subsection (@) pursuant to the previous sentence, the provisions of subsection (a) shall apply in any
State or any political subdivision of a State which (i) the Attorney General determines maintained on
November 1, 1968, any test or device, and with respect to which (ii) the Director of the Census
determines that less than 50 per centum of the persons of voting age residing therein were registered
on November 1, 1968, or that less than 50 per centum of such persons voted in the presidential
election of November 1968. On and after August 6, 1975, in addition to any State or political
subdivision of a State determined to be subject to subsection (a) pursuant to the previous two
sentences, the provisions of subsection (a) shall apply in any State or any political subdivision of a
State which (i) the Attorney General determines maintained on November 1, 1972, any test or
device, and with respect to which (ii) the Director of the Census determines that |ess than 50 per
centum of the citizens of voting age were registered on November 1, 1972, or that less than 50 per
centum of such persons voted in the Presidential election of November 1972.

A determination or certification of the Attorney General or of the Director of the Census under
this section or under section 10305 or 10309 of thistitle shall not be reviewable in any court and
shall be effective upon publication in the Federa Register.

(c) " Test or device" defined

The phrase "test or device" shall mean any requirement that a person as a prerequisite for voting or
registration for voting (1) demonstrate the ability to read, write, understand, or interpret any matter,
(2) demonstrate any educational achievement or his knowledge of any particular subject, (3) possess
good moral character, or (4) prove his qualifications by the voucher of registered voters or members
of any other class.

(d) Required frequency, continuation and probable recurrence of incidents of denial or

abridgement to constitute forbidden use of testsor devices

For purposes of this section no State or political subdivision shall be determined to have engaged
in the use of tests or devices for the purpose or with the effect of denying or abridging the right to
vote on account of race or color, or in contravention of the guarantees set forth in subsection (f)(2) if
(2) incidents of such use have been few in number and have been promptly and effectively corrected
by State or local action, (2) the continuing effect of such incidents has been eliminated, and (3) there
is no reasonable probability of their recurrence in the future.

(e) Completion of requisite grade level of education in American-flag schoolsin which the
predominant classroom language was other than English

(1) Congress hereby declares that to secure the rights under the fourteenth amendment of persons
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educated in American-flag schools in which the predominant classroom language was other than
English, it is necessary to prohibit the States from conditioning the right to vote of such persons on
ability to read, write, understand, or interpret any matter in the English language.

(2) No person who demonstrates that he has successfully completed the sixth primary gradein a
public schooal in, or a private school accredited by, any State or territory, the District of Columbia, or
the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico in which the predominant classroom language was other than
English, shall be denied the right to vote in any Federal, State, or local election because of his
inability to read, write, understand, or interpret any matter in the English language, except that in
States in which State law provides that a different level of education is presumptive of literacy, he
shall demonstrate that he has successfully completed an equivalent level of education in a public
school in, or a private school accredited by, any State or territory, the District of Columbia, or the
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico in which the predominant classroom language was other than
English.

(f) Congressional findings of voting discrimination against language minorities; prohibition of

English-only elections; other remedial measures

(1) The Congress finds that voting discrimination against citizens of language minoritiesis
pervasive and national in scope. Such minority citizens are from environments in which the
dominant language is other than English. In addition they have been denied equal educational
opportunities by State and local governments, resulting in severe disabilities and continuing illiteracy
in the English language. The Congress further finds that, where State and local officials conduct
elections only in English, language minority citizens are excluded from participating in the electoral
process. In many areas of the country, this exclusion is aggravated by acts of physical, economic,
and political intimidation. The Congress declares that, in order to enforce the guarantees of the
fourteenth and fifteenth amendments to the United States Constitution, it is necessary to eliminate
such discrimination by prohibiting English-only elections, and by prescribing other remedial devices.

(2) No voting qualification or prerequisite to voting, or standard, practice, or procedure shall be
imposed or applied by any State or political subdivision to deny or abridge the right of any citizen of
the United States to vote because he is amember of alanguage minority group.

(3) In addition to the meaning given the term under subsection (c), the term "test or device" shall
also mean any practice or requirement by which any State or political subdivision provided any
registration or voting notices, forms, instructions, assistance, or other materials or information
relating to the electoral process, including ballots, only in the English language, where the Director
of the Census determines that more than five per centum of the citizens of voting ageresiding in
such State or political subdivision are members of a single language minority. With respect to
subsection (b), the term "test or device", as defined in this subsection, shall be employed only in
making the determinations under the third sentence of that subsection.

(4) Whenever any State or political subdivision subject to the prohibitions of the second sentence
of subsection (a) provides any registration or voting notices, forms, instructions, assistance, or other
materials or information relating to the electoral process, including ballots, it shall provide themin

(a) Assignment
Whenever—
(1) acourt has authorized the appointment of observers under section 10302(a) of thistitle for a
political subdivision; or
(2) the Attorney General certifies with respect to any political subdivision named in, or included
within the scope of, determinations made under section 10303(b) of thistitle, unless a declaratory
judgment has been rendered under section 10303(a) of thistitle, that—

§10306. Poll taxes

(a) Congressional finding and declar ation of policy against enfor ced payment of poll taxesasa
deviceto impair voting rights
The Congress finds that the requirement of the payment of a poll tax as a precondition to voting (i)
precludes persons of limited means from voting or imposes unreasonable financial hardship upon
such persons as a precondition to their exercise of the franchise, (ii) does not bear a reasonable
relationship to any legitimate State interest in the conduct of elections, and (iii) in some areas has the
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purpose or effect of denying persons the right to vote because of race or color. Upon the basis of
these findings, Congress declares that the constitutional right of citizensto voteis denied or abridged
in some areas by the requirement of the payment of a poll tax as a precondition to voting.

(b) Authority of Attorney General to institute actionsfor relief against enfor cement of poll tax

requirement

In the exercise of the powers of Congress under section 5 of the fourteenth amendment, section 2
of the fifteenth amendment and section 2 of the twenty-fourth amendment, the Attorney Genera is
authorized and directed to institute forthwith in the name of the United States such actions, including
actions against States or political subdivisions, for declaratory judgment or injunctive relief against
the enforcement of any requirement of the payment of a poll tax as a precondition to voting, or
substitute therefor enacted after November 1, 1964, as will be necessary to implement the declaration
of subsection (a) and the purposes of this section.

(c) Jurisdiction of three-judge district courts; appeal to Supreme Court

The district courts of the United States shall have jurisdiction of such actions which shall be heard
and determined by a court of three judges in accordance with the provisions of section 2284 of title
28 and any appeal shall lie to the Supreme Court. It shall be the duty of the judges designated to hear
the case to assign the case for hearing at the earliest practicable date, to participate in the hearing and
determination thereof, and to cause the case to be in every way expedited.

(a) Failureor refusal to permit casting or tabulation of vote

No person acting under color of law shall fail or refuse to permit any person to vote who is entitled
to vote under any provision of chapters 103 to 107 of thistitle or is otherwise qualified to vote, or
willfully fail or refuse to tabulate, count, and report such person’s vote.

(b) Intimidation, threats, or coercion

No person, whether acting under color of law or otherwise, shall intimidate, threaten, or coerce, or
attempt to intimidate, threaten, or coerce any person for voting or attempting to vote, or intimidate,
threaten, or coerce, or attempt to intimidate, threaten, or coerce any person for urging or aiding any
person to vote or attempt to vote, or intimidate, threaten, or coerce any person for exercising any
powers or duties under section 10302(a), 10305, 10306, or 10308(e) of thistitle or section 1973d or

1973g of title 42.1
(c) Falseinformation in registering or voting; penalties
Whoever knowingly or willfully gives false information as to his name, address or period of

residence in the voting district for the purpose of establishing his eligibility to register or vote, or
conspires with another individual for the purpose of encouraging his false registration to vote or
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illegal voting, or pays or offersto pay or accepts payment either for registration to vote or for voting

Whoever, in any matter within the jurisdiction of an examiner or hearing officer knowingly and
willfully falsifies or conceals a material fact, or makes any false, fictitious, or fraudulent statements
or representations, or makes or uses any false writing or document knowing the same to contain any
false, fictitious, or fraudulent statement or entry, shall be fined not more than $10,000 or imprisoned
not more than five years, or both.

(e) Voting mor e than once

(1) Whoever votes more than once in an election referred to in paragraph (2) shall be fined not
more than $10,000 or imprisoned not more than five years, or both.

(2) The prohibition of this subsection applies with respect to any general, special, or primary
election held solely or in part for the purpose of selecting or electing any candidate for the office of
President, Vice President, presidential elector, Member of the United States Senate, Member of the
United States House of Representatives, Delegate from the District of Columbia, Guam, or the
Virgin Islands, or Resident Commissioner of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico.

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810308. Civil and criminal sanctions

(a) Depriving or attempting to deprive persons of secured rights

Whoever shall deprive or attempt to deprive any person of any right secured by section 10301,
10302, 10303, 10304, or 10306 of thistitle or shall violate section 10307(a) of thistitle, shall be
fined not more than $5,000, or imprisoned not more than five years, or both.

(b) Destroying, defacing, mutilating, or altering ballots or official voting records

Whoever, within ayear following an election in a political subdivision in which an observer has
been assigned (1) destroys, defaces, mutilates, or otherwise alters the marking of a paper ballot
which has been cast in such election, or (2) alters any official record of voting in such election
tabulated from a voting machine or otherwise, shall be fined not more than $5,000, or imprisoned not
more than five years, or both.

(c) Conspiring to violate or interferewith secured rights

Whoever conspires to violate the provisions of subsection (a) or (b) of this section, or interferes
with any right secured by section 10301, 10302, 10303, 10304, 10306, or 10307(a) of thistitle shall
be fined not more than $5,000, or imprisoned not more than five years, or both.

(d) Civil action by Attorney General for preventiverelief; injunctive and other relief

Whenever any person has engaged or there are reasonable grounds to believe that any personis
about to engage in any act or practice prohibited by section 10301, 10302, 10303, 10304, 10306, or

10307 of thistitle, section 1973e of title 42,1 or subsection (b) of this section, the Attorney General
may institute for the United States, or in the name of the United States, an action for preventive
relief, including an application for atemporary or permanent injunction, restraining order, or other
order, and including an order directed to the State and State or local election officials to require them
(1) to permit persons listed under chapters 103 to 107 of thistitle to vote and (2) to count such votes.

(e) Proceeding by Attorney General to enfor ce the counting of ballots of registered and eligible
personswho are prevented from voting

Whenever in any political subdivision in which there are observers appointed pursuant to chapters
103 to 107 of thistitle any persons alege to such an observer within forty-eight hours after the
closing of the polls that notwithstanding (1) their listing under chapters 103 to 107 of thistitle or
registration by an appropriate election official and (2) their eligibility to vote, they have not been
permitted to vote in such election, the observer shall forthwith notify the Attorney General if such
allegations in his opinion appear to be well founded. Upon receipt of such notification, the Attorney
General may forthwith file with the district court an application for an order providing for the
marking, casting, and counting of the ballots of such persons and requiring the inclusion of their
votes in the total vote before the results of such election shall be deemed final and any force or effect
given thereto. The district court shall hear and determine such mattersimmediately after the filing of
such application. The remedy provided in this subsection shall not preclude any remedy available
under State or Federa law.

The assignment of observers shall terminate in any political subdivision of any State—

(1) with respect to observers appointed pursuant to section 10305 of thistitle or with respect to
examiners certified under chapters 103 to 107 of thistitle before July 27, 2006, whenever the

(a) Criminal contempt

All cases of criminal contempt arising under the provisions of chapters 103 to 107 of thistitle shall
be governed by section 1995 of title 42.

(a) No citizen shall be denied, because of hisfailure to comply with any test or device, the right to
vote in any Federal, State, or local election conducted in any State or political subdivision of a State.

810502. Residence requirementsfor voting

(a) Congressional findings
The Congress hereby finds that the imposition and application of the durational residency
requirement as a precondition to voting for the offices of President and Vice President, and the lack
of sufficient opportunities for absentee registration and absentee balloting in presidential elections—
(1) denies or abridges the inherent constitutional right of citizens to vote for their President and
Vice President;
(2) denies or abridges the inherent constitutional right of citizens to enjoy their free movement
across State lines;
(3) denies or abridges the privileges and immunities guaranteed to the citizens of each State
under article IV, section 2, clause 1, of the Constitution;
(4) in some instances has the impermissible purpose or effect of denying citizens the right to
vote for such officers because of the way they may vote;
(5) hasthe effect of denying to citizens the equality of civil rights, and due process and equal
protection of the laws that are guaranteed to them under the fourteenth amendment; and
(6) does not bear areasonable relationship to any compelling State interest in the conduct of
presidential elections.

(b) Congressional declaration: durational residency requirement, abolishment; absentee
registration and balloting standar ds, establishment

Upon the basis of these findings, Congress declares that in order to secure and protect the
above-stated rights of citizens under the Constitution, to enable citizens to better obtain the
enjoyment of such rights, and to enforce the guarantees of the fourteenth amendment, it is necessary
(2) to completely abolish the durational residency requirement as a precondition to voting for
President and Vice President, and (2) to establish nationwide, uniform standards relative to absentee
registration and absentee balloting in presidential elections.

(c) Prohibition of denial of right to vote because of durational residency requirement or
absentee balloting

No citizen of the United States who is otherwise qualified to vote in any election for President and
Vice President shall be denied the right to vote for electors for President and Vice President, or for
President and Vice President, in such election because of the failure of such citizen to comply with
any durational residency requirement of such State or political subdivision; nor shall any citizen of
the United States be denied the right to vote for electors for President and Vice President, or for
President and Vice President, in such election because of the failure of such citizen to be physically
present in such State or political subdivision at the time of such election, if such citizen shall have
complied with the requirements prescribed by the law of such State or political subdivision providing
for the casting of absentee ballots in such election.

(d) Registration: timefor application; absentee balloting: time of application and return of
ballots

For the purposes of this section, each State shall provide by law for the registration or other means
of qualification of all duly qualified residents of such State who apply, not later than thirty days
immediately prior to any presidential election, for registration or qualification to vote for the choice
of electors for President and Vice President or for President and Vice President in such election; and
each State shall provide by law for the casting of absentee ballots for the choice of electors for
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President and Vice President, or for President and Vice President, by all duly qualified residents of
such State who may be absent from their election district or unit in such State on the day such
election is held and who have applied therefor not |later than seven days immediately prior to such
election and have returned such ballots to the appropriate election official of such State not later than
the time of closing of the pollsin such State on the day of such election.

(e) Change of residence; voting in person or by absentee ballot in State of prior residence

If any citizen of the United States who is otherwise qualified to vote in any State or political
subdivision in any election for President and Vice President has begun residence in such State or
political subdivision after the thirtieth day next preceding such election and, for that reason, does not
satisfy the registration requirements of such State or political subdivision he shall be allowed to vote
for the choice of electors for President and Vice President, or for President and Vice President, in
such election, (1) in person in the State or political subdivision in which he resided immediately prior
to hisremoval if he had satisfied, as of the date of his change of residence, the requirementsto vote
in that State or political subdivision, or (2) by absentee ballot in the State or political subdivisionin
which he resided immediately prior to hisremoval if he satisfies, but for his nonresident status and
the reason for his absence, the requirements for absentee voting in that State or political subdivision.

(f) Absenteeregistration requirement

No citizen of the United States who is otherwise qualified to vote by absentee ballot in any State
or political subdivision in any election for President and Vice President shall be denied the right to
vote for the choice of electors for President and Vice President, or for President and Vice President,
in such election because of any requirement of registration that does not include a provision for
absentee registration.
(g) State or local adoption of lessrestrictive voting practices

Nothing in this section shall prevent any State or political subdivision from adopting less
restrictive voting practices than those that are prescribed herein.

(a) Congressional findings and declar ation of policy

The Congress finds that, through the use of various practices and procedures, citizens of language
minorities have been effectively excluded from participation in the electoral process. Among other
factors, the denial of the right to vote of such minority group citizensis ordinarily directly related to
the unequal educational opportunities afforded them resulting in high illiteracy and low voting
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participation. The Congress declares that, in order to enforce the guarantees of the fourteenth and
fifteenth amendments to the United States Constitution, it is necessary to eliminate such
discrimination by prohibiting these practices, and by prescribing other remedial devices.

(b) Bilingual voting materials requirement

(1) Generally
Before August 6, 2032, no covered State or political subdivision shall provide voting materials
only in the English language.

(2) Covered Statesand political subdivisions

(A) Generally
A State or political subdivision isacovered State or political subdivision for the purposes of
this subsection if the Director of the Census determines, based on the 2010 American
Community Survey census data and subsequent American Community Survey datain 5-year
increments, or comparable census data, that—
() (1) more than 5 percent of the citizens of voting age of such State or political subdivision
are members of asingle language minority and are limited-English proficient;
(I1) more than 10,000 of the citizens of voting age of such political subdivision are
members of a single language minority and are limited-English proficient; or
(111) in the case of a political subdivision that contains all or any part of an Indian
reservation, more than 5 percent of the American Indian or Alaska Native citizens of voting

810507. Survey to compileregistration and voting statistics

(a) Electionsto House of Representatives and elections designated by United States

Commission on Civil Rights

Congress hereby directs the Director of the Census forthwith to conduct a survey to compile
registration and voting statistics: (i) in every State or political subdivision with respect to which the
prohibitions of section 10303(a) of thistitle are in effect, for every statewide general election for
Members of the United States House of Representatives after January 1, 1974; and (ii) in every State
or political subdivision for any election designated by the United States Commission on Civil Rights.
Such surveys shall only include a count of citizens of voting age, race or color, and nationa origin,
and a determination of the extent to which such persons are registered to vote and have voted in the
elections surveyed.

(b) Prohibition against compulsion to disclose personal data; advice of rights

In any survey under subsection (@) of this section no person shall be compelled to disclose his
race, color, national origin, political party affiliation, or how he voted (or the reasons therefor), nor
shall any penalty be imposed for hisfailure or refusal to make such disclosures. Every person
interrogated orally, by written survey or questionnaire, or by any other means with respect to such
information shall be fully advised of hisright to fail or refuse to furnish such information.

(c) Report to Congress

The Director of the Census shall, at the earliest practicable time, report to the Congress the results
of every survey conducted pursuant to the provisions of subsection (a) of this section.
(d) Confidentiality of information; penalties

The provisions of section 9 and chapter 7 of title 13 shall apply to any survey, collection, or
compilation of registration and voting statistics carried out under subsection (a) of this section.

By the authority vested in me as President by the Constitution and the laws of the United States of America,
it is hereby ordered:

SECTION 1. Purpose and Policy. Despite pioneering self-government, the United States now fails to
enforce basic and necessary election protections employed by modern, devel oped nations, as well as those il
developing. Indiaand Brazil, for example, are tying voter identification to a biometric database, while the
United States largely relies on self-attestation for citizenship. In tabulating votes, Germany and Canada
require use of paper ballots, counted in public by loca officials, which substantially reduces the number of
disputes as compared to the American patchwork of voting methods that can lead to basic chain-of-custody
problems. Further, while countries like Denmark and Sweden sensibly limit mail-in voting to those unable to
vote in person and do not count late-arriving votes regardless of the date of postmark, many American
elections now feature mass voting by mail, with many officials accepting ballots without postmarks or those
received well after Election Day.

Free, fair, and honest elections unmarred by fraud, errors, or suspicion are fundamental to maintaining our
constitutional Republic. The right of American citizens to have their votes properly counted and tabulated,
without illegal dilution, is vital to determining the rightful winner of an election.

Under the Constitution, State governments must safeguard American elections in compliance with Federal
laws that protect Americans voting rights and guard against dilution by illegal voting, discrimination, fraud,
and other forms of malfeasance and error. Y et the United States has not adequately enforced Federal election
requirements that, for example, prohibit States from counting ballots received after Election Day or prohibit
non-citizens from registering to vote.

Federal law establishes a uniform Election Day across the Nation for Federal elections, 2 U.S.C. 7 and 3
U.S.C. 1. Itisthe policy of my Administration to enforce those statutes and require that votes be cast and
received by the election date established in law. Asthe United States Court of Appeals for the Fifth Circuit
recently held in Republican National Committee v. Wetzel (2024), those statutes set "the day by which ballots
must be both cast by voters and received by state officials.” Y et numerous States fail to comply with those
laws by counting ballots received after Election Day. Thisis like allowing persons who arrive 3 days after
Election Day, perhaps after awinner has been declared, to vote in person at aformer voting precinct, which
would be absurd. Several Federal laws, including 18 U.S.C. 1015 and 611, prohibit foreign nationals from
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registering to vote or voting in Federal elections. Y et States fail adequately to vet voters' citizenship, and, in
recent years, the Department of Justice has failed to prioritize and devote sufficient resources for enforcement
of these provisions. Even worse, the prior administration actively prevented States from removing aliens from
their voter lists.

Additionally, Federal laws, such asthe National Voter Registration Act [of 1993] (Pub. L. 103-31) [52
U.S.C. 20501 et seq.] and the Help America Vote Act [of 2022] (Pub. L. 107-252) [52 U.S.C. 20901 et seq.],
require States to maintain an accurate and current Statewide list of every legally registered voter in the State.
And the Department of Homeland Security is required to share database information with States upon request
so they can fulfill this duty. See 8 U.S.C. 1373(c). Maintaining accurate voter registration listsisa
fundamental requirement in protecting voters from having their ballots voided or diluted by fraudulent votes.

Federal law, 52 U.S.C. 30121, prohibits foreign nationals from participating in Federal, State, or local
elections by making any contributions or expenditures. But foreign national s and non-governmental
organizations have taken advantage of loopholes in the law's interpretation, spending millions of dollars
through conduit contributions and ballot-initiative-related expenditures. This type of foreign interferencein
our election process undermines the franchise and the right of American citizens to govern their Republic.

Above all, elections must be honest and worthy of the public trust. That requires voting methods that
produce a voter-verifiable paper record allowing votersto efficiently check their votes to protect against fraud
or mistake. Election-integrity standards must be modified accordingly.

It isthe policy of my Administration to enforce Federal law and to protect the integrity of our election
process.

SEC. 2. Enforcing the Citizenship Requirement for Federal Elections. To enforce the Federal prohibition on
foreign nationals voting in Federal elections:

(&(i) Within 30 days of the date of this order [Mar. 25, 2025], the Election Assistance Commission shall
take appropriate action to require, in its national mail voter registration form issued under 52 U.S.C. 20508:

(A) documentary proof of United States citizenship, consistent with 52 U.S.C. 20508(b)(3); and

(B) a State or local officia to record on the form the type of document that the applicant presented as
documentary proof of United States citizenship, including the date of the document's i ssuance, the date of
the document's expiration (if any), the office that issued the document, and any unique identification
number associated with the document as required by the criteriain 52 U.S.C. 21083(a)(5)(A), while taking
appropriate measures to ensure information security.

(i) For purposes of subsection (@) of this section, "documentary proof of United States citizenship” shall
include a copy of:

(A) aUnited States passport;

(B) an identification document compliant with the requirements of the REAL 1D Act of 2005 (Pub. L.
109-13, Div. B) [49 U.S.C. 30301 note] that indicates the applicant is acitizen of the United States;

(C) an officia military identification card that indicates the applicant is a citizen of the United States;
or

(D) avalid Federal or State government-issued photo identification if such identification indicates that
the applicant is a United States citizen or if such identification is otherwise accompanied by proof of United
States citizenship.

(b) To identify unqualified voters registered in the States:

(i) the Secretary of Homeland Security shall, consistent with applicable law, ensure that State and local
officias have, without the requirement of the payment of afee, access to appropriate systems for verifying
the citizenship or immigration status of individuals registering to vote or who are aready registered,;

(i) the Secretary of State shall take all lawful and appropriate action to make available information
from relevant databases to State and local election officials engaged in verifying the citizenship of
individuals registering to vote or who are already registered; and

(iii) the Department of Homeland Security, in coordination with the DOGE Administrator, shall
review each State's publicly available voter registration list and available records concerning voter list
maintenance activities as required by 52 U.S.C. 20507, alongside Federal immigration databases and State
records requested, including through subpoena where necessary and authorized by law, for consistency with
Federa requirements.

(c) Within 90 days of the date of this order, the Secretary of Homeland Security shall, consistent with
applicable law, provide to the Attorney General complete information on all foreign nationals who have
indicated on any immigration form that they have registered or voted in a Federal, State, or local election, and
shall also take all appropriate action to submit to relevant State or local election officials such information.

(d) The head of each Federal voter registration executive department or agency (agency) under [section 7
of] the National Voter Registration Act, 52 U.S.C. 20506(a), shall assess citizenship prior to providing a
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Federal voter registration form to enrollees of public assistance programs.

(e) The Attorney Genera shall prioritize enforcement of 18 U.S.C. 611 and 1015(f) and similar laws that
restrict non-citizens from registering to vote or voting, including through use of:

(i) databases or information maintained by the Department of Homeland Security;
(ii) State-issued identification records and driver license databases; and
(iii) similar records relating to citizenship.

(f) The Attorney General shall, consistent with applicable laws, coordinate with State attorneys general to
assist with State-level review and prosecution of aliens unlawfully registered to vote or casting votes.

SEC. 3. Providing Other Assistance to Sates Verifying Eligibility. To assist States in determining whether
individuals are eligible to register and vote:

(8 The Commissioner of Social Security shall take all appropriate action to make available the Social
Security Number Verification Service, the Death Master File, and any other Federal databases containing
relevant information to all State and local election officials engaged in verifying the eligibility of individuals
registering to vote or who are already registered. In determining and taking such action, the Commissioner of
Socia Security shall ensure compliance with applicable privacy and data security laws and regulations.

(b) The Attorney General shall ensure compliance with the requirements of 52 U.S.C. 20507(g).

(c) The Attorney General shall take appropriate action with respect to States that fail to comply with the list
maintenance requirements of the National Voter Registration Act and the Help America Vote Act contained in
52 U.S.C. 20507 and 52 U.S.C. 21083.

(d) The Secretary of Defense shall update the Federal Post Card Application, pursuant to [section 101 of]
the Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee VVoting Act, 52 U.S.C. 20301, to require:

(i) documentary proof of United States citizenship, as defined by section 2(a)(ii) of this order; and
(it) proof of eligibility to vote in elections in the State in which the voter is attempting to vote.

SEC. 4. Improving the Election Assistance Commission. (a) The Election Assistance Commission shall,
pursuant to 52 U.S.C. 21003(b)(3) and 21142(c) and consistent with applicable law, take all appropriate action
to cease providing Federal fundsto States that do not comply with the Federal laws set forthin 52 U.S.C.
21145, including the requirement in 52 U.S.C. 20505(a)(1) that States accept and use the national mail voter
registration form issued pursuant to 52 U.S.C. 20508(a)(1), including any requirement for documentary proof
of United States citizenship adopted pursuant to section 2(a)(ii) of this order.

(b)(i) The Election Assistance Commission shall initiate appropriate action to amend the Voluntary Voting
System Guidelines 2.0 and issue other appropriate guidance establishing standards for voting systems to
protect election integrity. The amended guidelines and other guidance shall provide that voting systems should
not use a ballot in which avote is contained within a barcode or quick-response code in the vote counting
process except where necessary to accommodate individuals with disabilities, and should provide a
voter-verifiable paper record to prevent fraud or mistake.

(i) Within 180 days of the date of this order, the Election Assistance Commission shall take appropriate
action to review and, if appropriate, re-certify voting systems under the new standards established under
subsection (b)(i) of this section, and to rescind all previous certifications of voting equipment based on prior
standards.

(c) Following an audit of Help America Vote Act fund expenditures conducted pursuant to 52 U.S.C.
21142, the Election Assistance Commission shall report any discrepancies or issues with an audited State's
certifications of compliance with Federal law to the Department of Justice for appropriate enforcement action.

(d) The Secretary of Homeland Security and the Administrator of the Federal Emergency Management
Agency, consistent with applicable law, shall in considering the provision of funding for State or local election
offices or administrators through the Homeland Security Grant Programs, 6 U.S.C. 603 et seq., heavily
prioritize compliance with the Voluntary Voting System Guidelines 2.0 devel oped by the Election Assistance
Commission and compl etion of testing through the Voting System Test Labs accreditation process.

SEC. 5. Prosecuting Election Crimes. To protect the franchise of American citizens and their right to
participate in fair and honest elections:

(a) The Attorney General shall take all appropriate action to enter into information-sharing agreements, to
the maximum extent possible, with the chief State election official or multi-member agency of each State.
These agreements shall aim to provide the Department of Justice with detailed information on all suspected
violations of State and Federal election laws discovered by State officials, including information on
individuals who:

(i) registered or voted despite being ineligible or who registered multiple times;
(if) committed election fraud;

(iii) provided false information on voter registration or other election forms;
(iv) intimidated or threatened voters or election officials; or

(v) otherwise engaged in unlawful conduct to interfere in the election process.

(b) To the extent that any States are unwilling to enter into such an information sharing agreement or refuse
to cooperate in investigations and prosecutions of election crimes, the Attorney General shall:

(i) prioritize enforcement of Federal election integrity lawsin such States to ensure election integrity
given the State's demonstrated unwillingness to enter into an information-sharing agreement or to cooperate
in investigations and prosecutions; and

(ii) review for potential withholding of grants and other funds that the Department awards and
distributes, in the Department's discretion, to State and local governments for law enforcement and other
purposes, as consistent with applicable law.

(c) The Attorney General shall take al appropriate action to align the Department of Justice's litigation
positions with the purpose and policy of this order.

SEC. 6. Improving Security of Voting Systems. To improve the security of al voting equipment and systems
used to cast ballots, tabulate votes, and report results:

(a) The Attorney Genera and the Secretary of Homeland Security shall take all appropriate actions to the
extent permitted by 42 U.S.C. 5195¢ and all other applicable law, so long as the Department of Homeland
Security maintains the designation of election infrastructure as critical infrastructure, as defined by 42 U.S.C.
5195c(e), to prevent all non-citizens from being involved in the administration of any Federal election,
including by accessing election equipment, ballots, or any other relevant materials used in the conduct of any
Federal election.

(b) The Secretary of Homeland Security shall, in coordination with the Election Assistance Commission
and to the maximum extent possible, review and report on the security of all electronic systems used in the
voter registration and voting process. The Secretary of Homeland Security, as the head of the designated
Sector Risk Management Agency under 6 U.S.C. 6523, in coordination with the Election Assistance
Commission, shall assess the security of all such systems to the extent they are connected to, or integrated
into, the Internet and report on the risk of such systems being compromised through malicious software and
unauthorized intrusions into the system.

SEC. 7. Compliance with Federal Law Setting the National Election Day. To achieve full compliance with
the Federal laws that set the uniform day for appointing Presidential electors and electing members of
Congress.

(a) The Attorney General shall take al necessary action to enforce 2 U.S.C. 7 and 3 U.S.C. 1 against States
that violate these provisions by including absentee or mail-in ballots received after Election Day in the final
tabulation of votes for the appointment of Presidential electors and the election of members of the United
States Senate and House of Representatives.

(b) Consistent with 52 U.S.C. 21001(b) and other applicable law, the Election Assistance Commission shall
condition any available funding to a State on that State's compliance with the requirement in 52 U.S.C.
21081(a)(6) that each State adopt uniform and nondiscriminatory standards within that State that define what
constitutes a vote and what will be counted as a vote, including that, as prescribed in 2 U.S.C. 7 and 3 U.S.C.
1, there be a uniform and nondiscriminatory ballot receipt deadline of Election Day for all methods of voting,
excluding ballots cast in accordance with 52 U.S.C. 20301 et seq., after which no additional votes may be cast.

SEC. 8. Preventing Foreign Interference and Unlawful Use of Federal Funds. The Attorney Generdl, in
consultation with the Secretary of the Treasury, shall prioritize enforcement of 52 U.S.C. 30121 and other
appropriate laws to prevent foreign national s from contributing or donating in United States elections. The
Attorney General shall likewise prioritize enforcement of 31 U.S.C. 1352, which prohibits lobbying by
organizations or entities that have received any Federal funds.

SEC. 9. Federal Actions to Address Executive Order 14019. The heads of all agencies, and the Election
Assistance Commission, shall cease al agency actions implementing Executive Order 14019 of March 7,
2021 (Promoting Access to Voting) [formerly set out above], which was revoked by Executive Order 14148
of on January 20, 2025 (Initial Rescissions of Harmful Executive Orders and Actions), and, within 90 days of
the date of this order, submit to the President, through the Assistant to the President for Domestic Policy, a
report describing compliance with this order.

SEC. 10. Severability. If any provision of this order, or the application of any provision to any agency,
person, or circumstance, is held to be invalid, the remainder of this order and the application of its provisions
to any other agencies, persons, or circumstances shall not be affected thereby.

(a) Accessibility to all polling places asresponsibility of each political subdivision
Within each State, except as provided in subsection (b), each political subdivision responsible for

conducting elections shall assure that all polling places for Federal elections are accessible to
handicapped and elderly voters.

Subsection (a) shall not apply to a polling place—
(2) in the case of an emergency, as determined by the chief election officer of the State; or
(2) if the chief election officer of the State—

(A) determinesthat all potential polling places have been surveyed and no such accessible
placeis available, nor isthe political subdivision able to make one temporarily accessible, in the
areainvolved; and

(1) Not later than December 31 of each even-numbered year, the chief election officer of each
State shall report to the Federal Election Commission, in a manner to be determined by the
Commission, the number of accessible and inaccessible polling places in such State on the date of
the preceding general Federal election, and the reasons for any instance of inaccessibility.

(2) Not later than April 30 of each odd-numbered year, the Federal Election Commission shall
compile the information reported under paragraph (1) and shall transmit that information to the
Congress.

(3) The provisions of this subsection shall only be effective for a period of 10 years beginning on
September 28, 1984.

(7) prescribe a standard oath for use with any document under this chapter affirming that a
material misstatement of fact in the completion of such a document may constitute grounds for a
conviction for perjury;

(B) for the Presidential designee to store the data reported.

(c) Duties of other Federal officials

Asdirected by the Presidential designee, the Administrator of General Services shall furnish
officia post card forms (prescribed under subsection (b)) and Federal write-in absentee ballots
(prescribed under section 20303 of thistitle).

(6) in addition to any other method of registering to vote or applying for an absentee ballot in
the State, establish procedures—

(A) for absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters to request by mail and
electronically voter registration applications and absentee ballot applications with respect to
general, special, primary, and runoff elections for Federal office in accordance with subsection
(e);

(B) for States to send by mail and electronically (in accordance with the preferred method of
transmission designated by the absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter under
subparagraph (C)) voter registration applications and absentee ballot applications requested
under subparagraph (A) in accordance with subsection (e); and
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(C) by which the absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter can designate whether the
voter prefers that such voter registration application or absentee ballot application be
transmitted by mail or electronically;

(7) in addition to any other method of transmitting blank absentee ballots in the State, establish
procedures for transmitting by mail and electronically blank absentee ballots to absent uniformed
services voters and overseas voters with respect to general, special, primary, and runoff elections
for Federal office in accordance with subsection (f);

(8) transmit avalidly requested absentee ballot to an absent uniformed services voter or
overseas voter—

(A) except as provided in subsection (g), in the case in which the request is received at least

45 days before an election for Federal office, not later than 45 days before the election; and

(B) inthe case in which the request is received less than 45 days before an election for

Federal office—

(i) in accordance with State law; and
(i) if practicable and as determined appropriate by the State, in a manner that expedites the
transmission of such absentee ballot;

(9) if the State declares or otherwise holds a runoff election for Federal office, establish a
written plan that provides absentee ballots are made available to absent uniformed services voters

and overseas voters in manner L that gives them sufficient time to vote in the runoff election;

(20) carry out section 20304(b)(1) of thistitle with respect to the processing and acceptance of
marked absentee ballots of absent overseas uniformed services voters; and

(112) report data on the number of absentee ballots transmitted and received under subsection (c)
and such other data as the Presidential designee determines appropriate in accordance with the
standards devel oped by the Presidential designee under section 20301(b)(11) of thistitle.

(b) Designation of single State office to provide infor mation on registration and absentee ballot
proceduresfor all votersin State

(2) In general

Each State shall designate a single office which shall be responsible for providing information
regarding voter registration procedures and absentee ballot procedures to be used by absent
uniformed services voters and overseas voters with respect to elections for Federal office
(including procedures relating to the use of the Federal write-in absentee ballot) to all absent
uniformed services voters and overseas voters who wish to register to vote or vote in any
jurisdiction in the State.

(2) Recommendation regarding use of office to accept and process materials

Congress recommends that the State office designated under paragraph (1) be responsible for
carrying out the State's duties under this Act, including accepting valid voter registration
applications, absentee ballot applications, and absentee ballots (including Federal write-in
absentee ballots) from all absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters who wish to
register to vote or vote in any jurisdiction in the State.

(c) Report on number of absentee ballots transmitted and received

Not later than 90 days after the date of each regularly scheduled general election for Federal
office, each State and unit of local government which administered the election shall (through the
State, in the case of a unit of local government) submit areport to the Election Assistance
Commission (established under the Help AmericaVVote Act of 2002 [52 U.S.C. 20901 et seg.]) on
the combined number of absentee ballots transmitted to absent uniformed services voters and
overseas voters for the election and the combined number of such ballots which were returned by
such voters and cast in the election, and shall make such report available to the general public.

(d) Registration notification
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With respect to each absent uniformed services voter and each overseas voter who submits a voter
registration application or an absentee ballot request, if the State rejects the application or request,
the State shall provide the voter with the reasons for the rejection.

(e) Designation of means of electronic communication for absent uniformed services votersand
overseasvotersto request and for Statesto send voter registration applications and absentee
ballot applications, and for other purposesrelated to voting information

(2) In general
Each State shall, in addition to the designation of a single State office under subsection (b),
designate not less than 1 means of electronic communication—

(A) for use by absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters who wish to register to
vote or vote in any jurisdiction in the State to request voter registration applications and
absentee ballot applications under subsection (a)(6);

(B) for use by States to send voter registration applications and absentee ballot applications
requested under such subsection; and

(C) for the purpose of providing related voting, balloting, and election information to absent
uniformed services voters and overseas voters.

(2) Clarification regarding provision of multiple means of electronic communication

A State may, in addition to the means of electronic communication so designated, provide
multiple means of electronic communication to absent uniformed services voters and overseas
voters, including a means of electronic communication for the appropriate jurisdiction of the State.

(3) Inclusion of designated means of electronic communication with informational and
instructional materialsthat accompany balloting materials
Each State shall include a means of electronic communication so designated with all
informational and instructional materials that accompany balloting materials sent by the State to
absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters.

(4) Availability and maintenance of online repository of State contact information

The Federal Voting Assistance Program of the Department of Defense shall maintain and make
available to the public an online repository of State contact information with respect to elections
for Federal office, including the single State office designated under subsection (b) and the means
of electronic communication designated under paragraph (1), to be used by absent uniformed
services voters and overseas voters as a resource to send voter registration applications and
absentee ballot applications to the appropriate jurisdiction in the State.

(5) Transmission if no preference indicated

In the case where an absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter does not designate a
preference under subsection (a)(6)(C), the State shall transmit the voter registration application or
absentee ballot application by any delivery method allowable in accordance with applicable State
law, or if thereis no applicable State law, by mail.

(6) Security and privacy protections

(A) Security protections

To the extent practicable, States shall ensure that the procedures established under subsection
(a)(6) protect the security and integrity of the voter registration and absentee ballot application
request processes.

(B) Privacy protections

To the extent practicable, the procedures established under subsection (a)(6) shall ensure that
the privacy of the identity and other personal data of an absent uniformed services voter or
overseas voter who requests or is sent a voter registration application or absentee ballot
application under such subsection is protected throughout the process of making such request or
being sent such application.
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(f) Transmission of blank absentee ballots by mail and electronically

(2) In general
Each State shall establish procedures—

(A) to transmit blank absentee ballots by mail and electronically (in accordance with the
preferred method of transmission designated by the absent uniformed services voter or overseas
voter under subparagraph (B)) to absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters for an
election for Federal office; and

(B) by which the absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter can designate whether the
voter prefers that such blank absentee ballot be transmitted by mail or electronically.

(2) Transmission if no preferenceindicated

In the case where an absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter does not designate a
preference under paragraph (1)(B), the State shall transmit the ballot by any delivery method
allowable in accordance with applicable State law, or if thereis no applicable State law, by mail.

(3) Security and privacy protections

(A) Security protections
To the extent practicable, States shall ensure that the procedures established under subsection
(a)(7) protect the security and integrity of absentee ballots.

(B) Privacy protections

To the extent practicable, the procedures established under subsection (a)(7) shall ensure that
the privacy of the identity and other personal data of an absent uniformed services voter or
overseas voter to whom a blank absentee ballot is transmitted under such subsection is protected
throughout the process of such transmission.

(g) Hardship exemption

(2) In general

If the chief State election official determines that the State is unable to meet the requirement
under subsection (a)(8)(A) with respect to an election for Federal office due to an undue hardship
described in paragraph (2)(B), the chief State election official shall request that the Presidential
designee grant awaiver to the State of the application of such subsection. Such request shall
include—

(A) arecognition that the purpose of such subsection isto allow absent uniformed services
voters and overseas voters enough time to vote in an election for Federa office;

(B) an explanation of the hardship that indicates why the State is unable to transmit absent
uniformed services voters and overseas voters an absentee ballot in accordance with such
subsection;

(C) the number of days prior to the election for Federal office that the State requires absentee
ballots be transmitted to absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters, and

(D) acomprehensive plan to ensure that absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters
are able to receive absentee ballots which they have requested and submit marked absentee
ballots to the appropriate State election official in time to have that ballot counted in the
election for Federal office, which includes—

(i) the steps the State will undertake to ensure that absent uniformed services voters and
overseas voters have time to receive, mark, and submit their ballotsin time to have those
ballots counted in the election;

(ii) why the plan provides absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters sufficient
time to vote as a substitute for the requirements under such subsection; and

(iii) the underlying factual information which explains how the plan provides such
sufficient time to vote as a substitute for such requirements.

(2) Approval of waiver request
After consulting with the Attorney General, the Presidential designee shall approve awaiver
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request under paragraph (1) if the Presidential designee determines each of the following
requirements are met:

(A) The comprehensive plan under subparagraph (D) of such paragraph provides absent
uniformed services voters and overseas voters sufficient time to receive absentee ballots they
have requested and submit marked absentee ballots to the appropriate State election official in
time to have that ballot counted in the election for Federal office.

(B) One or more of the following issues creates an undue hardship for the State:

() The State's primary election date prohibits the State from complying with subsection

@) (A).

(if) The State has suffered a delay in generating ballots due to alegal contest.
(iii) The State Constitution prohibits the State from complying with such subsection.

(3) Timing of waiver

(A) In general

Except as provided under subparagraph (B), a State that requests a waiver under paragraph
(2) shall submit to the Presidential designee the written waiver request not later than 90 days
before the election for Federal office with respect to which the request is submitted. The
Presidential designee shall approve or deny the waiver request not later than 65 days before
such election.

(B) Exception

If a State requests awaiver under paragraph (1) as the result of an undue hardship described
in paragraph (2)(B)(ii), the State shall submit to the Presidential designee the written waiver
request as soon as practicable. The Presidential designee shall approve or deny the waiver
request not later than 5 business days after the date on which the request is received.

(4) Application of waiver

A waiver approved under paragraph (2) shall only apply with respect to the election for Federal
office for which the request was submitted. For each subsequent election for Federal office, the
Presidential designee shall only approve awaiver if the State has submitted a request under
paragraph (1) with respect to such election.

(h) Tracking marked ballots

The chief State election official, in coordination with local election jurisdictions, shall develop a
free access system by which an absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter may determine
whether the absentee ballot of the absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter has been
received by the appropriate State election official.

(i) Prohibiting refusal to accept applicationsfor failureto meet certain requirements

A State shall not refuse to accept and process any otherwise valid voter registration application or
absentee ballot application (including the official post card form prescribed under section 20301 of
thistitle) or marked absentee ballot submitted in any manner by an absent uniformed services voter
or overseas voter solely on the basis of the following:

(1) Notarization requirements.

(2) Restrictions on paper type, including weight and size.

(3) Restrictions on envelope type, including weight and size.

(1) Federal write-in absentee ballot
The Presidential designee shall prescribe a Federal write-in absentee ballot (including a secrecy

envelope and mailing envelope for such ballot) for use in general, special, primary, and runoff
elections for Federal office by absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters who make

timely application for, and do not receive, States,! absentee ballots
(2) Promotion and expansion of use of Federal write-in absentee ballots

(A) In general

Not later than December 31, 2011, the Presidential designee shall adopt procedures to
promote and expand the use of the Federal write-in absentee ballot as a back-up measure to vote
in elections for Federal office.

(B) Use of technology

Under such procedures, the Presidential designee shall utilize technology to implement a
system under which the absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter may—

(i) enter the address of the voter or other information relevant in the appropriate
jurisdiction of the State, and the system will generate alist of al candidatesin the election for

(i) submit the marked Federal write-in absentee ballot by printing the ballot (including
complete instructions for submitting the marked Federal write-in absentee ballot to the
appropriate State election official and the mailing address of the single State office
designated under section 20302(b) of thistitle).

(C) Authorization of appropriations

There are authorized to be appropriated to the Presidential designee such sums as may be
necessary to carry out this paragraph.

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Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, a Federal write-in absentee ballot shall be submitted
and processed in the manner provided by law for absentee ballots in the State involved. A Federal
write-in absentee ballot of an absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter shall not be
counted—

(1) inthe case of aballot submitted by an overseas voter who is not an absent uniformed
services voter, if the ballot is submitted from any location in the United States,
(2) if the application of the absent uniformed services voter or overseas voter for a State
absentee ballot is received by the appropriate State election official after the later of—
(A) the deadline of the State for receipt of such application; or

Proceduresfor collection and delivery of marked absentee ballots of
absent over seas uniformed servicesvoters

(a) Establishment of procedures

The Presidential designee shall establish procedures for collecting marked absentee ballots of
absent overseas uniformed services voters in regularly scheduled general elections for Federa office,
including absentee ballots prepared by States and the Federal write-in absentee ballot prescribed
under section 20303 of thistitle, and for delivering such marked absentee ballots to the appropriate
election officials.

(b) Delivery to appropriate election officials

(1) In general

Under the procedures established under this section, the Presidential designee shall implement
procedures that facilitate the delivery of marked absentee ballots of absent overseas uniformed
services voters for regularly scheduled general elections for Federal office to the appropriate
election officials, in accordance with this section, not later than the date by which an absentee
ballot must be received in order to be counted in the election.

(2) Cooperation and coordination with the United States Postal Service

The Presidential designee shall carry out this section in cooperation and coordination with the
United States Postal Service, and shall provide expedited mail delivery service for all such marked
absentee ballots of absent uniformed services voters that are collected on or before the deadline
described in paragraph (3) and then transferred to the United States Postal Service.

(3) Deadline described
(A) In general
Except as provided in subparagraph (B), the deadline described in this paragraph is noon (in
the location in which the ballot is collected) on the seventh day preceding the date of the
regularly scheduled general election for Federa office.

(B) Authority to establish alternative deadline for certain locations
If the Presidential designee determines that the deadline described in subparagraph (A) is not
sufficient to ensure timely delivery of the ballot under paragraph (1) with respect to a particular
location because of remoteness or other factors, the Presidential designee may establish as an
alternative deadline for that location the latest date occurring prior to the deadline described in
subparagraph (A) which is sufficient to provide timely delivery of the ballot under paragraph
(D).
(4) No postage requirement
In accordance with section 3406 of title 39, such marked absentee ballots and other balloting
materials shall be carried free of postage.

(5) Date of mailing
Such marked absentee ballots shall be postmarked with arecord of the date on which the ballot
ismailed.

(7) The functional effectiveness of the application or adoption of the pilot program to
operational environments, taking into account environmental and logistical obstacles and State
procedures.

(d) Reports
The Presidential designee shall submit to Congress reports on the progress and outcomes of any
pilot program conducted under this subsection, together with recommendations—
(2) for the conduct of additional pilot programs under this section; and
(2) for such legislation and administrative action as the Presidential designee determines

appropriate.

820503. National proceduresfor voter registration for electionsfor Federal office

(a) In general
Except as provided in subsection (b), notwithstanding any other Federal or State law, in addition
to any other method of voter registration provided for under State law, each State shall establish
procedures to register to vote in elections for Federal office—
(1) by application made simultaneously with an application for a motor vehicle driver's license
pursuant to section 20504 of thistitle;
(2) by mail application pursuant to section 20505 of this title; and
(3) by application in person—
(A) at the appropriate registration site designated with respect to the residence of the
applicant in accordance with State law; and
(B) at aFederal, State, or nongovernmental office designated under section 20506 of this
title.

(b) Nonapplicability to certain States

This chapter does not apply to a State described in either or both of the following paragraphs:

(1) A State in which, under law that isin effect continuously on and after August 1, 1994, there
IS no voter registration requirement for any voter in the State with respect to an election for
Federal office.

(2) A State in which, under law that isin effect continuously on and after August 1, 1994, or
that was enacted on or prior to August 1, 1994, and by its termsisto come into effect upon the
enactment of this chapter, so long asthat law remainsin effect, all votersin the State may register
to vote at the polling place at the time of voting in ageneral election for Federal office.

§20504. Simultaneous application for voter registration and application for
motor vehicledriver'slicense

(&) In general

(1) Each State motor vehicle driver's license application (including any renewal application)
submitted to the appropriate State motor vehicle authority under State law shall serve asan
application for voter registration with respect to elections for Federal office unless the applicant fails
to sign the voter registration application.

(2) An application for voter registration submitted under paragraph (1) shall be considered as
updating any previous voter registration by the applicant.

(b) Limitation on use of information

No information relating to the failure of an applicant for a State motor vehicle driver'slicense to
sign avoter registration application may be used for any purpose other than voter registration.

(c) Formsand procedures

(1) Each State shall include a voter registration application form for elections for Federal office as
part of an application for a State motor vehicle driver's license.

(2) The voter registration application portion of an application for a State motor vehicle driver's
license—

(A) may not require any information that duplicates information required in the driver's license
portion of the form (other than a second signature or other information necessary under
subparagraph (C));

(B) may require only the minimum amount of information necessary to—

(i) prevent duplicate voter registrations; and
(i) enable State election officials to assess the eligibility of the applicant and to administer
voter registration and other parts of the election process,

(C) shall include a statement that—
(i) states each eligibility requirement (including citizenship);
(i) contains an attestation that the applicant meets each such requirement; and
(iii) requires the signature of the applicant, under penalty of perjury;

(D) shall include, in print that isidentical to that used in the attestation portion of the
application—
(i) the information required in section 20507(a)(5)(A) and (B) of thistitle;
(i) astatement that, if an applicant declines to register to vote, the fact that the applicant has
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declined to register will remain confidential and will be used only for voter registration
purposes; and

(iii) a statement that if an applicant does register to vote, the office at which the applicant
submits a voter registration application will remain confidential and will be used only for voter
registration purposes; and

(E) shall be made available (as submitted by the applicant, or in machine readable or other
format) to the appropriate State election official as provided by State law.

(d) Change of address

Any change of address form submitted in accordance with State law for purposes of a State motor
vehicle driver's license shall serve as natification of change of address for voter registration with
respect to elections for Federal office for the registrant involved unless the registrant states on the
form that the change of address is not for voter registration purposes.

(e) Transmittal deadline

(1) Subject to paragraph (2), a completed voter registration portion of an application for a State
motor vehicle driver's license accepted at a State motor vehicle authority shall be transmitted to the
appropriate State election official not later than 10 days after the date of acceptance.

(2) If aregistration application is accepted within 5 days before the last day for registration to vote
in an election, the application shall be transmitted to the appropriate State el ection official not later
than 5 days after the date of acceptance.

§20505. Mail registration

(a) Form

(1) Each State shall accept and use the mail voter registration application form prescribed by the
Federal Election Commission pursuant to section 20508(a)(2) of this title for the registration of
votersin elections for Federal office.

(2) In addition to accepting and using the form described in paragraph (1), a State may develop
and use amail voter registration form that meets all of the criteria stated in section 20508(b) of this
title for the registration of votersin elections for Federal office.

(3) A form described in paragraph (1) or (2) shall be accepted and used for notification of a
registrant's change of address.

(b) Availability of forms

The chief State election official of a State shall make the forms described in subsection (a)
available for distribution through governmental and private entities, with particular emphasis on
making them available for organized voter registration programs.

(c) First-timevoters
(1) Subject to paragraph (2), a State may by law require a person to vote in person if—
(A) the person was registered to vote in ajurisdiction by mail; and
(B) the person has not previously voted in that jurisdiction.

(2) Paragraph (1) does not apply in the case of a person—
(A) who is entitled to vote by absentee ballot under the Uniformed and Overseas Citizens
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Absentee Voting Act [52 U.S.C. 20301 et seq.];

(B) who is provided the right to vote otherwise than in person under section 20102(b)(2)(B)(ii)
of thistitle; or

(C) who is entitled to vote otherwise than in person under any other Federal law.

(a) Designation
(1) Each State shall designate agencies for the registration of votersin elections for Federal office.
(2) Each State shall designate as voter registration agencies—
(A) al officesin the State that provide public assistance; and
(B) all officesin the State that provide State-funded programs primarily engaged in providing
services to persons with disabilities.

(3)(A) In addition to voter registration agencies designated under paragraph (2), each State shall
designate other offices within the State as voter registration agencies.
(B) Voter registration agencies designated under subparagraph (A) may include—

(1) State or local government offices such as public libraries, public schools, offices of city and
county clerks (including marriage license bureaus), fishing and hunting license bureaus,
government revenue offices, unemployment compensation offices, and offices not described in
paragraph (2)(B) that provide services to persons with disabilities; and

(i) Federal and nongovernmental offices, with the agreement of such offices.

(4)(A) At each voter registration agency, the following services shall be made available:

(i) Distribution of mail voter registration application forms in accordance with paragraph (6).

(i) Assistance to applicants in completing voter registration application forms, unless the
applicant refuses such assistance.

(iii) Acceptance of completed voter registration application forms for transmittal to the
appropriate State election official.

(B) If avoter registration agency designated under paragraph (2)(B) provides services to a person
with adisability at the person’'s home, the agency shall provide the services described in
subparagraph (A) at the person's home.

(5) A person who provides service described in paragraph (4) shall not—

(A) seek to influence an applicant's political preference or party registration;
(B) display any such political preference or party allegiance;
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(C) make any statement to an applicant or take any action the purpose or effect of which isto
discourage the applicant from registering to vote; or

(D) make any statement to an applicant or take any action the purpose or effect of whichisto
lead the applicant to believe that a decision to register or not to register has any bearing on the
availability of services or benefits.

(6) A voter registration agency that is an office that provides service or assistance in addition to
conducting voter registration shall—
(A) distribute with each application for such service or assistance, and with each recertification,
renewal, or change of address form relating to such service or assistance—
(i) the mail voter registration application form described in section 20508(a)(2) of thistitle,
including a statement that—
(1) specifies each eligibility requirement (including citizenship);
(I1) contains an attestation that the applicant meets each such requirement; and
(111) requires the signature of the applicant, under penalty of perjury; or

(ii) the office'sown formif it is equivalent to the form described in section 20508(a)(2) of
thistitle,

unless the applicant, in writing, declines to register to vote;
(B) provide aform that includes—

(i) the question, "If you are not registered to vote where you live now, would you like to
apply to register to vote here today?";

(ii) if the agency provides public assistance, the statement, "Applying to register or declining
to register to vote will not affect the amount of assistance that you will be provided by this
agency.”;

(ii1) boxes for the applicant to check to indicate whether the applicant would like to register
or declines to register to vote (failure to check either box being deemed to constitute a
declination to register for purposes of subparagraph (C)), together with the statement (in close
proximity to the boxes and in prominent type), "IF YOU DO NOT CHECK EITHER BOX,
YOU WILL BE CONSIDERED TO HAVE DECIDED NOT TO REGISTER TOVOTE AT
THISTIME.";

(iv) the statement, "If you would like help in filling out the voter registration application
form, we will help you. The decision whether to seek or accept help is yours. You may fill out
the application form in private."; and

(v) the statement, "If you believe that someone has interfered with your right to register or to
decline to register to vote, your right to privacy in deciding whether to register or in applying to
register to vote, or your right to choose your own political party or other political preference,

you may file acomplaint with ", the blank being filled by the name, address, and
telephone number of the appropriate official to whom such a complaint should be addressed;
and

(C) provide to each applicant who does not decline to register to vote the same degree of
assistance with regard to the completion of the registration application form asis provided by the
office with regard to the completion of its own forms, unless the applicant refuses such assistance.

(7) No information relating to a declination to register to vote in connection with an application
made at an office described in paragraph (6) may be used for any purpose other than voter
registration.

(b) Federal Government and private sector cooper ation

All departments, agencies, and other entities of the executive branch of the Federal Government
shall, to the greatest extent practicable, cooperate with the States in carrying out subsection (a), and
all nongovernmental entities are encouraged to do so.
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(c) Armed Forcesrecruitment offices

(1) Each State and the Secretary of Defense shall jointly develop and implement procedures for
persons to apply to register to vote at recruitment offices of the Armed Forces of the United States.

(2) A recruitment office of the Armed Forces of the United States shall be considered to be a voter
registration agency designated under subsection (a)(2) for all purposes of this chapter.

(d) Transmittal deadline

(1) Subject to paragraph (2), a completed registration application accepted at a voter registration
agency shall be transmitted to the appropriate State election official not later than 10 days after the
date of acceptance.

(2) If aregistration application is accepted within 5 days before the last day for registration to vote
in an election, the application shall be transmitted to the appropriate State el ection official not later
than 5 days after the date of acceptance.

By the authority vested in me as President by the Constitution and the laws of the United States of America,
including section 301 of title 3, United States Code, and in order to ensure, as required by section 7(b) of the
National Voter Registration Act of 1993 (42 U.S.C. 1973gg [sic]) [52 U.S.C. 20506(b)] ("the Act"), that
departments, agencies, and other entities of the executive branch of the Federal Government cooperate with
the Statesin carrying out the Act's requirements, it is hereby ordered as follows:

SECTION 1. Assistance to States. To the greatest extent practicable, departments, agencies, and other
entities of the executive branch of the Federal Government that provide, in whole or in part, funding, grants,
or assistance for, or with respect to the administration of, any program of public assistance or services to
persons with disabilities within the meaning of section 7(a) of the Act shall: (a) provide, to State agencies
administering any such program, guidance for the implementation of the requirements of section 7 of the Act,
including guidance for use and distribution of voter registration forms in connection with applications for
Service,

(b) assist each such State agency administering any such program with the costs of implementation of the
Act [52 U.S.C. 20501 et seq.], consistent with legal authority and the availability of funds, and promptly
indicate to each State agency the extent to which such assistance will be made available; and

(c) designate an office or staff to be available to provide technical assistance to such State agencies.

SEC. 2. Armed Forces Recruitment Offices. The Secretary of Defense is directed to work with the
appropriate State elections authorities in each State to devel op procedures for persons to apply to register to
vote at Armed Forces recruitment offices as required by section 7(c) of the Act.

SEC. 3. Acceptance of Designation. [Superseded by Ex. Ord. No. 14019, Mar. 7, 2021, 86 F.R. 13623, set
out as a note preceding section 20101 of thistitle, see section 4(a) of Ex.

820507. Requirementswith respect to administration of voter registration

(&) In general
In the administration of voter registration for elections for Federal office, each State shall—
(2) ensure that any eligible applicant is registered to vote in an election—
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(A) in the case of registration with amotor vehicle application under section 20504 of this
title, if the valid voter registration form of the applicant is submitted to the appropriate State
motor vehicle authority not later than the lesser of 30 days, or the period provided by State law,
before the date of the election;

(B) inthe case of registration by mail under section 20505 of thistitle, if the valid voter
registration form of the applicant is postmarked not later than the lesser of 30 days, or the
period provided by State law, before the date of the election;

(C) in the case of registration at a voter registration agency, if the valid voter registration
form of the applicant is accepted at the voter registration agency not later than the lesser of 30
days, or the period provided by State law, before the date of the election; and

(D) inany other case, if the valid voter registration form of the applicant is received by the
appropriate State election official not later than the lesser of 30 days, or the period provided by
State law, before the date of the election;

(2) require the appropriate State election official to send notice to each applicant of the
disposition of the application;
(3) provide that the name of aregistrant may not be removed from the official list of eligible
voters except—
(A) at the request of the registrant;
(B) as provided by State law, by reason of criminal conviction or mental incapacity; or
(C) as provided under paragraph (4);

(4) conduct ageneral program that makes a reasonable effort to remove the names of ineligible
voters from the official lists of eligible voters by reason of—
(A) the death of the registrant; or
(B) achange in the residence of the registrant, in accordance with subsections (b), (c), and

(d);

(5) inform applicants under sections 20504, 20505, and 20506 of this title of —
(A) voter eligibility requirements; and
(B) penalties provided by law for submission of afalse voter registration application; and

(6) ensure that the identity of the voter registration agency through which any particular voter is
registered is not disclosed to the public.

(b) Confirmation of voter registration

Any State program or activity to protect the integrity of the electoral process by ensuring the
maintenance of an accurate and current voter registration roll for elections for Federal office—

(1) shall be uniform, nondiscriminatory, and in compliance with the Voting Rights Act of 1965
(42 U.S.C. 1973 et seq.) [now 52 U.S.C. 10301 et seq.]; and

(2) shall not result in the removal of the name of any person from the official list of voters
registered to vote in an election for Federal office by reason of the person's failure to vote, except
that nothing in this paragraph may be construed to prohibit a State from using the procedures
described in subsections (¢) and (d) to remove an individual from the official list of eligible voters
if the individual—

(A) has not either notified the applicable registrar (in person or in writing) or responded
during the period described in subparagraph (B) to the notice sent by the applicable registrar;
and then

(B) has not voted or appeared to vote in 2 or more consecutive general elections for Federal
office.

(c) Voter removal programs

(1) A State may meet the requirement of subsection (a)(4) by establishing a program under
which—
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(A) change-of-address information supplied by the Postal Service through itslicenseesis used
to identify registrants whose addresses may have changed; and
(B) if it appears from information provided by the Postal Service that—

(1) aregistrant has moved to a different residence address in the same registrar's jurisdiction
in which the registrant is currently registered, the registrar changes the registration records to
show the new address and sends the registrant a notice of the change by forwardable mail and a
postage prepaid pre-addressed return form by which the registrant may verify or correct the
address information; or

(i1) the registrant has moved to a different residence address not in the same registrar's
jurisdiction, the registrar uses the notice procedure described in subsection (d)(2) to confirm the
change of address.

(2)(A) A State shall complete, not later than 90 days prior to the date of a primary or general
election for Federal office, any program the purpose of which isto systematically remove the names
of ineligible voters from the official lists of eligible voters.

(B) Subparagraph (A) shall not be construed to preclude—

(i) the removal of names from official lists of voters on a basis described in paragraph (3)(A) or

(B) or (4)(A) of subsection (a); or

(it) correction of registration records pursuant to this chapter.

(d) Removal of namesfrom votingrolls

(1) A State shall not remove the name of aregistrant from the official list of eligible votersin
elections for Federal office on the ground that the registrant has changed residence unless the
registrant—

(A) confirms in writing that the registrant has changed residence to a place outside the
registrar's jurisdiction in which the registrant is registered; or

(B)(i) hasfailed to respond to a notice described in paragraph (2); and

(i) has not voted or appeared to vote (and, if necessary, correct the registrar's record of the
registrant's address) in an election during the period beginning on the date of the notice and ending
on the day after the date of the second general election for Federal office that occurs after the date
of the notice.

(2) A notice isdescribed in this paragraph if it is a postage prepaid and pre-addressed return card,
sent by forwardable mail, on which the registrant may state his or her current address, together with a
notice to the following effect:

(A) If theregistrant did not change his or her residence, or changed residence but remained in
the registrar's jurisdiction, the registrant should return the card not later than the time provided for
mail registration under subsection (a)(1)(B). If the card is not returned, affirmation or confirmation
of the registrant's address may be required before the registrant is permitted to vote in a Federal
election during the period beginning on the date of the notice and ending on the day after the date
of the second general election for Federal office that occurs after the date of the notice, and if the
registrant does not vote in an election during that period the registrant's name will be removed
from thelist of eligible voters.

(B) If the registrant has changed residence to a place outside the registrar's jurisdiction in which
the registrant is registered, information concerning how the registrant can continue to be eligible to
vote.

(3) A voting registrar shall correct an official list of eligible votersin elections for Federal office
in accordance with change of residence information obtained in conformance with this subsection.

(e) Procedurefor voting following failureto return card

(2) A registrant who has moved from an address in the area covered by a polling place to an
address in the same area shall, notwithstanding failure to notify the registrar of the change of address
prior to the date of an election, be permitted to vote at that polling place upon oral or written
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affirmation by the registrant of the change of address before an election official at that polling place.

(2)(A) A registrant who has moved from an address in the area covered by one polling place to an
addressin an area covered by a second polling place within the same registrar's jurisdiction and the
same congressional district and who has failed to notify the registrar of the change of address prior to
the date of an election, at the option of the registrant—

(i) shall be permitted to correct the voting records and vote at the registrant's former polling
place, upon oral or written affirmation by the registrant of the new address before an election
official at that polling place; or

(i1)(1) shall be permitted to correct the voting records and vote at a central location within the
same registrar's jurisdiction designated by the registrar where alist of eligible votersis maintained,
upon written affirmation by the registrant of the new address on a standard form provided by the
registrar at the central location; or

(1) shall be permitted to correct the voting records for purposes of voting in future elections at
the appropriate polling place for the current address and, if permitted by State law, shall be
permitted to vote in the present election, upon confirmation by the registrant of the new address by
such means as are required by law.

(B) If State law permits the registrant to vote in the current election upon oral or written
affirmation by the registrant of the new address at a polling place described in subparagraph (A)(i) or
(A)(i)(11), voting at the other locations described in subparagraph (A) need not be provided as
options.

(3) If the registration records indicate that a registrant has moved from an address in the area
covered by a polling place, the registrant shall, upon oral or written affirmation by the registrant
before an election official at that polling place that the registrant continues to reside at the address
previously made known to the registrar, be permitted to vote at that polling place.

(f) Change of voting addresswithin ajurisdiction

In the case of achange of address, for voting purposes, of aregistrant to another address within
the same registrar's jurisdiction, the registrar shall correct the voting registration list accordingly, and
the registrant's name may not be removed from the official list of eligible voters by reason of such a
change of address except as provided in subsection (d).

(g) Conviction in Federal court

(2) On the conviction of a person of afelony in adistrict court of the United States, the United
States attorney shall give written notice of the conviction to the chief State election official
designated under section 20509 of thistitle of the State of the person's residence.

(2) A notice given pursuant to paragraph (1) shall include—

(A) the name of the offender;

(B) the offender's age and residence address;

(C) the date of entry of the judgment;

(D) adescription of the offenses of which the offender was convicted; and
(E) the sentence imposed by the court.

(3) On request of the chief State election official of a State or other State official with
responsibility for determining the effect that a conviction may have on an offender's qualification to
vote, the United States attorney shall provide such additional information as the United States
attorney may have concerning the offender and the offense of which the offender was convicted.

(4) If aconviction of which notice was given pursuant to paragraph (1) is overturned, the United
States attorney shall give the official to whom the notice was given written notice of the vacation of
the judgment.

Not later than 45 days after October 29, 2002, the Administrator of General Services (in this

Administrator shall make a payment to each State in which the chief executive officer of the State, or
designee, in consultation and coordination with the chief State election official, notifies the
Administrator not later than 6 months after October 29, 2002, that the State intends to use the
payment in accordance with this section.

(G) Improving the accessibility and quantity of polling places, including providing physical
access for individuals with disabilities, providing nonvisual access for individuals with visual
impairments, and providing assistance to Native Americans, Alaska Native citizens, and to
individuals with limited proficiency in the English language.

(H) Establishing toll-free telephone hotlines that voters may use to report possible voting
fraud and voting rights violations, to obtain general election information, and to access detailed
automated information on their own voter registration status, specific polling place locations,
and other relevant information.

(2) Limitation
A State may not use the funds provided under a payment made under this section—
(A) to pay costs associated with any litigation, except to the extent that such costs otherwise
constitute permitted uses of a payment under this section; or
(B) for the payment of any judgment.

(c) Use of fundsto be consistent with other laws and requirements
In order to receive a payment under the program under this section, the State shall provide the
Administrator with certifications that—

(1) the State will use the funds provided under the payment in a manner that is consistent with
each of the laws described in section 21145 of thistitle, as such laws relate to the provisions of
this chapter; and

(2) the proposed uses of the funds are not inconsistent with the requirements of subchapter I11.

(d) Amount of payment

section shall be the minimum payment amount described in paragraph (2) plus the voting age
popul ation proportion amount described in paragraph (3).

Not later than 45 days after October 29, 2002, the Administrator shall establish a program under
which the Administrator shall make a payment to each State eligible under subsection (b) in which
aprecinct within that State used a punch card voting system or alever voting system to administer
the regularly scheduled general election for Federal office held in November 2000 (in this section
referred to as a"qualifying precinct").

(2) Use of funds

A State shall use the funds provided under a payment under this section (either directly or as
reimbursement, including as reimbursement for costs incurred on or after January 1, 2001, under
multiyear contracts) to replace punch card voting systems or lever voting systems (as the case may
be) in qualifying precincts within that State with avoting system (by purchase, lease, or such other
arrangement as may be appropriate) that—

(A) does not use punch cards or levers;

(B) is not inconsistent with the requirements of the laws described in section 21145 of this
title; and

(C) meets the requirements of section 21081 of thistitle.

(3) Deadline

(A) In general
Except as provided in subparagraph (B), a State receiving a payment under the program
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under this section shall ensure that all of the punch card voting systems or lever voting systems
in the qualifying precincts within that State have been replaced in time for the regularly
scheduled general election for Federal office to be held in November 2004.

(B) Waiver

If a State certifies to the Administrator not later than January 1, 2004, that the State will not
meet the deadline described in subparagraph (A) for good cause and includes in the certification
the reasons for the failure to meet such deadline, the State shall ensure that all of the punch card
voting systems or lever voting systemsin the qualifying precincts within that State will be
replaced in time for the first election for Federal office held after November 1, 2010.

A State is eligible to receive a payment under the program under this section if it submits to the
Administrator a notice not later than the date that is 6 months after October 29, 2002 (in such form
asthe Administrator may require) that contains—

(A) certifications that the State will use the payment (either directly or as reimbursement,
including as reimbursement for costs incurred on or after January 1, 2001, under multiyear
contracts) to replace punch card voting systems or lever voting systems (as the case may be) in
the qualifying precincts within the State by the deadline described in subsection (a)(3);

(B) certifications that the State will continue to comply with the laws described in section
21145 of thistitle;

(C) certifications that the replacement voting systems will meet the requirements of section
21081 of thistitle; and

(D) such other information and certifications as the Administrator may require which are
necessary for the administration of the program.

(2) Compliance of Statesthat require changesto State law

In the case of a State that requires State legislation to carry out an activity covered by any
certification submitted under this subsection, the State shall be permitted to make the certification
notwithstanding that the legislation has not been enacted at the time the certification is submitted
and such State shall submit an additional certification once such legislation is enacted.

(c) Amount of payment

If a State receiving funds under the program under this section fails to meet the deadline
applicable to the State under subsection (a)(3), the State shall pay to the Administrator an amount
equal to the noncompliant precinct percentage of the amount of the funds provided to the State
under the program.

In this subsection, the term "noncompliant precinct percentage" means, with respect to a State,
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the amount (expressed as a percentage) equal to the quotient of—
(A) the number of qualifying precincts within the State for which the State failed to meet the
applicable deadline; and
(B) the total number of qualifying precinctsin the State.

Not later than 90 days after October 29, 2002, the chief State election official of the State shall
transmit a notice to the chair of the Federal Election Commission containing—
(A) the name of the State election official who agrees to serve on the Standards Board under
this subchapter; and
(B) the name of the representative local election official from the State selected under
subsection (a)(2) who agrees to serve on the Standards Board under this subchapter.

(2) Certification

Upon receiving a notice from a State under paragraph (1), the chair of the Federal Election
Commission shall publish a certification that the selected State election official and the
representative local eection official are appointed as members of the Standards Board under this
subchapter.

(3) Effect of failureto provide notice

If a State does not transmit a notice to the chair of the Federal Election Commission under
paragraph (1) within the deadline described in such paragraph, no representative from the State
may participate in the selection of theinitial Executive Board under subsection (c).

(4) Role of Commission

Upon the appointment of the members of the Election Assistance Commission, the Election
Assistance Commission shall carry out the duties of the Federal Election Commission under this
subsection.

(c) Executive Board

(1) In general
Not later than 60 days after the last day on which the appointment of any of its members may be
certified under subsection (b), the Standards Board shall select nine of its membersto serve asthe
Executive Board of the Standards Board, of whom—
(A) not more than five may be State election officias;
(B) not more than five may be local election officials; and
(C) not more than five may be members of the same political party.

(2) Terms
Except as provided in paragraph (3), members of the Executive Board of the Standards Board
shall servefor aterm of 2 years and may not serve for more than 3 consecutive terms.

(3) Staggering of initial terms
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Of the membersfirst selected to serve on the Executive Board of the Standards Board—
(A) three shall servefor 1 term;
(B) three shall serve for 2 consecutive terms; and
(C) three shall serve for 3 consecutive terms,

as determined by lot at the time the members are first appointed.

(a) Hearings and sessions

(2) In general

To the extent that funds are made available by the Commission, the Standards Board (acting
through the Executive Board) and the Board of Advisors may each hold such hearings for the

There is hereby established the Technical Guidelines Development Committee (hereafter in this
subpart referred to as the "Devel opment Committee”).

The Development Committee shall be composed of the Director of the National Institute of
Standards and Technology (who shall serve asits chair), together with a group of 14 other
individuals appointed jointly by the Commission and the Director of the National Institute of
Standards and Technology, consisting of the following:

(A) An equa number of each of the following:

(i) Members of the Standards Board.

(i) Members of the Board of Advisors.

(iii) Members of the Architectural and Transportation Barrier Compliance Board under
section 792 of title 29.

(B) A representative of the American National Standards Institute.

(C) A representative of the Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers.

(D) Two representatives of the National Association of State Election Directors selected by
such Association who are not members of the Standards Board or Board of Advisors, and who
are not of the same political party.

(E) Other individuals with technical and scientific expertise relating to voting systems and
voting equipment.

(2) Quorum

A magjority of the members of the Development Committee shall constitute a quorum, except
that the Development Committee may not conduct any business prior to the appointment of all of
its members.

(d) No compensation for service

Members of the Development Committee shall not receive any compensation for their service, but
shall be paid travel expenses, including per diemin lieu of subsistence, at rates authorized for
employees of agencies under subchapter | of chapter 57 of title 5, while away from their homes or
regular places of business in the performance of servicesfor the Development Committee.
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(e) Technical support from National I nstitute of Standards and Technology

(2) In general

At the request of the Development Committee, the Director of the National Institute of
Standards and Technology shall provide the Devel opment Committee with technical support
necessary for the Development Committee to carry out its duties under this part.

(2) Technical support

The technical support provided under paragraph (1) shall include intramural research and
development in areas to support the development of the voluntary voting system guidelines under
this subpart, including—

(A) the security of computers, computer networks, and computer data storage used in voting
systems, including the computerized list required under section 21083(a) of thistitle;

(B) methods to detect and prevent fraud,;

(C) the protection of voter privacy;

(D) therole of human factors in the design and application of voting systems, including
assistive technologies for individuals with disabilities (including blindness) and varying levels
of literacy; and

(E) remote access voting, including voting through the Internet.

(3) No private sector intellectual property rightsin guidelines

No private sector individual or entity shall obtain any intellectual property rightsto any
guideline or the contents of any guideline (or any modification to any guideline) adopted by the
Commission under this chapter.

(f) Publication of recommendationsin Federal Register

At the time the Commission adopts any voluntary voting system guideline pursuant to section
20962 of thistitle, the Development Committee shall cause to have published in the Federal Register
the recommendations it provided under this section to the Executive Director of the Commission
concerning the guideline adopted.

(a) General requirement for notice and comment

Consistent with the requirements of this section, the final adoption of the voluntary voting system
guidelines (or modification of such a guideline) shall be carried out by the Commission in a manner
that provides for each of the following:

(1) Publication of notice of the proposed guidelines in the Federal Register.
(2) An opportunity for public comment on the proposed guidelines.

(3) An opportunity for a public hearing on the record.

(4) Publication of the fina guidelinesin the Federal Register.
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(b) Consideration of recommendations of Development Committee; submission of proposed
guidelinesto Board of Advisorsand Standards Board

(1) Consideration of recommendations of Development Committee

In developing the voluntary voting system guidelines and modifications of such guidelines
under this section, the Executive Director of the Commission shall take into consideration the
recommendations provided by the Technical Guidelines Development Committee under section
20961 of thistitle.

(2) Board of Advisors

The Executive Director of the Commission shall submit the guidelines proposed to be adopted
under this subpart (or any modifications to such guidelines) to the Board of Advisors.

(3) Standards Board

The Executive Director of the Commission shall submit the guidelines proposed to be adopted
under this subpart (or any modifications to such guidelines) to the Executive Board of the
Standards Board, which shall review the guidelines (or modifications) and forward its
recommendations to the Standards Board.

(c) Review

Upon receipt of voluntary voting system guidelines described in subsection (b) (or amodification
of such guidelines) from the Executive Director of the Commission, the Board of Advisors and the
Standards Board shall each review and submit comments and recommendations regarding the
guideline (or modification) to the Commission.

(d) Final adoption

(1) In general

A voluntary voting system guideline described in subsection (b) (or modification of such a
guideline) shall not be considered to be finally adopted by the Commission unless the Commission
votes to approve the final adoption of the guideline (or modification), taking into consideration the
comments and recommendations submitted by the Board of Advisors and the Standards Board
under subsection (C).

(2) Minimum period for consideration of comments and recommendations

The Commission may not vote on the final adoption of a guideline described in subsection (b)
(or modification of such aguideline) until the expiration of the 90-day period which begins on the
date the Executive Director of the Commission submits the proposed guideline (or modification)
to the Board of Advisors and the Standards Board under subsection (b).

(e) Special rulefor initial set of guidelines

Notwithstanding any other provision of this subpart, the most recent set of voting system standards
adopted by the Federal Election Commission prior to October 29, 2002, shall be deemed to have
been adopted by the Commission as of October 29, 2002, as the first set of voluntary voting system
guidelines adopted under this subpart.

820971. Certification and testing of voting systems
(a) Certification and testing

() In general
The Commission shall provide for the testing, certification, decertification, and recertification
of voting system hardware and software by accredited |aboratories.

(2) Optional use by States

At the option of a State, the State may provide for the testing, certification, decertification, or
recertification of its voting system hardware and software by the laboratories accredited by the
Commission under this section.

(b) Laboratory accreditation

(1) Recommendations by National I nstitute of Standards and Technology

Not later than 6 months after the Commission first adopts voluntary voting system guidelines
under subpart 3 of part A of this subchapter, the Director of the National Institute of Standards and
Technology shall conduct an evaluation of independent, non-Federal |aboratories and shall submit
to the Commission alist of those laboratories the Director proposes to be accredited to carry out
the testing, certification, decertification, and recertification provided for under this section.

(2) Approval by Commission

(A) In general

The Commission shall vote on the accreditation of any laboratory under this section, taking
into consideration the list submitted under paragraph (1), and no laboratory may be accredited
for purposes of this section unless its accreditation is approved by avote of the Commission.

(B) Accreditation of laboratories not on Director list

The Commission shall publish an explanation for the accreditation of any laboratory not
included on the list submitted by the Director of the National Institute of Standards and
Technology under paragraph (1).

(c) Continuing review by National I nstitute of Standards and Technology

(2) In general

In cooperation with the Commission and in consultation with the Standards Board and the
Board of Advisors, the Director of the National Institute of Standards and Technology shall
monitor and review, on an ongoing basis, the performance of the laboratories accredited by the
Commission under this section, and shall make such recommendations to the Commission asiit
considers appropriate with respect to the continuing accreditation of such laboratories, including
recommendations to revoke the accreditation of any such laboratory.

(2) Approval by Commission required for revocation

The accreditation of alaboratory for purposes of this section may not be revoked unless the
revocation is approved by avote of the Commission.

(d) Transition

Until such time as the Commission provides for the testing, certification, decertification, and
recertification of voting system hardware and software by accredited |aboratories under this section,
the accreditation of laboratories and the procedure for the testing, certification, decertification, and
recertification of voting system hardware and software used as of October 29, 2002, shall remain in
effect.
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(e) Required penetration testing

(2) In general

Not later than 180 days after December 18, 2025, the Commission shall provide for the conduct
of penetration testing as part of the testing, certification, decertification, and recertification of
voting system hardware and software by the Commission based on accredited |aboratories under
this section.

(2) Accreditation

The Commission shall develop a program for the acceptance of the results of penetration testing
on election systems. The penetration testing required by this subsection shall be required for
Commission certification. The Commission shall vote on the selection of any entity identified. The
requirements for such selection shall be based on consideration of an entity's competence to
conduct penetration testing under this subsection. The Commission may consult with the National
Institute of Standards and Technology or any other appropriate Federal agency on lab selection
criteria and other aspects of this program.

820981. Periodic studies of election administration issues

(a) In general
On such periodic basis as the Commission may determine, the Commission shall conduct and
make available to the public studies regarding the election administration issues described in
subsection (b), with the goal of promoting methods of voting and administering el ections which—
(1) will be the most convenient, accessible, and easy to use for voters, including members of the
uniformed services and overseas voters, individuals with disabilities, including the blind and
visualy impaired, and voters with limited proficiency in the English language;
(2) will yield the most accurate, secure, and expeditious system for voting and tabulating
election results;
(3) will be nondiscriminatory and afford each registered and eligible voter an equal opportunity
to vote and to have that vote counted; and
(4) will be efficient and cost-effective for use.

(b) Election administration issues described

For purposes of subsection (@), the election administration issues described in this subsection are
asfollows:
(1) Methods and mechanisms of election technology and voting systems used in voting and
counting votesin elections for Federal office, including the over-vote and under-vote notification
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capabilities of such technology and systems.

(2) Ballot designs for elections for Federal office.

(3) Methods of voter registration, maintaining secure and accurate lists of registered voters
(including the establishment of a centralized, interactive, statewide voter registration list linked to
relevant agencies and all polling sites), and ensuring that registered voters appear on the voter
registration list at the appropriate polling site.

(4) Methods of conducting provisional voting.

(5) Methods of ensuring the accessibility of voting, registration, polling places, and voting
equipment to all voters, including individuals with disabilities (including the blind and visually
impaired), Native American or Alaska Native citizens, and voters with limited proficiency in the
English language.

(6) Nationwide statistics and methods of identifying, deterring, and investigating voting fraud in
elections for Federal office.

(7) Identifying, deterring, and investigating methods of voter intimidation.

(8) Methods of recruiting, training, and improving the performance of poll workers.

(9) Methods of educating voters about the process of registering to vote and voting, the
operation of voting mechanisms, the location of polling places, and all other aspects of
participating in elections.

(10) Thefeasibility and advisability of conducting elections for Federal office on different days,
at different places, and during different hours, including the advisability of establishing auniform
poll closing time and establishing—

(A) alegal public holiday under section 6103 of title 5 as the date on which general elections
for Federa office are held,

(B) the Tuesday next after the 1st Monday in November, in every even numbered year, asa
legal public holiday under such section;

(C) adate other than the Tuesday next after the 1st Monday in November, in every even
numbered year as the date on which general elections for Federal office are held; and

(D) any date described in subparagraph (C) as alegal public holiday under such section.

(11) Federa and State laws governing the eligibility of personsto vote.

(12) Ways that the Federal Government can best assist State and local authorities to improve the
administration of elections for Federal office and what levels of funding would be necessary to
provide such assistance.

(13)(A) The laws and procedures used by each State that govern—

(1) recounts of ballots cast in elections for Federal office;

(i) contests of determinations regarding whether votes are counted in such elections; and

(iii) standards that define what will constitute a vote on each type of voting equipment used
in the State to conduct elections for Federa office.

(B) The best practices (as identified by the Commission) that are used by States with respect to
the recounts and contests described in clause (i).

(C) Whether or not there is aneed for more consistency among State recount and contest
procedures used with respect to elections for Federal office.

(14) The technical feasibility of providing voting materialsin eight or more languages for voters
who speak those languages and who have limited English proficiency.

(15) Matters particularly relevant to voting and administering electionsin rural and urban areas.

(16) Methods of voter registration for members of the uniformed services and overseas voters,
and methods of ensuring that such voters receive timely ballots that will be properly and
expeditiously handled and counted.

(17) The best methods for establishing voting system performance benchmarks, expressed as a
percentage of residual vote in the Federal contest at the top of the ballot.

(18) Broadcasting practices that may result in the broadcast of false information concerning the
location or time of operation of apolling place.
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(19) Such other matters as the Commission determines are appropriate.

(c) Reports

The Commission shall submit to the President and to the Committee on House Administration of
the House of Representatives and the Committee on Rules and Administration of the Senate a report
on each study conducted under subsection (a) together with such recommendations for
administrative and legislative action as the Commission determines is appropriate.

In conducting the study under paragraph (1) the Commission shall consider the following
issues:

(A) Therights of residence of uniformed services voters absent due to military orders.

(B) Therights of absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters to register to vote and
cast absentee ballots, including the right of such votersto cast a secret ballot.

(C) Therights of absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters to submit absentee
ballot applications early during an election year.

(D) The appropriate preelection deadline for mailing absentee ballots to absent uniformed
services voters and overseas voters.

(E) The appropriate minimum period between the mailing of absentee ballots to absent
uniformed services voters and overseas voters and the deadline for receipt of such ballots.

(F) Thetimely transmission of balloting materials to absent uniformed services voters and
overseas voters.

(G) Security and privacy concerns in the transmission, receipt, and processing of ballots from
absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters, including the need to protect against
fraud.

(H) The use of asingle application by absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters
for absentee ballots for all Federal elections occurring during ayear.

(I) The use of asingle application for voter registration and absentee ballots by absent
uniformed services voters and overseas voters.

(J) The use of facsimile machines and electronic means of transmission of absentee ballot
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applications and absentee ballots to absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters.
(K) Other issues related to the rights of absent uniformed services voters and overseas voters
to participate in elections.

(b) Report and recommendations

Not later than the date that is 18 months after October 29, 2002, the Commission shall submit to
the President and Congress a report on the study conducted under subsection (a)(1) together with
recommendations identifying the best practices used with respect to the issues considered under
subsection (a)(2).

SUBPART 1—REQUIREMENTSPAYMENTS
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§21001. Requirements payments

(&) In general

The Commission shall make a requirements payment each year in an amount determined under
section 21002 of this title to each State which meets the conditions described in section 21003 of this
title for the year.

(b) Use of funds

(2) In general
Except as provided in paragraphs (2) and (3), a State receiving a requirements payment shall
use the payment only to meet the requirements of subchapter I11.

(2) Other activities
A State may use arequirements payment to carry out other activitiesto improve the
administration of elections for Federal officeif the State certifies to the Commission that—
(A) the State has implemented the requirements of subchapter 111; or
(B) the amount expended with respect to such other activities does not exceed an amount
egual to the minimum payment amount applicable to the State under section 21002(c) of this
title.

(3) Activitiesunder Uniformed and Over seas Citizens Absentee Voting Act

A State shall use a requirements payment made using funds appropriated pursuant to the
authorization under section 21007(a)(4) of thistitle only to meet the requirements under the
Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee Voting Act [52 U.S.C. 20301 et seq.] imposed as a
result of the provisions of and amendments made by the Military and Overseas V oter
Empowerment Act.

(c) Retroactive payments

(2) In general

Notwithstanding any other provision of this part, including the maintenance of effort
requirements of section 21004(a)(7) of thistitle, a State may use a requirements payment as a
reimbursement for costs incurred in obtaining voting equipment which meets the requirements of
section 21081 of thistitleif the State obtains the equipment after the regularly scheduled general
election for Federa office held in November 2000.

(2) Special ruleregarding multiyear contracts

A State may use a requirements payment for any costs for voting equipment which meets the
requirements of section 21081 of thistitle that, pursuant to a multiyear contract, were incurred on
or after January 1, 2001, except that the amount that the State is otherwise required to contribute
under the maintenance of effort requirements of section 21004(a)(7) of thistitle shall be increased
by the amount of the payment made with respect to such multiyear contract.

(d) Adoption of Commission guidelines and guidance not required to receive payment

Nothing in this subpart may be construed to require a State to implement any of the voluntary
voting system guidelines or any of the voluntary guidance adopted by the Commission with respect
to any matter as a condition for receiving a requirements payment.

(e) Schedule of payments

As soon as practicable after the initial appointment of all members of the Commission (but in no
event later than 6 months thereafter), and not less frequently than once each calendar year thereafter,
the Commission shall make requirements payments to States under this subpart.

(f) Limitation
A State may not use any portion of a requirements payment—
(1) to pay costs associated with any litigation, except to the extent that such costs otherwise
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constitute permitted uses of a requirements payment under this subpart; or
(2) for the payment of any judgment.

§21003. Condition for receipt of funds

A Stateis eligible to receive a requirements payment for afiscal year if the chief executive officer
of the State, or designee, in consultation and coordination with the chief State election official, has
filed with the Commission a statement certifying that the State is in compliance with the
requirements referred to in subsection (b). A State may meet the requirement of the previous
sentence by filing with the Commission a statement which reads as follows: " hereby
certifiesthat it isin compliance with the requirements referred to in section 253(b) of the Help
AmericaVote Act of 2002." (with the blank to be filled in with the name of the State involved).

(b) State plan requirement; certification of compliance with applicable laws and requirements

The requirements referred to in this subsection are as follows:
(1) The State has filed with the Commission a State plan covering the fiscal year which the
State certifies—

(A) contains each of the elements described in section 21004(a) of thistitle (or, for purposes
of determining the eligibility of a State to receive a requirements payment appropriated pursuant
to the authorization provided under section 21007(a)(4) of thistitle, contains the element
described in paragraph (14) of such section) with respect to the fiscal year;

(B) is developed in accordance with section 21005 of this title; and

(C) meets the public notice and comment requirements of section 21006 of thistitle.

(2)(A) Subject to subparagraph (B), the State has filed with the Commission a plan for the
implementation of the uniform, nondiscriminatory administrative complaint procedures required
under section 21112 of thistitle (or has included such a plan in the State plan filed under
paragraph (1)), and has such procedures in place for purposes of meeting the requirements of such
section. If the State does not include such an implementation plan in the State plan filed under
paragraph (1), the requirements of sections 21005(b) and 21006 of thistitle shall apply to the
implementation plan in the same manner as such requirements apply to the State plan.

(B) Subparagraph (A) shall not apply for purposes of determining the eligibility of a State to
receive a requirements payment appropriated pursuant to the authorization provided under section
21007(a)(4) of thistitle.

(3) The State isin compliance with each of the laws described in section 21145 of thistitle, as
such laws apply with respect to this chapter.

(4) To the extent that any portion of the requirements payment is used for activities other than
meeting the requirements of subchapter 11—

(A) the State's proposed uses of the requirements payment are not inconsistent with the
requirements of subchapter 111; and

(B) the use of the funds under this paragraph is consistent with the requirements of section
21001(b) of thistitle.
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(5)(A) Subject to subparagraph (B), the State has appropriated funds for carrying out the
activities for which the requirements payment is made in an amount equal to 5 percent of the total
amount to be spent for such activities (taking into account the requirements payment and the
amount spent by the State) and, in the case of a State that uses a requirements payment as a
reimbursement under section 21001(c)(2) of thistitle, an additional amount equal to the amount of
such reimbursement.

(B) Subparagraph (A) shall not apply for purposes of determining the eligibility of a State to
receive arequirements payment appropriated pursuant to the authorization provided under section
21007(a)(4) of thistitle for fiscal year 2010, except that if the State does not appropriate funds in
accordance with subparagraph (A) prior to the last day of fiscal year 2011, the State shall repay to
the Commission the requirements payment which is appropriated pursuant to such authorization.

(c) Methods of compliance left to discretion of State

The specific choices on the methods of complying with the elements of a State plan shall be left to
the discretion of the State.

(d) Timing for filing of certification

A State may not file a statement of certification under subsection (a) until the expiration of the
45-day period (or, in the case of afiscal year other than the first fiscal year for which arequirements
payment is made to the State under this part, the 30-day period) which begins on the date notice of
the State plan under this part is published in the Federal Register pursuant to section 21005(b) of this
title.

(2) How the State will distribute and monitor the distribution of the requirements payment to
units of local government or other entitiesin the State for carrying out the activities described in
paragraph (1), including a description of—

(A) the criteriato be used to determine the eligibility of such units or entities for receiving the
payment; and

(B) the methods to be used by the State to monitor the performance of the units or entities to
whom the payment is distributed, consistent with the performance goals and measures adopted

(4) How the State will adopt voting system guidelines and processes which are consistent with
the requirements of section 21081 of thistitle.

(5) How the State will establish afund described in subsection (b) for purposes of administering
the State's activities under this subpart, including information on fund management.

(6) The State's proposed budget for activities under this subpart, based on the State's best
estimates of the costs of such activities and the amount of funds to be made available, including
specific information on—

(A) the costs of the activities required to be carried out to meet the requirements of

subchapter 111;

(B) the portion of the requirements payment which will be used to carry out activities to meet
such requirements; and
(C) the portion of the requirements payment which will be used to carry out other activities.

(7) How the State, in using the requirements payment, will maintain the expenditures of the
State for activities funded by the payment at alevel that is not less than the level of such
expenditures maintained by the State for the fiscal year ending prior to November 2000.

(8) How the State will adopt performance goals and measures that will be used by the State to
determine its success and the success of units of local government in the State in carrying out the
plan, including timetables for meeting each of the elements of the plan, descriptions of the criteria
the State will use to measure performance and the process used to develop such criteria, and a
description of which official isto be held responsible for ensuring that each performance goal is
met.

(9) A description of the uniform, nondiscriminatory State-based administrative complaint
procedures in effect under section 21112 of thistitle.

(20) If the State received any payment under subchapter 1, a description of how such payment
will affect the activities proposed to be carried out under the plan, including the amount of funds
available for such activities.

(11) How the State will conduct ongoing management of the plan, except that the State may not
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make any material change in the administration of the plan unless notice of the change—
(A) isdeveloped and published in the Federal Register in accordance with section 21005 of
thistitle in the same manner as the State plan;
(B) is subject to public notice and comment in accordance with section 21006 of thistitlein
the same manner as the State plan; and
(C) takes effect only after the expiration of the 30-day period which begins on the date notice
of the change is published in the Federal Register in accordance with subparagraph (A).

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SUBPART 6—NATIONAL STUDENT AND PARENT MOCK ELECTION

821071. National Student and Parent M ock Election

(a) In general

The Election Assistance Commission is authorized to award grants to the National Student and
Parent Mock Election, a national nonprofit, nonpartisan organization that works to promote voter
participation in American elections to enable it to carry out voter education activities for students and
their parents. Such activities may—

() include simulated national elections at least 5 days before the actual election that permit
participation by students and parents from each of the 50 States in the United States, its territories,
the District of Columbia, and United States schools overseas; and

(2) consist of—

(A) school forums and local cable call-in shows on the national issues to be voted upon in an

"issues forum";

(B) speeches and debates before students and parents by local candidates or stand-ins for
such candidates,

(C) quiz team competitions, mock press conferences, and speech writing competitions;

(D) weekly meetings to follow the course of the campaign; or

(E) school and neighborhood campaigns to increase voter turnout, including newsl etters,
posters, telephone chains, and transportation.

(b) Requirement

The Nationa Student and Parent Mock Election shall present awards to outstanding student and
parent mock election projects.

§21081. Voting systems standar ds

(a) Requirements
Each voting system used in an election for Federal office shall meet the following requirements:

(2) In general
(A) Except as provided in subparagraph (B), the voting system (including any lever voting
system, optical scanning voting system, or direct recording electronic system) shall—

(i) permit the voter to verify (in a private and independent manner) the votes selected by the
voter on the ballot before the ballot is cast and counted,;

(i) provide the voter with the opportunity (in a private and independent manner) to change
the ballot or correct any error before the ballot is cast and counted (including the opportunity to
correct the error through the issuance of areplacement ballot if the voter was otherwise unable
to change the ballot or correct any error); and

(iii) if the voter selects votes for more than one candidate for a single office—

(I notify the voter that the voter has selected more than one candidate for a single office
on the ballot;

(1) notify the voter before the ballot is cast and counted of the effect of casting multiple
votes for the office; and

(111 provide the voter with the opportunity to correct the ballot before the ballot is cast and
counted.

(B) A State or jurisdiction that uses a paper ballot voting system, a punch card voting system, or
acentral count voting system (including mail-in absentee ballots and mail-in ballots), may meet
the requirements of subparagraph (A)(iii) by—

(1) establishing a voter education program specific to that voting system that notifies each
voter of the effect of casting multiple votes for an office; and
(i) providing the voter with instructions on how to correct the ballot before it is cast and

counted (including instructions on how to correct the error through the issuance of a

replacement ballot if the voter was otherwise unable to change the ballot or correct any error).

(C) The voting system shall ensure that any notification required under this paragraph preserves
the privacy of the voter and the confidentiality of the ballot.

(2) Audit capacity

(A) In general
The voting system shall produce a record with an audit capacity for such system.

(B) Manual audit capacity

(i) The voting system shall produce a permanent paper record with a manual audit capacity
for such system.

(if) The voting system shall provide the voter with an opportunity to change the ballot or
correct any error before the permanent paper record is produced.

(iii) The paper record produced under subparagraph (A) shall be available as an official
record for any recount conducted with respect to any election in which the system is used.

(3) Accessibility for individuals with disabilities
The voting system shall—

(A) be accessible for individuals with disabilities, including nonvisual accessibility for the
blind and visually impaired, in a manner that provides the same opportunity for access and
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participation (including privacy and independence) as for other voters;

(B) satisfy the requirement of subparagraph (A) through the use of at least one direct
recording electronic voting system or other voting system equipped for individuals with
disabilities at each polling place; and

(C) if purchased with funds made available under subchapter Il on or after January 1, 2007,
meet the voting system standards for disability access (as outlined in this paragraph).

(4) Alter native language accessibility
The voting system shall provide alternative language accessibility pursuant to the requirements
of section 10503 of thistitle.

(5) Error rates

The error rate of the voting system in counting ballots (determined by taking into account only
those errors which are attributabl e to the voting system and not attributable to an act of the voter)
shall comply with the error rate standards established under section 3.2.1 of the voting systems
standards issued by the Federal Election Commission which arein effect on October 29, 2002.

(6) Uniform definition of what constitutes a vote

Each State shall adopt uniform and nondiscriminatory standards that define what constitutes a
vote and what will be counted as a vote for each category of voting system used in the State.

(b) Voting system defined
In this section, the term "voting system" means—

(2) the total combination of mechanical, electromechanical, or electronic equipment (including
the software, firmware, and documentation required to program, control, and support the
equipment) that is used—

(A) to define ballots;

(B) to cast and count votes;

(C) to report or display election results; and

(D) to maintain and produce any audit trail information; and

(2) the practices and associated documentation used—

(A) to identify system components and versions of such components;

(B) to test the system during its development and maintenance;

(C) to maintain records of system errors and defects;

(D) to determine specific system changes to be made to a system after the initial qualification
of the system; and

(E) to make available any materials to the voter (such as notices, instructions, forms, or paper
ballots).

(c) Construction
(1) In general
Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit a State or jurisdiction which used a
particular type of voting system in the elections for Federal office held in November 2000 from
using the same type of system after the effective date of this section, so long as the system meets
or ismodified to meet the requirements of this section.
(2) Protection of paper ballot voting systems

For purposes of subsection (a)(1)(A)(i), the term "verify" may not be defined in a manner that
makes it impossible for a paper ballot voting system to meet the requirements of such subsection
or to be modified to meet such requirements.

(d) Effective date

Each State and jurisdiction shall be required to comply with the requirements of this section on
and after January 1, 2006.

§21082. Provisional voting and voting infor mation requirements

(a) Provisional voting requirements

If an individual declaresthat such individual isaregistered voter in the jurisdiction in which the
individual desiresto vote and that the individual is eligible to vote in an election for Federal office,
but the name of the individual does not appear on the official list of eligible voters for the polling
place or an election official asserts that the individual is not eligible to vote, such individual shall be
permitted to cast a provisional ballot as follows:

(2) An election official at the polling place shall notify the individual that the individual may
cast aprovisional ballot in that election.

(2) Theindividual shall be permitted to cast a provisional ballot at that polling place upon the
execution of awritten affirmation by the individual before an election official at the polling place
stating that the individual is—

(A) aregistered voter in the jurisdiction in which the individual desiresto vote; and
(B) eligible to vote in that election.

(3) An election officia at the polling place shall transmit the ballot cast by the individual or the
voter information contained in the written affirmation executed by the individual under paragraph
(2) to an appropriate State or local election official for prompt verification under paragraph (4).

(4) If the appropriate State or local election official to whom the ballot or voter information is
transmitted under paragraph (3) determines that the individual is eligible under State law to vote,
the individual's provisional ballot shall be counted as a vote in that election in accordance with
State law.

(5)(A) At the time that an individual casts a provisional ballot, the appropriate State or local
election official shall give the individual written information that states that any individual who
casts a provisional ballot will be able to ascertain under the system established under subparagraph
(B) whether the vote was counted, and, if the vote was not counted, the reason that the vote was
not counted.

(B) The appropriate State or local election official shall establish afree access system (such asa
toll-free telephone number or an Internet website) that any individual who casts a provisional
ballot may access to discover whether the vote of that individual was counted, and, if the vote was
not counted, the reason that the vote was not counted.

States described in section 20503(b) of this title may meet the requirements of this subsection
using voter registration procedures established under applicable State law. The appropriate State or
local official shall establish and maintain reasonable procedures necessary to protect the security,
confidentiality, and integrity of personal information collected, stored, or otherwise used by the free
access system established under paragraph (5)(B). Access to information about an individual
provisional ballot shall be restricted to the individual who cast the ballot.

(b) Voting information requirements

(1) Public posting on election day
The appropriate State or local election official shall cause voting information to be publicly
posted at each polling place on the day of each election for Federal office.
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(2) Voting information defined

In this section, the term "voting information” means—

(A) asample version of the ballot that will be used for that election;

(B) information regarding the date of the election and the hours during which polling places
will be open;

(C) instructions on how to vote, including how to cast a vote and how to cast a provisional
ballot;

(D) instructions for mail-in registrants and first-time voters under section 21083(b) of this
title;

(E) genera information on voting rights under applicable Federal and State laws, including
information on the right of an individual to cast a provisional ballot and instructions on how to
contact the appropriate officials if these rights are alleged to have been violated; and

(F) general information on Federal and State laws regarding prohibitions on acts of fraud and
mi srepresentation.

(c) Voterswho vote after the polls close

Any individual who votesin an election for Federal office as aresult of a Federal or State court
order or any other order extending the time established for closing the polls by a State law in effect
10 days before the date of that election may only vote in that election by casting a provisional ballot
under subsection (a). Any such ballot cast under the preceding sentence shall be separated and held
apart from other provisional ballots cast by those not affected by the order.

(d) Effective datefor provisional voting and voting information

Each State and jurisdiction shall be required to comply with the requirements of this section on
and after January 1, 2004.

§21083. Computerized statewide voter registration list requirements and
requirementsfor voterswho register by mail
(a) Computerized statewide voter registration list requirements
(2) Implementation
(A) In general
Except as provided in subparagraph (B), each State, acting through the chief State election
official, shall implement, in a uniform and nondiscriminatory manner, asingle, uniform,
official, centralized, interactive computerized statewide voter registration list defined,
maintained, and administered at the State level that contains the name and registration
information of every legally registered voter in the State and assigns a unique identifier to each
legally registered voter in the State (in this subsection referred to as the "computerized list"),
and includes the following:
(i) The computerized list shall serve as the single system for storing and managing the
official list of registered voters throughout the State.
(if) The computerized list contains the name and registration information of every legally
registered voter in the State.
(iii) Under the computerized list, aunique identifier is assigned to each legally registered
voter in the State.
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(iv) The computerized list shall be coordinated with other agency databases within the
State.

(v) Any election official in the State, including any local election official, may obtain
immediate el ectronic access to the information contained in the computerized list.

(vi) All voter registration information obtained by any local election officia in the State
shall be electronically entered into the computerized list on an expedited basis at the time the
information is provided to the local official.

(vii) The chief State election official shall provide such support as may be required so that
local election officials are able to enter information as described in clause (vi).

(viii) The computerized list shall serve asthe official voter registration list for the conduct
of al elections for Federal office in the State.

(B) Exception

The requirement under subparagraph (A) shall not apply to a State in which, under a State
law in effect continuously on and after October 29, 2002, there is no voter registration
requirement for individuals in the State with respect to elections for Federal office.

(2) Computerized list maintenance

(A) In general
The appropriate State or local election official shall perform list maintenance with respect to
the computerized list on aregular basis as follows:

(i) If anindividual isto be removed from the computerized list, such individual shall be
removed in accordance with the provisions of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993
(42 U.S.C. 1973gg et seq.) [now 52 U.S.C. 20501 et seq.], including subsections (a)(4),
(©)(2), (d), and (e) of section 8 of such Act (42 U.S.C. 1973gg-6) [now 52 U.S.C. 20507].

(i) For purposes of removing names of ineligible voters from the official list of eligible
voters—

(I under section 8(a)(3)(B) of such Act (42 U.S.C. 1973gg-6(a)(3)(B)) [now 52 U.S.C.
20507(a)(3)(B)], the State shall coordinate the computerized list with State agency records
on felony status; and

(I1) by reason of the death of the registrant under section 8(a)(4)(A) of such Act (42
U.S.C. 1973gg-6(a)(4)(A)) [now 52 U.S.C. 20507(a)(4)(A)], the State shall coordinate the
computerized list with State agency records on death.

(iif) Notwithstanding the preceding provisions of this subparagraph, if a State is described
in section 4(b) of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993 (42 U.S.C. 1973gg—2(b)) [now
52 U.S.C. 20503(b)], that State shall remove the names of ineligible voters from the
computerized list in accordance with State law.

(B) Conduct
The list maintenance performed under subparagraph (A) shall be conducted in a manner that
ensures that—
(i) the name of each registered voter appears in the computerized list;
(i) only voters who are not registered or who are not €ligible to vote are removed from the
computerized list; and
(iii) duplicate names are eliminated from the computerized list.

(3) Technological security of computerized list

The appropriate State or local official shall provide adequate technological security measures to
prevent the unauthorized access to the computerized list established under this section.

(4) Minimum standard for accuracy of State voter registration records

The State election system shall include provisions to ensure that voter registration records in the
State are accurate and are updated regularly, including the following:
(A) A system of file maintenance that makes a reasonabl e effort to remove registrants who

areineligible to vote from the official list of eligible voters. Under such system, consistent with
the National Voter Registration Act of 1993 (42 U.S.C. 1973gg et seq.) [now 52 U.S.C. 20501
et seq.], registrants who have not responded to a notice and who have not voted in 2 consecutive
general elections for Federa office shall be removed from the official list of eligible voters,
except that no registrant may be removed solely by reason of afailure to vote.

(B) Safeguards to ensure that eligible voters are not removed in error from the official list of
eligible voters.

(5) Verification of voter registration information
(A) Requiring provision of certain information by applicants

(i) In general
Except as provided in clause (i), notwithstanding any other provision of law, an
application for voter registration for an election for Federal office may not be accepted or
processed by a State unless the application includes—
(I in the case of an applicant who has been issued a current and valid driver's license,
the applicant's driver's license number; or
(I1) in the case of any other applicant (other than an applicant to whom clause (ii)
applies), the last 4 digits of the applicant's social security number.

(i) Special rulefor applicantswithout driver'slicense or social security number

If an applicant for voter registration for an election for Federal office has not been issued a
current and valid driver's license or asocia security number, the State shall assign the
applicant a number which will serve to identify the applicant for voter registration purposes.
To the extent that the State has a computerized list in effect under this subsection and the list
assigns unique identifying numbers to registrants, the number assigned under this clause shall
be the unique identifying number assigned under the list.

(iii) Determination of validity of numbers provided
The State shall determine whether the information provided by an individual is sufficient
to meet the requirements of this subparagraph, in accordance with State law.
(B) Requirementsfor State officials

(i) Sharing information in databases
The chief State election official and the officia responsible for the State motor vehicle
authority of a State shall enter into an agreement to match information in the database of the
statewide voter registration system with information in the database of the motor vehicle
authority to the extent required to enable each such official to verify the accuracy of the
information provided on applications for voter registration.
(it) Agreements with Commissioner of Social Security
The officia responsible for the State motor vehicle authority shall enter into an agreement
with the Commissioner of Social Security under section 405(r)(8) L of title 42 (as added by
subparagraph (C)).
(C) Omitted
(D) Special rulefor certain States

In the case of a State which is permitted to use social security numbers, and provides for the
use of social security numbers, on applications for voter registration, in accordance with section
7 of the Privacy Act of 1974 (5 U.S.C. 552a note), the provisions of this paragraph shall be
optional.

(b) Requirementsfor voterswho register by mail

(2) In general
Notwithstanding section 6(c) of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993 (42 U.S.C.
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1973gg-4(c)) [now 52 U.S.C. 20505(c)] and subject to paragraph (3), a State shall, in auniform
and nondiscriminatory manner, require an individual to meet the requirements of paragraph (2)
if—
(A) theindividual registered to vote in ajurisdiction by mail; and
(B)(i) the individual has not previoudly voted in an election for Federa office in the State; or
(i) the individual has not previously voted in such an election in the jurisdiction and the
jurisdiction islocated in a State that does not have a computerized list that complies with the
reguirements of subsection (a).

(2) Requirements

(A) In general
Anindividual meets the requirements of this paragraph if the individual—
(1) in the case of an individual who votesin person—
(1) presents to the appropriate State or local election official a current and valid photo
identification; or
(I1) presents to the appropriate State or local election official a copy of a current utility
bill, bank statement, government check, paycheck, or other government document that
shows the name and address of the voter; or

(i1) in the case of an individual who votes by mail, submits with the ballot—

(I acopy of acurrent and valid photo identification; or

(I1) acopy of acurrent utility bill, bank statement, government check, paycheck, or
other government document that shows the name and address of the voter.

(B) Fail-safe voting

() In person

Anindividual who desires to vote in person, but who does not meet the requirements of
subparagraph (A)(i), may cast a provisional ballot under section 21082(a) of thistitle.
(i1) By mail

Anindividual who desires to vote by mail but who does not meet the requirements of

subparagraph (A)(ii) may cast such aballot by mail and the ballot shall be counted as a
provisional ballot in accordance with section 21082(a) of thistitle.
(3) Inapplicability
Paragraph (1) shall not apply in the case of a person—

(A) who registers to vote by mail under section 6 of the National Voter Registration Act of
1993 (42 U.S.C. 1973gg—4) [now 52 U.S.C. 20505] and submits as part of such registration
either—

() acopy of acurrent and valid photo identification; or
(it) acopy of acurrent utility bill, bank statement, government check, paycheck, or
government document that shows the name and address of the voter;

(B)(i) who registers to vote by mail under section 6 of the National Voter Registration Act of
1993 (42 U.S.C. 1973gg—4) [now 52 U.S.C. 20505] and submits with such registration either—
(I adriver'slicense number; or
(1) at least the last 4 digits of the individual's social security number; and

(i) with respect to whom a State or local election official matches the information submitted
under clause (i) with an existing State identification record bearing the same number, name and
date of birth as provided in such registration; or

(C) whois—

(i) entitled to vote by absentee ballot under the Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee

Voting Act [52 U.S.C. 20301 et seq.];
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(i) provided the right to vote otherwise than in person under section 20102(b)(2)(B)(ii) of
thistitle; or
(i) entitled to vote otherwise than in person under any other Federal law.

(4) Contents of mail-in registration form

(A) In general
The mail voter registration form developed under section 6 of the National Voter Registration
Act of 1993 (42 U.S.C. 1973gg—4) [now 52 U.S.C. 20505] shall include the following:

(i) The question "Are you acitizen of the United States of America?' and boxes for the
applicant to check to indicate whether the applicant is or is not a citizen of the United States.

(if) The question "Will you be 18 years of age on or before election day?' and boxes for
the applicant to check to indicate whether or not the applicant will be 18 years of age or older
on election day.

(iii) The statement "If you checked 'no’ in response to either of these questions, do not
complete thisform.".

(iv) A statement informing the individual that if the form is submitted by mail and the
individual isregistering for the first time, the appropriate information required under this
section must be submitted with the mail-in registration form in order to avoid the additional
identification requirements upon voting for the first time.

(B) Incomplete forms

If an applicant for voter registration fails to answer the question included on the mail voter
registration form pursuant to subparagraph (A)(i), the registrar shall notify the applicant of the
failure and provide the applicant with an opportunity to complete the form in atimely manner to
allow for the completion of the registration form prior to the next election for Federal office
(subject to State law).

(5) Construction
Nothing in this subsection shall be construed to require a State that was not required to comply
with aprovision of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993 (42 U.S.C. 1973gg et seq.) [now
52 U.S.C. 20501 et seq.] before October 29, 2002, to comply with such a provision after October
29, 2002.
(c) Permitted use of last 4 digits of social security numbers

Thelast 4 digits of a social security number described in subsections (a)(5)(A)(i)(I1) and
(b)(3)(B)(i) (1) shall not be considered to be asocial security number for purposes of section 7 of the
Privacy Act of 1974 (5 U.S.C. 552a note).

(d) Effective date
(1) Computerized statewide voter registration list requirements

(A) In general

Except as provided in subparagraph (B), each State and jurisdiction shall be required to
comply with the requirements of subsection (a) on and after January 1, 2004.
(B) Waiver

If a State or jurisdiction certifies to the Commission not later than January 1, 2004, that the
State or jurisdiction will not meet the deadline described in subparagraph (A) for good cause
and includes in the certification the reasons for the failure to meet such deadline, subparagraph

(A) shall apply to the State or jurisdiction asif the reference in such subparagraph to "January 1,
2004" were areference to "January 1, 2006".

(2) Requirement for voterswho register by mail

(A) In general
Each State and jurisdiction shall be required to comply with the requirements of subsection
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(b) on and after January 1, 2004, and shall be prepared to receive registration materials
submitted by individuals described in subparagraph (B) on and after the date described in such

subparagraph.
(B) Applicability with respect to individuals

The provisions of subsection (b) shall apply to any individual who registers to vote on or
after January 1, 2003.

§21083a. Accessfor congressional election observers

(a) Finding of constitutional authority

Congress finds that, regardless of legidative action, it has the authority to send congressional
election observersto observe polling locations, any location where processing, scanning, tabulating,
canvassing, recounting, auditing, or certifying voting resultsis occurring, or any other part of the
process associated with elections for Federal office under the authorities granted under article 1,
section 5, clause 1 and article 1, section 4, clause 1 of the Constitution of the United States.
Procedures described herein do not establish any new authorities or procedures with respect to
Congress' constitutional authority to observe congressional elections but are provided ssimply to
permit a convenient statutory reference for existing congressional authority and activity.

(b) Requiring Statesto provide access for observers

(1) Requirement

A State shall provide each individual who is acting as a designated congressional election
observer for an election for Federal office with full accessto clearly observe all elements of
election administration procedures, including, but not limited to, accessto any areain which a
ballot is cast, processed, scanned, tabulated, canvassed, recounted, audited, or certified, including
during pre- and post-election procedures.

(2) Restrictions on activities of observers

No designated congressional election observer may handle aballot or election equipment
(whether voting or nonvoting or whether tabulating or nontabul ating), advocate for any position or
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candidate, take any action to reduce ballot secrecy or voter privacy, take any action to interfere
with the ability of avoter to cast aballot or an election administrator to carry the administrator's
duties, or otherwise interfere with the election administration process.

(3) Rule of construction
Nothing in this section shall prohibit a designated congressional election observer from asking

guestions of an election administrator, election official, or election worker, or any other State or
local official.

(c) Conduct of observers
(1) Removal

(A) Authorization removal by election official

If a State or local election official has areasonable basis to believe that a designated
congressional election observer has engaged in or imminently will engage in intimidation or
deceptive practices prohibited by Federal law, or in the disruption of voting, processing,
scanning, tabulating, canvassing, or recounting of ballots, or the certification of results, a State
or local election official may remove that observer from the areainvolved.

(B) Notice to Committee

If adesignated congressional election observer isremoved from an area under subparagraph
(A), the election official shall, within 24 hours of the observer's removal—

(i) inform the chair and ranking minority member of the Committee on House
Administration of the House of Representatives or the Committee on Rules and
Administration of the Senate, as applicable; and

(i1) provide written notice detailing the reason or reasons the designated congressional
election observer was removed.

(2) Rule of construction

For purposes of this subsection, the mere presence of a designated congressional election
observer during an observation of election administration procedures, without any additional
indicia supporting areasonable basis for removal, is not a sufficient reason for removal under

paragraph (1)(A).
(3) Right to replace observer

If adesignated congressional election observer is properly removed under paragraph (1)(A), the
chair or ranking minority member of the Committee on House Administration of the House of
Representatives or the Committee on Rules and Administration of the Senate, as appropriate, may
send another designated congressional election observer as areplacement for the remaining
duration of the observation of election administration procedures.

(d) Designated congressional election observer described

In this section, a"designated congressional election observer” isaHouse or Senate employee who
is designated in writing by the chair or ranking minority member of the Committee on House
Administration of the House of Representatives or the Committee on Rules and Administration of
the Senate, or a successor committee, to gather information with respect to an election, including in
the event that the election is contested in the House of Representatives or the Senate and for other
purposes permitted by article 1, section 5, clause 1 and article 1, section 4, clause 1 of the
Constitution of the United States.

(e) State defined

In this section, the term "State" means each of the 50 States, the District of Columbia, the
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the United States Virgin Islands, Guam, American Samoa, and the
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana | slands.

(a) Establishment of State-based administrative complaint proceduresto remedy grievances

(1) Establishment of procedures as condition of receiving funds

If a State receives any payment under a program under this chapter, the State shall be required
to establish and maintain State-based administrative complaint procedures which meet the
requirements of paragraph (2).

(H) The State shall make afinal determination with respect to a complaint prior to the
expiration of the 90-day period which begins on the date the complaint isfiled, unless the
complainant consents to alonger period for making such a determination.

(1) If the State fails to meet the deadline applicable under subparagraph (H), the complaint
shall be resolved within 60 days under alternative dispute resolution procedures established for
purposes of this section. The record and other materials from any proceedings conducted under
the complaint procedures established under this section shall be made available for use under
the alternative dispute resolution procedures.

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SUBCHAPTER I—DISCLOSURE OF FEDERAL CAMPAIGN FUNDS

830101. Definitions

When used in this Act:
(1) Theterm "election” means—

(A) ageneral, special, primary, or runoff election;

(B) aconvention or caucus of a political party which has authority to nominate a candidate;

(C) aprimary election held for the selection of delegates to a national nominating convention of
apolitical party; and

(D) aprimary election held for the expression of a preference for the nomination of individuals
for election to the office of President.

(2) The term "candidate” means an individual who seeks nomination for election, or election, to
Federal office, and for purposes of this paragraph, an individual shall be deemed to seek nomination
for election, or election—

(A) if such individual has received contributions aggregating in excess of $5,000 or has made
expenditures aggregating in excess of $5,000; or

(B) if such individual has given his or her consent to another person to receive contributions or
make expenditures on behalf of such individual and if such person has received such contributions
aggregating in excess of $5,000 or has made such expenditures aggregating in excess of $5,000.

(3) The term "Federal office” means the office of President or Vice President, or of Senator or
Representative in, or Delegate or Resident Commissioner to, the Congress.
(4) The term "political committee” means—

(A) any committee, club, association, or other group of persons which receives contributions
aggregating in excess of $1,000 during a calendar year or which makes expenditures aggregating
in excess of $1,000 during a calendar year; or

(B) any separate segregated fund established under the provisions of section 30118(b) of this
title; or

(C) any local committee of a political party which receives contributions aggregating in excess
of $5,000 during a calendar year, or makes payments exempted from the definition of contribution
or expenditure as defined in paragraphs (8) and (9) aggregating in excess of $5,000 during a
calendar year, or makes contributions aggregating in excess of $1,000 during a calendar year or
makes expenditures aggregating in excess of $1,000 during a calendar year.

(5) Theterm "principal campaign committee" means a political committee designated and
authorized by a candidate under section 30102(e)(1) of thistitle.

(6) The term "authorized committee" means the principal campaign committee or any other
political committee authorized by a candidate under section 30102(e)(1) of thistitle to receive
contributions or make expenditures on behalf of such candidate.

(7) The term "connected organization” means any organization which is not a political committee
but which directly or indirectly establishes, administers or financially supports a political committee.

(8)(A) The term "contribution™ includes—

(i) any gift, subscription, loan, advance, or deposit of money or anything of value made by any
person for the purpose of influencing any election for Federa office; or

(i) the payment by any person of compensation for the personal services of another person
which are rendered to a political committee without charge for any purpose.

(B) The term "contribution" does not include—

(i) the value of services provided without compensation by any individual who volunteers on
behalf of a candidate or political committee;

(ii) the use of real or personal property, including a church or community room used on a
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regular basis by members of acommunity for noncommercial purposes, and the cost of
invitations, food, and beverages, voluntarily provided by an individual to any candidate or any
political committee of a political party in rendering voluntary personal services on the individua's
residential premises or in the church or community room for candidate-related or political
party-related activities, to the extent that the cumulative value of such invitations, food, and
beverages provided by such individual on behalf of any single candidate does not exceed $1,000
with respect to any single election, and on behalf of al political committees of a political party
does not exceed $2,000 in any calendar year;

(iii) the sale of any food or beverage by a vendor for use in any candidate's campaign or for use
by or on behalf of any political committee of a political party at a charge less than the normal
comparable charge, if such chargeis at least equal to the cost of such food or beverage to the
vendor, to the extent that the cumulative value of such activity by such vendor on behalf of any
single candidate does not exceed $1,000 with respect to any single election, and on behalf of all
political committees of a political party does not exceed $2,000 in any calendar year;

(iv) any unreimbursed payment for travel expenses made by any individual on behalf of any
candidate or any political committee of a political party, to the extent that the cumulative value of
such activity by such individual on behalf of any single candidate does not exceed $1,000 with
respect to any single election, and on behalf of all political committees of a political party does not
exceed $2,000 in any calendar year;

(v) the payment by a State or local committee of a political party of the costs of preparation,
display, or mailing or other distribution incurred by such committee with respect to a printed slate
card or sample ballot, or other printed listing, of 3 or more candidates for any public office for
which an election is held in the State in which such committee is organized, except that this clause
shall not apply to any cost incurred by such committee with respect to adisplay of any such listing
made on broadcasting stations, or in newspapers, magazines, or similar types of general public
political advertising;

(vi) any payment made or obligation incurred by a corporation or alabor organization which,
under section 30118(b) of thistitle, would not constitute an expenditure by such corporation or
labor organization;

(vii) any loan of money by a State bank, a federally chartered depository institution, or a
depository institution the deposits or accounts of which are insured by the Federal Deposit
Insurance Corporation, Federal Savings and Loan Insurance Corporation, or the National Credit
Union Administration, other than any overdraft made with respect to a checking or savings
account, made in accordance with applicable law and in the ordinary course of business, but such
loan—

(1) shall be considered aloan by each endorser or guarantor, in that proportion of the unpaid
balance that each endorser or guarantor bears to the total number of endorsers or guarantors,

(I1) shall be made on a basis which assures repayment, evidenced by a written instrument,
and subject to adue date or amortization schedule; and

(111) shall bear the usual and customary interest rate of the lending institution;

(viii) any legal or accounting services rendered to or on behalf of—

(I any political committee of a political party if the person paying for such servicesisthe
regular employer of the person rendering such services and if such services are not attributable
to activities which directly further the election of any designated candidate to Federal office; or

(1) an authorized committee of a candidate or any other political committee, if the person
paying for such servicesisthe regular employer of the individual rendering such services and if
such services are solely for the purpose of ensuring compliance with this Act or chapter 95 or
chapter 96 of title 26,

but amounts paid or incurred by the regular employer for such legal or accounting services shall
be reported in accordance with section 30104(b) of thistitle by the committee receiving such
Services;
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(ix) the payment by a State or local committee of a political party of the costs of campaign
materials (such as pins, bumper stickers, handbills, brochures, posters, party tabloids, and yard
signs) used by such committee in connection with volunteer activities on behalf of nominees of
such party: Provided, That—

(1) such payments are not for the costs of campaign materials or activities used in connection
with any broadcasting, newspaper, magazine, billboard, direct mail, or similar type of general
public communication or political advertising;

(2) such payments are made from contributions subject to the limitations and prohibitions of
this Act; and

(3) such payments are not made from contributions designated to be spent on behalf of a
particular candidate or particular candidates;

(x) the payment by a candidate, for nomination or election to any public office (including State
or local office), or authorized committee of a candidate, of the costs of campaign materials which
include information on or referenced to any other candidate and which are used in connection with
volunteer activities (including pins, bumper stickers, handbills, brochures, posters, and yard signs,
but not including the use of broadcasting, newspapers, magazines, billboards, direct mail, or
similar types of general public communication or political advertising): Provided, That such
payments are made from contributions subject to the limitations and prohibitions of this Act;

(xi) the payment by a State or local committee of a political party of the costs of voter
registration and get-out-the-vote activities conducted by such committee on behalf of nominees of
such party for President and Vice President: Provided, That—

(1) such payments are not for the costs of campaign materials or activities used in connection
with any broadcasting, newspaper, magazine, billboard, direct mail, or similar type of general
public communication or political advertising;

(2) such payments are made from contributions subject to the limitations and prohibitions of
this Act; and

(3) such payments are not made from contributions designated to be spent on behalf of a
particular candidate or candidates;

(xii) payments made by a candidate or the authorized committee of a candidate as a condition of
ballot access and payments received by any political party committee as a condition of ballot
access;

(xiii) any honorarium (within the meaning of section 30125 of thistitle); and

(xiv) any loan of money derived from an advance on a candidate's brokerage account, credit
card, home equity line of credit, or other line of credit available to the candidate, if such loan is
made in accordance with applicable law and under commercially reasonable terms and if the
person making such loan makes loans derived from an advance on the candidate's brokerage
account, credit card, home equity line of credit, or other line of credit in the normal course of the
person's business.

(9)(A) The term "expenditure” includes—

(i) any purchase, payment, distribution, loan, advance, deposit, or gift of money or anything of
value, made by any person for the purpose of influencing any election for Federal office; and

(i) awritten contract, promise, or agreement to make an expenditure.

(B) Theterm "expenditure” does not include—

(i) any news story, commentary, or editorial distributed through the facilities of any
broadcasting station, newspaper, magazine, or other periodical publication, unless such facilities
are owned or controlled by any political party, political committee, or candidate;

(if) nonpartisan activity designed to encourage individual s to vote or to register to vote;

(i) any communication by any membership organization or corporation to its members,
stockholders, or executive or administrative personnel, if such membership organization or
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corporation is not organized primarily for the purpose of influencing the nomination for election,
or election, of any individual to Federal office, except that the costs incurred by a membership
organization (including alabor organization) or by a corporation directly attributable to a
communication expressly advocating the election or defeat of a clearly identified candidate (other
than a communication primarily devoted to subjects other than the express advocacy of the
election or defeat of aclearly identified candidate), shall, if such costs exceed $2,000 for any
election, be reported to the Commission in accordance with section 30104(a)(4)(A)(i) of thistitle,
and in accordance with section 30104(a)(4)(A)(ii) of thistitle with respect to any general election;

(iv) the payment by a State or local committee of a political party of the costs of preparation,
display, or mailing or other distribution incurred by such committee with respect to a printed slate
card or sample ballot, or other printed listing, of 3 or more candidates for any public office for
which an election is held in the State in which such committee is organized, except that this clause
shall not apply to costs incurred by such committee with respect to a display of any such listing
made on broadcasting stations, or in newspapers, magazines, or similar types of general public
political advertising;

(v) any payment made or obligation incurred by a corporation or alabor organization which,
under section 30118(b) of thistitle, would not constitute an expenditure by such corporation or
labor organization;

(vi) any costsincurred by an authorized committee or candidate in connection with the
solicitation of contributions on behalf of such candidate, except that this clause shall not apply
with respect to costs incurred by an authorized committee of a candidate in excess of an amount
equal to 20 percent of the expenditure limitation applicable to such candidate under section
30116(b) of thistitle, but all such costs shall be reported in accordance with section 30104(b) of
thistitle;

(vii) the payment of compensation for legal or accounting services—

(I rendered to or on behalf of any political committee of apolitical party if the person paying
for such servicesisthe regular employer of the individual rendering such services, and if such
services are not attributable to activities which directly further the election of any designated
candidate to Federal office; or

(I1) rendered to or on behalf of a candidate or political committee if the person paying for
such servicesisthe regular employer of the individual rendering such services, and if such
services are solely for the purpose of ensuring compliance with this Act or chapter 95 or chapter
96 of title 26,

but amounts paid or incurred by the regular employer for such legal or accounting services shall
be reported in accordance with section 30104(b) of thistitle by the committee receiving such
services;

(viii) the payment by a State or local committee of a political party of the costs of campaign
materials (such as pins, bumper stickers, handbills, brochures, posters, party tabloids, and yard
signs) used by such committee in connection with volunteer activities on behalf of nominees of
such party: Provided, That—

(1) such payments are not for the costs of campaign materials or activities used in connection
with any broadcasting, newspaper, magazine, billboard, direct mail, or similar type of general
public communication or political advertising;

(2) such payments are made from contributions subject to the limitations and prohibitions of
this Act; and

(3) such payments are not made from contributions designated to be spent on behalf of a
particular candidate or particular candidates;

(ix) the payment by a State or local committee of a political party of the costs of voter
registration and get-out-the-vote activities conducted by such committee on behalf of nominees of
such party for President and Vice President: Provided, That—

(1) such payments are not for the costs of campaign materials or activities used in connection
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with any broadcasting, newspaper, magazine, billboard, direct mail, or similar type of general
public communication or political advertising;

(2) such payments are made from contributions subject to the limitations and prohibitions of
this Act; and

(3) such payments are not made from contributions designated to be spent on behalf of a
particular candidate or candidates, and

(x) payments received by a political party committee as a condition of ballot access which are
transferred to another political party committee or the appropriate State official.

(10) The term "Commission™ means the Federal Election Commission.

(11) The term "person” includes an individual, partnership, committee, association, corporation,
labor organization, or any other organization or group of persons, but such term does not include the
Federal Government or any authority of the Federal Government.

(12) Theterm "State" means a State of the United States, the District of Columbia, the
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, or aterritory or possession of the United States.

(13) Theterm "identification” means—

(A) in the case of any individual, the name, the mailing address, and the occupation of such
individual, as well asthe name of his or her employer; and
(B) in the case of any other person, the full name and address of such person.

(14) The term "national committee” means the organization which, by virtue of the bylaws of a
political party, is responsible for the day-to-day operation of such political party at the national level,
as determined by the Commission.

(15) The term " State committee" means the organization which, by virtue of the bylaws of a
political party, is responsible for the day-to-day operation of such political party at the State level, as
determined by the Commission.

(16) The term "political party" means an association, committee, or organization which nominates
acandidate for election to any Federal office whose name appears on the election ballot as the
candidate of such association, committee, or organization.

(17) INDEPENDENT EXPENDITURE.—The term "independent expenditure” means an
expenditure by a person—

(A) expressly advocating the election or defeat of aclearly identified candidate; and

(B) that is not made in concert or cooperation with or at the request or suggestion of such
candidate, the candidate's authorized political committee, or their agents, or a political party
committee or its agents.

(18) Theterm "clearly identified" means that—
(A) the name of the candidate involved appears;
(B) a photograph or drawing of the candidate appears; or
(C) the identity of the candidate is apparent by unambiguous reference.

(19) Theterm "Act" means the Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971 as amended.
(20) FEDERAL ELECTION ACTIVITY .—
(A) IN GENERAL.—The term "Federal election activity" means—

(i) voter registration activity during the period that begins on the date that is 120 days before
the date aregularly scheduled Federal election is held and ends on the date of the election;

(ii) voter identification, get-out-the-vote activity, or generic campaign activity conducted in
connection with an election in which a candidate for Federal office appears on the ballot
(regardless of whether a candidate for State or local office also appears on the ballot);

(iii) apublic communication that refers to a clearly identified candidate for Federal office
(regardless of whether a candidate for State or local office is also mentioned or identified) and
that promotes or supports a candidate for that office, or attacks or opposes a candidate for that
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office (regardless of whether the communication expressly advocates avote for or against a
candidate); or

(iv) services provided during any month by an employee of a State, district, or local
committee of apolitical party who spends more than 25 percent of that individual's
compensated time during that month on activities in connection with a Federal election.

(B) EXCLUDED ACTIVITY.—Theterm "Federal election activity" does not include an
amount expended or disbursed by a State, district, or local committee of a political party for—

() apublic communication that refers solely to aclearly identified candidate for State or local
office, if the communication is not a Federal election activity described in subparagraph (A)(i)
or (ii);

(i) a contribution to a candidate for State or local office, provided the contribution is not
designated to pay for a Federal election activity described in subparagraph (A);

(iii) the costs of a State, district, or local political convention; and

(iv) the costs of grassroots campaign materials, including buttons, bumper stickers, and yard
signs, that name or depict only a candidate for State or local office.

(21) GENERIC CAMPAIGN ACTIVITY.—The term "generic campaign activity" means a
campaign activity that promotes a political party and does not promote a candidate or non-Federal
candidate.

(22) PUBLIC COMMUNICATION.—The term "public communication™ means a communication
by means of any broadcast, cable, or satellite communication, newspaper, magazine, outdoor
advertising facility, mass mailing, or telephone bank to the general public, or any other form of
genera public political advertising.

(23) MASS MAILING.—The term "mass mailing" means a mailing by United States mail or
facsimile of more than 500 pieces of mail matter of an identical or substantialy similar nature within
any 30-day period.

(24) TELEPHONE BANK.—The term "telephone bank™ means more than 500 telephone calls of
an identical or substantially similar nature within any 30-day period.

(25) ELECTION CY CLE.—For purposes of sections 30116(i) and 30117 of thistitle and
paragraph (26), the term "election cycle" means the period beginning on the day after the date of the
most recent election for the specific office or seat that a candidate is seeking and ending on the date
of the next election for that office or seat. For purposes of the preceding sentence, a primary election
and a general election shall be considered to be separate elections.

(26) PERSONAL FUNDS.—The term "personal funds' means an amount that is derived from—

(A) any asset that, under applicable State law, at the time the individual became a candidate, the
candidate had legal right of accessto or control over, and with respect to which the candidate
had—

(i) lega and rightful title; or
(i) an equitable interest;

(B) income received during the current election cycle of the candidate, including—

(i) asalary and other earned income from bona fide employment;

(ii) dividends and proceeds from the sale of the candidate's stocks or other investments;

(ii1) bequests to the candidate;

(iv) income from trusts established before the beginning of the election cycle;

(v) income from trusts established by bequest after the beginning of the election cycle of
which the candidate is the beneficiary;

(vi) gifts of a personal nature that had been customarily received by the candidate prior to the
beginning of the election cycle; and

(vii) proceeds from lotteries and similar legal games of chance; and

(C) aportion of assets that are jointly owned by the candidate and the candidate's spouse equal
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to the candidate's share of the asset under the instrument of conveyance or ownership, but if no

"(iii) PROHIBITION OF BUILDING FUND USES.—A national committee of a political
party may not use the amount described in subparagraph (A) for activities to defray the costs of the
construction or purchase of any office building or facility.

830102. Organization of political committees

(a) Treasurer; vacancy; official authorizations

Every political committee shall have atreasurer. No contribution or expenditure shall be accepted
or made by or on behalf of a political committee during any period in which the office of treasurer is
vacant. No expenditure shall be made for or on behalf of a political committee without the
authorization of the treasurer or his or her designated agent.

(b) Account of contributions; segregated funds

(1) Every person who receives a contribution for an authorized political committee shall, no later
than 10 days after receiving such contribution, forward to the treasurer such contribution, and if the
amount of the contribution isin excess of $50 the name and address of the person making the
contribution and the date of receipt.

(2) Every person who receives a contribution for a political committee which is not an authorized
committee shall—

(A) if the amount of the contribution is $50 or less, forward to the treasurer such contribution no
later than 30 days after receiving the contribution; and

(B) if the amount of the contribution isin excess of $50, forward to the treasurer such
contribution, the name and address of the person making the contribution, and the date of receipt
of the contribution, no later than 10 days after receiving the contribution.
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(3) All funds of a political committee shall be segregated from, and may not be commingled with,
the personal funds of any individual.

(c) Recordkeeping

The treasurer of a political committee shall keep an account of —

(1) al contributions received by or on behalf of such political committee;

(2) the name and address of any person who makes any contribution in excess of $50, together
with the date and amount of such contribution by any person;

(3) theidentification of any person who makes a contribution or contributions aggregating more
than $200 during a calendar year, together with the date and amount of any such contribution;

(4) the identification of any political committee which makes a contribution, together with the
date and amount of any such contribution; and

(5) the name and address of every person to whom any disbursement is made, the date, amount,
and purpose of the disbursement, and the name of the candidate and the office sought by the
candidate, if any, for whom the disbursement was made, including a receipt, invoice, or canceled
check for each disbursement in excess of $200.

(d) Preservation of recordsand copies of reports

The treasurer shall preserve all records required to be kept by this section and copies of al reports
required to be filed by this subchapter for 3 years after the report is filed. For any report filed in
electronic format under section 30104(a)(11) of thistitle, the treasurer shall retain a
machine-readabl e copy of the report as the copy preserved under the preceding sentence.

(e) Principal and additional campaign committees; designations, status of candidate,
authorized committees, etc.

(1) Each candidate for Federal office (other than the nominee for the office of Vice President)
shall designate in writing a political committee in accordance with paragraph (3) to serve asthe
principal campaign committee of such candidate. Such designation shall be made no later than 15
days after becoming a candidate. A candidate may designate additional political committeesin
accordance with paragraph (3) to serve as authorized committees of such candidate. Such designation
shall be in writing and filed with the principal campaign committee of such candidate in accordance
with subsection (f)(1).

(2) Any candidate described in paragraph (1) who receives a contribution, or any loan for usein
connection with the campaign of such candidate for election, or makes a disbursement in connection
with such campaign, shall be considered, for purposes of this Act, as having received the
contribution or loan, or as having made the disbursement, as the case may be, as an agent of the
authorized committee or committees of such candidate.

(3)(A) No political committee which supports or has supported more than one candidate may be
designated as an authorized committee, except that—

(i) the candidate for the office of President nominated by a political party may designate the
national committee of such political party as aprincipal campaign committee, but only if that
national committee maintains separate books of account with respect to its function as a principal
campaign committee; and

(i) candidates may designate a political committee established solely for the purpose of joint
fundraising by such candidates as an authorized committee.

(B) Asused in this section, the term "support” does not include a contribution by any authorized
committee in amounts of $2,000 or less to an authorized committee of any other candidate.

(4) The name of each authorized committee shall include the name of the candidate who
authorized such committee under paragraph (1). In the case of any political committee which is not
an authorized committee, such political committee shall not include the name of any candidate in its
name.

(5) The name of any separate segregated fund established pursuant to section 30118(b) of thistitle
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shall include the name of its connected organization.

(f) Filing with and receipt of designations, statements, and reports by principal campaign

committee

(1) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Act, each designation, statement, or report of
receipts or disbursements made by an authorized committee of a candidate shall be filed with the
candidate's principal campaign committee.

(2) Each principal campaign committee shall receive all designations, statements, and reports
required to be filed with it under paragraph (1) and shall compile and file such designations,
statements, and reports in accordance with this Act.

(g) Filing with the Commission

All designations, statements, and reports required to be filed under this Act shall be filed with the
Commission.

(h) Campaign depositories, designations, maintenance of accounts, etc.; petty cash fund for
disbur sements; record of disbursements

(1) Each political committee shall designate one or more State banks, federally chartered
depository ingtitutions, or depository institutions the deposits or accounts of which are insured by the
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, the Federal Savings and Loan Insurance Corporation, or the
National Credit Union Administration, as its campaign depository or depositories. Each political
committee shall maintain at least one checking account and such other accounts as the committee
determines at a depository designated by such committee. All receipts received by such committee
shall be deposited in such accounts. No disbursements may be made (other than petty cash
disbursements under paragraph (2)) by such committee except by check drawn on such accountsin
accordance with this section.

(2) A political committee may maintain a petty cash fund for disbursements not in excess of $100
to any person in connection with a single purchase or transaction. A record of all petty cash
disbursements shall be maintained in accordance with subsection (¢)(5).

(i) Reports and records, compliance with requirements based on best efforts

When the treasurer of a political committee shows that best efforts have been used to obtain,
maintain, and submit the information required by this Act for the political committee, any report or
any records of such committee shall be considered in compliance with this Act or chapter 95 or
chapter 96 of title 26.

830103. Registration of political committees

(a) Statements of organizations

Each authorized campaign committee shall file a statement of organization no later than 10 days
after designation pursuant to section 30102(e)(1) of thistitle. Each separate segregated fund
established under the provisions of section 30118(b) of thistitle shall file a statement of organization
no later than 10 days after establishment. All other committees shall file a statement of organization
within 10 days after becoming a political committee within the meaning of section 30101(4) of this
title.

(b) Contents of statements

The statement of organization of a political committee shall include—

(2) the name, address, and type of committes;

(2) the name, address, relationship, and type of any connected organization or affiliated
committee;

(3) the name, address, and position of the custodian of books and accounts of the committee;

(4) the name and address of the treasurer of the committee;

(5) if the committee is authorized by a candidate, the name, address, office sought, and party
affiliation of the candidate; and

(6) alisting of all banks, safety deposit boxes, or other depositories used by the committee.

(c) Change of information in statements

Any change in information previously submitted in a statement of organization shall be reported in
accordance with section 30102(g) of thistitle no later than 10 days after the date of the change.

(d) Termination, etc., requirements and authorities

(1) A political committee may terminate only when such a committee files awritten statement, in
accordance with section 30102(g) of thistitle, that it will no longer receive any contributions or
make any disbursements and that such committee has no outstanding debts or obligations.

(2) Nothing contained in this subsection may be construed to eliminate or limit the authority of the
Commission to establish procedures for—

(A) the determination of insolvency with respect to any political committee;

(B) the orderly liquidation of an insolvent political committee, and the orderly application of its
assets for the reduction of outstanding debts; and

(C) the termination of an insolvent political committee after such liquidation and application of
assets.

§30104. Reporting requirements

(a) Receipts and disbursements by treasurers of political committees; filing requirements

(1) Each treasurer of apolitical committee shall file reports of receipts and disbursementsin
accordance with the provisions of this subsection. The treasurer shall sign each such report.

(2) If the political committee is the principal campaign committee of a candidate for the House of
Representatives or for the Senate—

(A) in any calendar year during which thereis 1 regularly scheduled election for which such
candidate is seeking election, or nomination for election, the treasurer shall file the following
reports:

() apre-election report, which shall be filed no later than the 12th day before (or posted by
any of the following: registered mail, certified mail, priority mail having a delivery
confirmation, or express mail having a delivery confirmation, or delivered to an overnight
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delivery service with an on-line tracking system, if posted or delivered no later than the 15th
day before) any election in which such candidate is seeking election, or nomination for election,
and which shall be complete as of the 20th day before such election;

(i) apost-general election report, which shall be filed no later than the 30th day after any
general election in which such candidate has sought election, and which shall be complete as of
the 20th day after such general election; and

(iii) additional quarterly reports, which shall be filed no later than the 15th day after the last
day of each calendar quarter, and which shall be complete as of the last day of each calendar
quarter: except that the report for the quarter ending December 31 shall be filed no later than
January 31 of the following calendar year; and

(B) in any other calendar year the treasurer shall file quarterly reports, which shall be filed not
later than the 15th day after the last day of each calendar quarter, and which shall be complete as
of the last day of each calendar quarter, except that the report for the quarter ending December 31
shall befiled not later than January 31 of the following calendar year.

(3) If the committee is the principal campaign committee of a candidate for the office of
President—
(A) in any calendar year during which a general election is held to fill such office—

(i) the treasurer shall file monthly reports if such committee has on January 1 of such year,
received contributions aggregating $100,000 or made expenditures aggregating $100,000 or
anticipates receiving contributions aggregating $100,000 or more or making expenditures
aggregating $100,000 or more during such year: such monthly reports shall be filed no later
than the 20th day after the last day of each month and shall be complete as of the last day of the
month, except that, in lieu of filing the report otherwise due in November and December, a
pre-genera election report shall be filed in accordance with paragraph (2)(A)(i), a post-general
election report shall be filed in accordance with paragraph (2)(A)(ii), and ayear end report shall
be filed no later than January 31 of the following calendar year;

(i) the treasurer of the other principal campaign committees of a candidate for the office of
President shall file a pre-election report or reports in accordance with paragraph (2)(A)(i), a
post-general election report in accordance with paragraph (2)(A)(ii), and quarterly reportsin
accordance with paragraph (2)(A)(iii); and

(iii) if at any time during the election year a committee filing under paragraph (3)(A)(ii)
receives contributions in excess of $100,000 or makes expenditures in excess of $100,000, the
treasurer shall begin filing monthly reports under paragraph (3)(A)(i) at the next reporting
period; and

(B) in any other calendar year, the treasurer shall file either—

(i) monthly reports, which shall be filed no later than the 20th day after the last day of each
month and shall be complete as of the last day of the month; or

(i) quarterly reports, which shall be filed no later than the 15th day after the last day of each
calendar quarter and which shall be complete as of the last day of each calendar quarter.

(4) All political committees other than authorized committees of a candidate shall file either—

(A)(i) quarterly reports, in a calendar year in which aregularly scheduled general electionis
held, which shall be filed no later than the 15th day after the last day of each calendar quarter:
except that the report for the quarter ending on December 31 of such calendar year shall be filed
no later than January 31 of the following calendar year;

(i) apre-election report, which shall be filed no later than the 12th day before (or posted by any
of the following: registered mail, certified mail, priority mail having a delivery confirmation, or
express mail having adelivery confirmation, or delivered to an overnight delivery service with an
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on-line tracking system, if posted or delivered no later than the 15th day before) any election in
which the committee makes a contribution to or expenditure on behalf of a candidate in such
election, and which shall be complete as of the 20th day before the election;

(ii1) apost-general election report, which shall be filed no later than the 30th day after the
general election and which shall be complete as of the 20th day after such general election; and

(iv) in any other calendar year, areport covering the period beginning January 1 and ending
June 30, which shall be filed no later than July 31 and areport covering the period beginning July
1 and ending December 31, which shall be filed no later than January 31 of the following calendar
year; or

(B) monthly reportsin all calendar years which shall be filed no later than the 20th day after the
last day of the month and shall be complete as of the last day of the month, except that, in lieu of
filing the reports otherwise due in November and December of any year in which aregularly
scheduled general election is held, a pre-general election report shall be filed in accordance with
paragraph (2)(A)(i), a post-general election report shall be filed in accordance with paragraph
(2)(A)(i1), and ayear end report shall be filed no later than January 31 of the following calendar
year.

Notwithstanding the preceding sentence, anational committee of a political party shall file the
reports required under subparagraph (B).

(5) If adesignation, report, or statement filed pursuant to this Act (other than under paragraph
(2)(A)(i) or (4)(A)(ii) or subsection (g)(1)) is sent by registered mail, certified mail, priority mail
having adelivery confirmation, or express mail having a delivery confirmation, the United States
postmark shall be considered the date of filing the designation, report or statement. If a designation,
report or statement filed pursuant to this Act (other than under paragraph (2)(A)(i) or (4)(A)(ii), or
subsection (g)(1)) is sent by an overnight delivery service with an on-line tracking system, the date
on the proof of delivery to the delivery service shall be considered the date of filing of the
designation, report, or statement.

(6)(A) The principal campaign committee of a candidate shall notify the Secretary or the
Commission, and the Secretary of State, as appropriate, in writing, of any contribution of $1,000 or
more received by any authorized committee of such candidate after the 20th day, but more than 48
hours before, any election. This notification shall be made within 48 hours after the receipt of such
contribution and shall include the name of the candidate and the office sought by the candidate, the
identification of the contributor, and the date of receipt and amount of the contribution.

(B) NOTIFICATION OF EXPENDITURE FROM PERSONAL FUNDS—

(i) DEFINITION OF EXPENDITURE FROM PERSONAL FUNDS.—In this subparagraph,
the term "expenditure from personal funds' means—
(I an expenditure made by a candidate using personal funds; and
(I1) a contribution or loan made by a candidate using personal funds or aloan secured using
such funds to the candidate's authorized committee.

(i) DECLARATION OF INTENT.—Not later than the date that is 15 days after the date on
which an individual becomes a candidate for the office of Senator, the candidate shall file a
declaration stating the total amount of expenditures from personal funds that the candidate intends
to make, or to obligate to make, with respect to the election that will exceed the State-by-State
competitive and fair campaign formula with—

(1) the Commission; and
(I1) each candidate in the same election.

(ii1) INITIAL NOTIFICATION.—Not later than 24 hours after a candidate described in clause
(if) makes or obligates to make an aggregate amount of expenditures from personal fundsin
excess of 2 times the threshold amount in connection with any election, the candidate shall filea
notification with—

() the Commission; and
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(1) each candidate in the same election.

(iv) ADDITIONAL NOTIFICATION.—After acandidate files an initial notification under
clause (iii), the candidate shall file an additional notification each time expenditures from personal

funds are made or obligated to be made in an aggregate amount that exceed 2 $10,000 with—
(1 the Commission; and
(I1) each candidate in the same election.

Such notification shall be filed not later than 24 hours after the expenditure is made.
(v) CONTENTS.—A notification under clause (iii) or (iv) shall include—
(I the name of the candidate and the office sought by the candidate;
(1) the date and amount of each expenditure; and
(11T) the total amount of expenditures from personal funds that the candidate has made, or
obligated to make, with respect to an election as of the date of the expenditure that is the subject
of the notification.

(C) NOTIFICATION OF DISPOSAL OF EXCESS CONTRIBUTIONS.—In the next regularly
scheduled report after the date of the election for which a candidate seeks nomination for election to,
or election to, Federal office, the candidate or the candidate's authorized committee shall submit to
the Commission a report indicating the source and amount of any excess contributions (as
determined under paragraph (1) of section 30116(i) of thistitle) and the manner in which the
candidate or the candidate's authorized committee used such funds.

(D) ENFORCEMENT.—For provisions providing for the enforcement of the reporting
requirements under this paragraph, see section 30109 of thistitle.

(E) The notification required under this paragraph shall be in addition to all other reporting
requirements under this Act.

(7) The reports required to be filed by this subsection shall be cumulative during the calendar year
to which they relate, but where there has been no change in an item reported in a previous report
during such year, only the amount need be carried forward.

(8) The requirement for a political committee to file a quarterly report under paragraph (2)(A)(iii)
or paragraph (4)(A)(i) shall be waived if such committeeis required to file a pre-election report
under paragraph (2)(A)(i), or paragraph (4)(A)(ii) during the period beginning on the 5th day after
the close of the calendar quarter and ending on the 15th day after the close of the calendar quarter.

(9) The Commission shall set filing dates for reports to be filed by principal campaign committees
of candidates seeking election, or nomination for election, in special elections and political
committees filing under paragraph (4)(A) which make contributions to or expenditures on behalf of a
candidate or candidates in special elections. The Commission shall require no more than one
pre-election report for each election and one post-election report for the election which fills the
vacancy. The Commission may waive any reporting obligation of committees required to file for
special electionsif any report required by paragraph (2) or (4) isrequired to be filed within 10 days
of areport required under this subsection. The Commission shall establish the reporting dates within
5 days of the setting of such election and shall publish such dates and notify the principal campaign
committees of all candidates in such election of the reporting dates.

(10) The treasurer of a committee supporting a candidate for the office of Vice President (other
than the nominee of a political party) shall file reports in accordance with paragraph (3).

(11)(A) The Commission shall promulgate a regulation under which a person required to file a
designation, statement, or report under this Act—

(i) isrequired to maintain and file a designation, statement, or report for any calendar year in
electronic form accessible by computersif the person has, or has reason to expect to have,
aggregate contributions or expenditures in excess of a threshold amount determined by the
Commission; and

(if) may maintain and file a designation, statement, or report in electronic form or an alternative
form if not required to do so under the regulation promulgated under clause (i).
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(B) The Commission shall make a designation, statement, report, or notification that isfiled with
the Commission under this Act available for inspection by the public in the offices of the
Commission and accessible to the public on the Internet not later than 48 hours (or not later than 24
hours in the case of a designation, statement, report, or notification filed electronically) after receipt
by the Commission.

(C) In promulgating a regulation under this paragraph, the Commission shall provide methods
(other than requiring a signature on the document being filed) for verifying designations, statements,
and reports covered by the regulation. Any document verified under any of the methods shall be
treated for all purposes (including penalties for perjury) in the same manner as a document verified
by signature.

(D) Asused in this paragraph, the term "report”" means, with respect to the Commission, areport,
designation, or statement required by this Act to be filed with the Commission.

(12) SOFTWARE FOR FILING OF REPORTS.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Commission shall—

(i) promulgate standards to be used by vendors to develop software that—

(I permits candidates to easily record information concerning receipts and disbursements
required to be reported under this Act at the time of the receipt or disbursement;

(1) alows the information recorded under subclause (1) to be transmitted immediately to
the Commission; and

(1) alows the Commission to post the information on the Internet immediately upon
receipt; and

(it) make a copy of software that meets the standards promulgated under clause (i) available
to each person required to file a designation, statement, or report in electronic form under this
Act.

(B) ADDITIONAL INFORMATION.—To the extent feasible, the Commission shall require
vendors to include in the software developed under the standards under subparagraph (A) the
ability for any person to file any designation, statement, or report required under thisAct in
electronic form.

(C) REQUIRED USE.—Notwithstanding any provision of this Act relating to times for filing
reports, each candidate for Federal office (or that candidate's authorized committee) shall use
software that meets the standards promul gated under this paragraph once such software is made
available to such candidate.

(D) REQUIRED POSTING.—The Commission shall, as soon as practicable, post on the
Internet any information received under this paragraph.

(b) Contents of reports

Each report under this section shall disclose—

(2) the amount of cash on hand at the beginning of the reporting period;

(2) for the reporting period and the calendar year (or election cycle, in the case of an authorized
committee of a candidate for Federal office), the total amount of all receipts, and the total amount
of all receiptsin the following categories:

(A) contributions from persons other than political committees;

(B) for an authorized committee, contributions from the candidate;

(C) contributions from political party committees;

(D) contributions from other political committees,

(E) for an authorized committee, transfers from other authorized committees of the same
candidate;

(F) transfers from affiliated committees and, where the reporting committee is a political
party committee, transfers from other political party committees, regardless of whether such
committees are affiliated;

(G) for an authorized committee, loans made by or guaranteed by the candidate;
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(H) al other loans,

(1) rebates, refunds, and other offsets to operating expenditures;

(J) dividends, interest, and other forms of receipts; and

(K) for an authorized committee of a candidate for the office of President, Federal funds
received under chapter 95 and chapter 96 of title 26;

(3) the identification of each—

(A) person (other than a political committee) who makes a contribution to the reporting
committee during the reporting period, whose contribution or contributions have an aggregate
amount or value in excess of $200 within the calendar year (or election cycle, in the case of an
authorized committee of a candidate for Federal office), or in any lesser amount if the reporting
committee should so elect, together with the date and amount of any such contribution;

(B) political committee which makes a contribution to the reporting committee during the
reporting period, together with the date and amount of any such contribution;

(C) authorized committee which makes atransfer to the reporting committee;

(D) affiliated committee which makes a transfer to the reporting committee during the
reporting period and, where the reporting committee is a political party committee, each transfer
of funds to the reporting committee from another political party committee, regardless of
whether such committees are affiliated, together with the date and amount of such transfer;

(E) person who makes aloan to the reporting committee during the reporting period, together
with the identification of any endorser or guarantor of such loan, and the date and amount or
value of such loan;

(F) person who provides arebate, refund, or other offset to operating expenditures to the
reporting committee in an aggregate amount or value in excess of $200 within the calendar year
(or election cycle, in the case of an authorized committee of a candidate for Federal office),
together with the date and amount of such receipt; and

(G) person who provides any dividend, interest, or other receipt to the reporting committee in
an aggregate value or amount in excess of $200 within the calendar year (or election cycle, in
the case of an authorized committee of a candidate for Federal office), together with the date
and amount of any such receipt;

(4) for the reporting period and the calendar year (or election cycle, in the case of an authorized
committee of a candidate for Federal office), the total amount of all disbursements, and all
disbursements in the following categories:

(A) expenditures made to meet candidate or committee operating expenses,

(B) for authorized committees, transfers to other committees authorized by the same
candidate;

(C) transfers to affiliated committees and, where the reporting committee is a political party
committee, transfersto other political party committees, regardless of whether they are
affiliated;

(D) for an authorized committee, repayment of loans made by or guaranteed by the candidate;

(E) repayment of al other loans;

(F) contribution refunds and other offsets to contributions;

(G) for an authorized committee, any other disbursements;

(H) for any political committee other than an authorized committee—

(i) contributions made to other political committees;

(i) loans made by the reporting committees;

(iii) independent expenditures,

(iv) expenditures made under section 30116(d) of thistitle; and
(v) any other disbursements; and

(I for an authorized committee of a candidate for the office of President, disbursements not
subject to the limitation of section 30116(b) of thistitle;
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(5) the name and address of each—

(A) person to whom an expenditure in an aggregate amount or value in excess of $200 within
the calendar year is made by the reporting committee to meet a candidate or committee
operating expense, together with the date, amount, and purpose of such operating expenditure;

(B) authorized committee to which atransfer is made by the reporting committee;

(C) affiliated committee to which atransfer is made by the reporting committee during the
reporting period and, where the reporting committee is a political party committee, each transfer
of funds by the reporting committee to another political party committee, regardless of whether
such committees are affiliated, together with the date and amount of such transfers;

(D) person who receives aloan repayment from the reporting committee during the reporting
period, together with the date and amount of such loan repayment; and

(E) person who receives a contribution refund or other offset to contributions from the
reporting committee where such contribution was reported under paragraph (3)(A) of this
subsection, together with the date and amount of such disbursement;

(6)(A) for an authorized committee, the name and address of each person who has received any
disbursement not disclosed under paragraph (5) in an aggregate amount or value in excess of $200
within the calendar year (or election cycle, in the case of an authorized committee of a candidate
for Federal office), together with the date and amount of any such disbursement;

(B) for any other political committee, the name and address of each—

(1) political committee which has received a contribution from the reporting committee
during the reporting period, together with the date and amount of any such contribution;

(i) person who has received aloan from the reporting committee during the reporting period,
together with the date and amount of such loan;

(iii) person who receives any disbursement during the reporting period in an aggregate
amount or value in excess of $200 within the calendar year (or election cycle, in the case of an
authorized committee of a candidate for Federa office), in connection with an independent
expenditure by the reporting committee, together with the date, amount, and purpose of any
such independent expenditure and a statement which indicates whether such independent
expenditure isin support of, or in opposition to, a candidate, as well as the name and office
sought by such candidate, and a certification, under penalty of perjury, whether such
independent expenditure is made in cooperation, consultation, or concert, with, or at the request
or suggestion of, any candidate or any authorized committee or agent of such committee;

(iv) person who receives any expenditure from the reporting committee during the reporting
period in connection with an expenditure under section 30116(d) of thistitle, together with the
date, amount, and purpose of any such expenditure as well as the name of, and office sought by,
the candidate on whose behalf the expenditure is made; and

(v) person who has received any disbursement not otherwise disclosed in this paragraph or
paragraph (5) in an aggregate amount or value in excess of $200 within the calendar year (or
election cycle, in the case of an authorized committee of a candidate for Federal office), from
the reporting committee within the reporting period, together with the date, amount, and
purpose of any such disbursement;

(7) the total sum of all contributions to such political committee, together with the total
contributions less offsets to contributions and the total sum of all operating expenditures made by
such political committee, together with total operating expenditures less offsets to operating
expenditures, for both the reporting period and the calendar year (or election cycle, in the case of
an authorized committee of a candidate for Federal office); and

(8) the amount and nature of outstanding debts and obligations owed by or to such political
committee; and where such debts and obligations are settled for less than their reported amount or
value, a statement as to the circumstances and conditions under which such debts or obligations
were extinguished and the consideration therefor.
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(c) Statements by other than political committees; filing; contents; indices of expenditures

(1) Every person (other than a political committee) who makes independent expendituresin an
aggregate amount or value in excess of $250 during a calendar year shal file a statement containing
the information required under subsection (b)(3)(A) for all contributions received by such person.

(2) Statements required to be filed by this subsection shall be filed in accordance with subsection
(8)(2), and shall include—

(A) the information required by subsection (b)(6)(B)(iii), indicating whether the independent
expenditure isin support of, or in opposition to, the candidate involved,;

(B) under penalty of perjury, a certification whether or not such independent expenditureis
made in cooperation, consultation, or concert, with, or at the request or suggestion of, any
candidate or any authorized committee or agent of such candidate; and

(C) the identification of each person who made a contribution in excess of $200 to the person
filing such statement which was made for the purpose of furthering an independent expenditure.

(3) The Commission shall be responsible for expeditiously preparing indices which set forth, on a
candidate-by-candidate basis, all independent expenditures separately, including those reported
under subsection (b)(6)(B)(iii), made by or for each candidate, as reported under this subsection, and
for periodically publishing such indices on atimely pre-election basis.

(d) Filing by facsimile device or electronic mail

(1) Any person who is required to file a statement under subsection (c) or (g) of this section,
except statements required to be filed electronically pursuant to subsection (a)(11)(A)(i) may file the
statement by facsimile device or electronic mail, in accordance with such regulations as the
Commission may promulgate.

(2) The Commission shall make a document which is filed electronically with the Commission
pursuant to this paragraph accessible to the public on the Internet not later than 24 hours after the
document is received by the Commission.

(3) In promulgating a regulation under this paragraph, the Commission shall provide methods
(other than requiring a signature on the document being filed) for verifying the documents covered
by the regulation. Any document verified under any of the methods shall be treated for all purposes
(including penalties for perjury) in the same manner as a document verified by signature.

(e) Palitical committees

(1) National and congressional political committees

The national committee of a political party, any national congressional campaign committee of
apolitical party, and any subordinate committee of either, shall report all receipts and
disbursements during the reporting period.

(2) Other political committeesto which section 30125 of thistitle applies

(A) In general

In addition to any other reporting requirements applicable under this Act, a political
committee (not described in paragraph (1)) to which section 30125(b)(1) of thistitle applies
shall report all receipts and disbursements made for activities described in section 30101(20)(A)
of thistitle, unless the aggregate amount of such receipts and disbursements during the calendar
year isless than $5,000.

(B) Specific disclosure by State and local partiesof certain non-Federal amounts
permitted to be spent on Federal election activity
Each report by a political committee under subparagraph (A) of receipts and disbursements
made for activities described in section 30101(20)(A) of thistitle shall include a disclosure of
all receipts and disbursements described in section 30125(b)(2)(A) and (B) of thistitle.
(3) Itemization
If apolitical committee has receipts or disbursements to which this subsection applies from or
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to any person aggregating in excess of $200 for any calendar year, the political committee shall
separately itemize its reporting for such person in the same manner as required in paragraphs
(3)(A), (5), and (6) of subsection (b).

(4) Reporting periods

Reports required to be filed under this subsection shall be filed for the same time periods
required for political committees under subsection (a)(4)(B).

(f) Disclosur e of electioneering communications

(1) Statement required

Every person who makes a disbursement for the direct costs of producing and airing
€l ectioneering communications in an aggregate amount in excess of $10,000 during any calendar
year shall, within 24 hours of each disclosure date, file with the Commission a statement
containing the information described in paragraph (2).

(2) Contents of statement

Each statement required to be filed under this subsection shall be made under penalty of perjury
and shall contain the following information:

(A) Theidentification of the person making the disbursement, of any person sharing or
exercising direction or control over the activities of such person, and of the custodian of the
books and accounts of the person making the disbursement.

(B) The principal place of business of the person making the disbursement, if not an
individual.

(C) The amount of each disbursement of more than $200 during the period covered by the
statement and the identification of the person to whom the disbursement was made.

(D) The elections to which the el ectioneering communications pertain and the names (if
known) of the candidates identified or to be identified.

(E) If the disbursements were paid out of a segregated bank account which consists of funds
contributed solely by individuals who are United States citizens or nationals or lawfully
admitted for permanent residence (as defined in section 1101(a)(20) of title 8) directly to this
account for electioneering communications, the names and addresses of all contributors who
contributed an aggregate amount of $1,000 or more to that account during the period beginning
on the first day of the preceding calendar year and ending on the disclosure date. Nothing in this
subparagraph is to be construed as a prohibition on the use of funds in such a segregated
account for a purpose other than el ectioneering communications.

(F) If the disbursements were paid out of funds not described in subparagraph (E), the names
and addresses of all contributors who contributed an aggregate amount of $1,000 or more to the
person making the disbursement during the period beginning on the first day of the preceding
calendar year and ending on the disclosure date.

(3) Electioneering communication
For purposes of this subsection—

(A) In general
(i) The term "electioneering communication” means any broadcast, cable, or satellite
communication which—
() refersto aclearly identified candidate for Federal office;
(1) is made within—
(aa) 60 days before a general, special, or runoff election for the office sought by the
candidate; or
(bb) 30 days before a primary or preference election, or a convention or caucus of a
political party that has authority to nominate a candidate, for the office sought by the
candidate; and

(111) in the case of a communication which refers to a candidate for an office other than
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President or Vice President, is targeted to the relevant electorate.

(i) If clause (i) is held to be constitutionally insufficient by final judicial decision to support
the regulation provided herein, then the term "electioneering communication™ means any
broadcast, cable, or satellite communication which promotes or supports a candidate for that
office, or attacks or opposes a candidate for that office (regardless of whether the
communication expressly advocates a vote for or against a candidate) and which also is
suggestive of no plausible meaning other than an exhortation to vote for or against a specific
candidate. Nothing in this subparagraph shall be construed to affect the interpretation or
application of section 100.22(b) of title 11, Code of Federal Regulations.

(B) Exceptions

The term "electioneering communication” does not include—

(1) acommunication appearing in a news story, commentary, or editorial distributed
through the facilities of any broadcasting station, unless such facilities are owned or
controlled by any political party, political committee, or candidate;

(if) a communication which constitutes an expenditure or an independent expenditure
under this Act;

(i) a communication which constitutes a candidate debate or forum conducted pursuant to
regulations adopted by the Commission, or which solely promotes such a debate or forum
and is made by or on behalf of the person sponsoring the debate or forum; or

(iv) any other communication exempted under such regulations as the Commission may
promulgate (consistent with the requirements of this paragraph) to ensure the appropriate
implementation of this paragraph, except that under any such regulation a communication
may not be exempted if it meets the requirements of this paragraph and is described in
section 30101(20)(A)(iii) of thistitle.

(C) Targeting to relevant electorate

For purposes of this paragraph, a communication which refersto a clearly identified
candidate for Federal officeis"targeted to the relevant electorate” if the communication can be
received by 50,000 or more persons—

(i) in the district the candidate seeks to represent, in the case of a candidate for

Representative in, or Delegate or Resident Commissioner to, the Congress; or

(i) in the State the candidate seeks to represent, in the case of a candidate for Senator.

(4) Disclosure date

For purposes of this subsection, the term "disclosure date" means—

(A) thefirst date during any calendar year by which a person has made disbursements for the
direct costs of producing or airing electioneering communications aggregating in excess of
$10,000; and

(B) any other date during such calendar year by which a person has made disbursements for
the direct costs of producing or airing electioneering communications aggregating in excess of
$10,000 since the most recent disclosure date for such calendar year.

(5) Contractsto disburse

For purposes of this subsection, a person shall be treated as having made a disbursement if the
person has executed a contract to make the disbursement.

(6) Coordination with other requirements

Any requirement to report under this subsection shall be in addition to any other reporting
requirement under this Act.

(7) Coordination with title 26

Nothing in this subsection may be construed to establish, modify, or otherwise affect the
definition of political activities or electioneering activities (including the definition of participating
in, intervening in, or influencing or attempting to influence a political campaign on behalf of or in
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opposition to any candidate for public office) for purposes of title 26.
(g) Timefor reporting certain expenditures
(1) Expenditures aggr egating $1,000

(A) Initial report

A person (including a political committee) that makes or contracts to make independent
expenditures aggregating $1,000 or more after the 20th day, but more than 24 hours, before the
date of an election shall file areport describing the expenditures within 24 hours.

(B) Additional reports

After aperson files areport under subparagraph (A), the person shall file an additional report
within 24 hours after each time the person makes or contracts to make independent expenditures
aggregating an additional $1,000 with respect to the same election as that to which theinitial
report relates.

(2) Expenditur es aggr egating $10,000

(A) Initial report

A person (including a political committee) that makes or contracts to make independent
expenditures aggregating $10,000 or more at any time up to and including the 20th day before
the date of an election shall file areport describing the expenditures within 48 hours.

(B) Additional reports

After a person files areport under subparagraph (A), the person shall file an additional report
within 48 hours after each time the person makes or contracts to make independent expenditures
aggregating an additional $10,000 with respect to the same election as that to which the initial
report relates.

(3) Place of filing; contents
A report under this subsection—
(A) shall be filed with the Commission; and
(B) shall contain the information required by subsection (b)(6)(B)(iii), including the name of
each candidate whom an expenditure is intended to support or oppose.

(4) Timeof filing for expenditures aggregating $1,000

Notwithstanding subsection (a)(5), the time at which the statement under paragraph (1) is
received by the Commission or any other recipient to whom the notification is required to be sent
shall be considered the time of filing of the statement with the recipient.

(h) Reportsfrom Inaugural Committees

The Federa Election Commission shall make any report filed by an Inaugural Committee under
section 510 of title 36 accessible to the public at the offices of the Commission and on the Internet
not later than 48 hours after the report is received by the Commission.

(i) Disclosur e of bundled contributions

(1) Required disclosure

Each committee described in paragraph (6) shall include in the first report required to be filed
under this section after each covered period (as defined in paragraph (2)) a separate schedule
setting forth the name, address, and employer of each person reasonably known by the committee
to be a person described in paragraph (7) who provided 2 or more bundled contributions to the
committee in an aggregate amount greater than the applicable threshold (as defined in paragraph
(3)) during the covered period, and the aggregate amount of the bundled contributions provided by
each such person during the covered period.

(2) Covered period
In this subsection, a"covered period’ means, with respect to a committee—
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(A) the period beginning January 1 and ending June 30 of each year;

(B) the period beginning July 1 and ending December 31 of each year; and

(C) any reporting period applicable to the committee under this section during which any
person described in paragraph (7) provided 2 or more bundled contributions to the committeein
an aggregate amount greater than the applicable threshold.

(3) Applicable threshold
(A) In general
In this subsection, the "applicable threshold" is $15,000, except that in determining whether
the amount of bundled contributions provided to a committee by a person described in

paragraph (7) exceeds the applicable threshold, there shall be excluded any contribution made
to the committee by the person or the person's spouse.

(B) Indexing

In any calendar year after 2007, section 30116(c)(1)(B) of thistitle shall apply to the amount
applicable under subparagraph (A) in the same manner as such section applies to the limitations
established under subsections (a)(1)(A), (a)(1)(B), (a)(3), and (h) of such section, except that for
purposes of applying such section to the amount applicable under subparagraph (A), the "base
period" shall be 2006.

(4) Public availability

The Commission shall ensure that, to the greatest extent practicable—

(A) information required to be disclosed under this subsection is publicly available through
the Commission website in a manner that is searchable, sortable, and downloadable; and

(B) the Commission's public database containing information disclosed under this subsection
islinked electronically to the websites maintained by the Secretary of the Senate and the Clerk

of the House of Representatives containing information filed pursuant to the L obbying
Disclosure Act of 1995 [2 U.S.C. 1601 et seq.].

(5) Regulations
Not later than 6 months after September 14, 2007, the Commission shall promulgate regulations
to implement this subsection. Under such regulations, the Commission—

(A) may, notwithstanding paragraphs (1) and (2), provide for quarterly filing of the schedule
described in paragraph (1) by a committee which files reports under this section more
frequently than on a quarterly basis;

(B) shall provide guidance to committees with respect to whether a person is reasonably
known by a committee to be a person described in paragraph (7), which shall include a
requirement that committees consult the websites maintained by the Secretary of the Senate and
the Clerk of the House of Representatives containing information filed pursuant to the Lobbying
Disclosure Act of 1995;

(C) may not exempt the activity of a person described in paragraph (7) from disclosure under
this subsection on the grounds that the person is authorized to engage in fundraising for the
committee or any other similar grounds; and

(D) shall provide for the broadest possible disclosure of activities described in this subsection
by persons described in paragraph (7) that is consistent with this subsection.

(6) Committees described

A committee described in this paragraph is an authorized committee of a candidate, aleadership
PAC, or apolitical party committee.
(7) Personsdescribed

A person described in this paragraph is any person, who, at the time a contribution is forwarded
to acommittee as described in paragraph (8)(A)(i) or isreceived by acommittee as described in
paragraph (8)(A)(ii), is—

(A) acurrent registrant under section 4(a) of the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995[2 U.S.C.
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1603(a)];

(B) an individual who islisted on a current registration filed under section 4(b)(6) of such
Act [2 U.S.C. 1603(b)(6)] or a current report under section 5(b)(2)(C) of such Act [2 U.S.C.
1604(b)(2)(O)]; or

(C) apolitica committee established or controlled by such aregistrant or individual.

(8) Definitions
For purposes of this subsection, the following definitions apply:

(A) Bundled contribution

The term "bundled contribution™ means, with respect to a committee described in paragraph
(6) and a person described in paragraph (7), a contribution (subject to the applicable threshol d)
which is—

(i) forwarded from the contributor or contributors to the committee by the person; or

(ii) received by the committee from a contributor or contributors, but credited by the
committee or candidate involved (or, in the case of aleadership PAC, by the individual
referred to in subparagraph (B) involved) to the person through records, designations, or
other means of recognizing that a certain amount of money has been raised by the person.

(B) Leadership PAC

The term "leadership PAC" means, with respect to a candidate for election to Federal office
or an individual holding Federal office, apolitical committee that is directly or indirectly
established, financed, maintained or controlled by the candidate or the individual but whichis
not an authorized committee of the candidate or individual and which is not affiliated with an
authorized committee of the candidate or individual, except that such term does not include a
political committee of a political party.

830106. Federal Election Commission

(a) Establishment; member ship; term of office; vacancies; qualifications; compensation;
chairman and vice chairman

(1) Thereis established acommission to be known as the Federal Election Commission. The
Commission is composed of the Secretary of the Senate and the Clerk of the House of
Representatives or their designees, ex officio and without the right to vote, and 6 members appointed
by the President, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate. No more than 3 members of the
Commission appointed under this paragraph may be affiliated with the same political party.

(2)(A) Members of the Commission shall serve for asingle term of 6 years, except that of the
members first appointed—

(i) two of the members, not affiliated with the same political party, shall be appointed for terms

ending on April 30, 1977,

(i) two of the members, not affiliated with the same political party, shall be appointed for terms
ending on April 30, 1979; and

(iii) two of the members, not affiliated with the same political party, shall be appointed for
terms ending on April 30, 1981.

(B) A member of the Commission may serve on the Commission after the expiration of hisor her
term until his or her successor has taken office as a member of the Commission.

(C) Anindividual appointed to fill avacancy occurring other than by the expiration of aterm of
office shall be appointed only for the unexpired term of the member he or she succeeds.

(D) Any vacancy occurring in the membership of the Commission shall be filled in the same
manner asin the case of the original appointment.

(3) Members shall be chosen on the basis of their experience, integrity, impartiality, and good
judgment and members (other than the Secretary of the Senate and the Clerk of the House of
Representatives) shall be individuals who, at the time appointed to the Commission, are not el ected
or appointed officers or employeesin the executive, legidative, or judicial branch of the Federal
Government. Such members of the Commission shall not engage in any other business, vocation, or
employment. Any individual who is engaging in any other business, vocation, or employment at the
time of hisor her appointment to the Commission shall terminate or liquidate such activity no later
than 90 days after such appointment.

(4) Members of the Commission (other than the Secretary of the Senate and the Clerk of the
House of Representatives) shall receive compensation equivalent to the compensation paid at level
IV of the Executive Schedule (5 U.S.C. 5315).

(5) The Commission shall elect a chairman and a vice chairman from among its members (other
than the Secretary of the Senate and the Clerk of the House of Representatives) for aterm of one
year. A member may serve as chairman only once during any term of office to which such member is
appointed. The chairman and the vice chairman shall not be affiliated with the same political party.
The vice chairman shall act as chairman in the absence or disability of the chairman or in the event
of avacancy in such office.

(b) Administration, enforcement, and formulation of policy; exclusive jurisdiction of civil
enfor cement; Congressional authoritiesor functionswith respect to electionsfor Federal
office

(1) The Commission shall administer, seek to obtain compliance with, and formulate policy with
respect to, this Act and chapter 95 and chapter 96 of title 26. The Commission shall have exclusive
jurisdiction with respect to the civil enforcement of such provisions.

(2) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to limit, restrict, or diminish any investigatory,
informational, oversight, supervisory, or disciplinary authority or function of the Congress or any
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committee of the Congress with respect to elections for Federa office.

(c) Voting requirements; delegation of authorities

All decisions of the Commission with respect to the exercise of its duties and powers under the
provisions of this Act shall be made by a majority vote of the members of the Commission. A
member of the Commission may not delegate to any person his or her vote or any decisionmaking
authority or duty vested in the Commission by the provisions of this Act, except that the affirmative
vote of 4 members of the Commission shall be required in order for the Commission to take any
action in accordance with paragraph (6), (7), (8), or (9) of section 30107(a) of thistitle or with
chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26.

(d) Meetings
The Commission shall meet at least once each month and also at the call of any member.

(e) Rulesfor conduct of activities; judicial notice of seal; principal office

The Commission shall prepare written rules for the conduct of its activities, shall have an official
seal which shall be judicially noticed, and shall have its principal officein or near the District of
Columbia (but it may meet or exercise any of its powers anywhere in the United States).

(f) Staff director and general counsel; appointment and compensation; appointment and
compensation of personnel and procurement of inter mittent services by staff director; use of
assistance, personnel, and facilities of Federal agencies and departments; counsel for defense
of actions

(1) The Commission shall have a staff director and a general counsel who shall be appointed by
the Commission. The staff director shall be paid at arate not to exceed the rate of basic pay in effect
for level 1V of the Executive Schedule (5 U.S.C. 5315). The general counsel shall be paid at arate
not to exceed the rate of basic pay in effect for level V of the Executive Schedule (5 U.S.C. 5316).
With the approval of the Commission, the staff director may appoint and fix the pay of such
additional personnel as he or she considers desirable without regard to the provisions of title 5
governing appointments in the competitive service.

(2) With the approval of the Commission, the staff director may procure temporary and
intermittent services to the same extent as is authorized by section 3109(b) of title 5, but at rates for
individuals not to exceed the daily equivalent of the annual rate of basic pay in effect for grade
GS-15 of the General Schedule (5 U.S.C. 5332).

(3) In carrying out its responsibilities under this Act, the Commission shall, to the fullest extent
practicable, avail itself of the assistance, including personnel and facilities of other agencies and
departments of the United States. The heads of such agencies and departments may make available
to the Commission such personnel, facilities, and other assistance, with or without reimbursement, as
the Commission may request.

(4) Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph (2), the Commission is authorized to appear in
and defend against any action instituted under this Act, either (A) by attorneys employed in its
office, or (B) by counsel whom it may appoint, on atemporary basis as may be necessary for such
purpose, without regard to the provisions of title 5 governing appointments in the competitive
service, and whose compensation it may fix without regard to the provisions of chapter 51 and
subchapter 111 of chapter 53 of such title. The compensation of counsel so appointed on atemporary
basis shall be paid out of any funds otherwise available to pay the compensation of employees of the
Commission.

(1) to require by special or general orders, any person to submit, under oath, such written
reports and answers to questions as the Commission may prescribe;
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(2) to administer oaths or affirmations;

(3) to require by subpena, signed by the chairman or the vice chairman, the attendance and
testimony of witnesses and the production of all documentary evidence relating to the execution of
its duties,

(4) in any proceeding or investigation, to order testimony to be taken by deposition before any
person who is designated by the Commission and has the power to administer oaths and, in such
instances, to compel testimony and the production of evidence in the same manner as authorized
under paragraph (3);

(5) to pay witnesses the same fees and mileage as are paid in like circumstances in the courts of
the United States;

(6) to initiate (through civil actions for injunctive, declaratory, or other appropriate relief),
defend (in the case of any civil action brought under section 30109(a)(8) of thistitle) or appeal any
civil action in the name of the Commission to enforce the provisions of this Act and chapter 95
and chapter 96 of title 26, through its general counsdl;

(7) to render advisory opinions under section 30108 of thistitle;

(8) to develop such prescribed forms and to make, amend, and repeal such rules, pursuant to the
provisions of chapter 5 of title 5, as are necessary to carry out the provisions of this Act and
chapter 95 and chapter 96 of title 26; and

(9) to conduct investigations and hearings expeditiously, to encourage voluntary compliance,
and to report apparent violations to the appropriate law enforcement authorities.

(b) Judicial ordersfor compliance with subpenas and orders of Commission; contempt of court

Upon petition by the Commission, any United States district court within the jurisdiction of which
any inquiry is being carried on may, in case of refusal to obey a subpenaor order of the Commission
issued under subsection (a), issue an order requiring compliance. Any failure to obey the order of the
court may be punished by the court as a contempt thereof.

(c) Civil liability for disclosure of information

No person shall be subject to civil liability to any person (other than the Commission or the United
States) for disclosing information at the request of the Commission.

(d) Concurrent transmissionsto Congressor Member of budget estimates, etc.; prior
submission of legislative recommendations, testimony, or comments on legislation

(1) Whenever the Commission submits any budget estimate or request to the President or the
Office of Management and Budget, it shall concurrently transmit a copy of such estimate or request
to the Congress.

(2) Whenever the Commission submits any legislative recommendation, or testimony, or
comments on legidlation, requested by the Congress or by any Member of the Congress, to the
President or the Office of Management and Budget, it shall concurrently transmit a copy thereof to
the Congress or to the Member requesting the same. No officer or agency of the United States shall
have any authority to require the Commission to submit its legislative recommendations, testimony,
or comments on legidation, to any office or agency of the United States for approval, comments, or
review, prior to the submission of such recommendations, testimony, or comments to the Congress.

(e) Exclusive civil remedy for enfor cement

Except as provided in section 30109(a)(8) of thistitle, the power of the Commission to initiate
civil actions under subsection (a)(6) shall be the exclusive civil remedy for the enforcement of the
provisions of this Act.

(a) Requests by persons, candidates, or authorized committees; subject matter; timefor
response

(1) Not later than 60 days after the Commission receives from a person a complete written request
concerning the application of this Act, chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26, or arule or regulation
prescribed by the Commission, with respect to a specific transaction or activity by the person, the
Commission shall render awritten advisory opinion relating to such transaction or activity to the
person.

(2) If an advisory opinion is requested by a candidate, or any authorized committee of such
candidate, during the 60-day period before any election for Federal office involving the requesting
party, the Commission shall render awritten advisory opinion relating to such request no later than
20 days after the Commission receives a compl ete written request.

(b) Procedures applicableto initial proposal of rulesor regulations, and advisory opinions

Any rule of law which is not stated in this Act or in chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26 may be
initially proposed by the Commission only as arule or regulation pursuant to procedures established
in section 30111(d) of thistitle. No opinion of an advisory nature may be issued by the Commission
or any of its employees except in accordance with the provisions of this section.

(c) Personsentitled to rely upon opinions; scope of protection for good faith reliance

(1) Any advisory opinion rendered by the Commission under subsection (a) may be relied upon
by—
(A) any person involved in the specific transaction or activity with respect to which such
advisory opinion is rendered; and
(B) any person involved in any specific transaction or activity which isindistinguishable in all
its material aspects from the transaction or activity with respect to which such advisory opinion is
rendered.

(2) Notwithstanding any other provisions of law, any person who relies upon any provision or
finding of an advisory opinion in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (1) and who actsin
good faith in accordance with the provisions and findings of such advisory opinion shall not, asa
result of any such act, be subject to any sanction provided by this Act or by chapter 95 or chapter 96
of title 26.

(d) Requests made public; submission of written comments by interested public

The Commission shall make public any request made under subsection (&) for an advisory
opinion. Before rendering an advisory opinion, the Commission shall accept written comments
submitted by any interested party within the 10-day period following the date the request is made
public.

§30109. Enfor cement

(a) Administrative and judicial practice and procedure

(1) Any person who believes aviolation of this Act or of chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26 has
occurred, may file a complaint with the Commission. Such complaint shall be in writing, signed and
sworn to by the person filing such complaint, shall be notarized, and shall be made under penalty of
perjury and subject to the provisions of section 1001 of title 18. Within 5 days after receipt of a
complaint, the Commission shall notify, in writing, any person alleged in the complaint to have
committed such a violation. Before the Commission conducts any vote on the complaint, other than a
vote to dismiss, any person so notified shall have the opportunity to demonstrate, in writing, to the
Commission within 15 days after notification that no action should be taken against such person on
the basis of the complaint. The Commission may not conduct any investigation or take any other
action under this section solely on the basis of a complaint of a person whose identity is not
disclosed to the Commission.

(2) If the Commission, upon receiving a complaint under paragraph (1) or on the basis of
information ascertained in the normal course of carrying out its supervisory responsibilities,
determines, by an affirmative vote of 4 of its members, that it has reason to believe that a person has
committed, or is about to commit, aviolation of this Act or chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26, the
Commission shall, through its chairman or vice chairman, notify the person of the alleged violation.
Such notification shall set forth the factual basis for such alleged violation. The Commission shall
make an investigation of such alleged violation, which may include afield investigation or audit, in
accordance with the provisions of this section.

(3) The general counsal of the Commission shall notify the respondent of any recommendation to
the Commission by the general counsel to proceed to a vote on probable cause pursuant to paragraph
(4)(A)(i). With such notification, the general counsel shall include a brief stating the position of the
general counsel on the legal and factual issues of the case. Within 15 days of receipt of such brief,
respondent may submit a brief stating the position of such respondent on the legal and factual issues
of the case, and replying to the brief of general counsel. Such briefs shall be filed with the Secretary
of the Commission and shall be considered by the Commission before proceeding under paragraph
(4).

(4)(A)(i) Except as provided in clauses 2 (ii) and subparagraph (C), if the Commission determines,
by an affirmative vote of 4 of its members, that there is probable cause to believe that any person has
committed, or is about to commit, aviolation of this Act or of chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26, the
Commission shall attempt, for a period of at least 30 days, to correct or prevent such violation by
informal methods of conference, conciliation, and persuasion, and to enter into a conciliation
agreement with any person involved. Such attempt by the Commission to correct or prevent such
violation may continue for a period of not more than 90 days. The Commission may not enter into a
conciliation agreement under this clause except pursuant to an affirmative vote of 4 of its members.
A conciliation agreement, unless violated, is acomplete bar to any further action by the Commission,
including the bringing of acivil proceeding under paragraph (6)(A).

(i) If any determination of the Commission under clause (i) occurs during the 45-day period
immediately preceding any election, then the Commission shall attempt, for a period of at least 15
days, to correct or prevent the violation involved by the methods specified in clause (i).

(B)(i) No action by the Commission or any person, and no information derived, in connection with
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any conciliation attempt by the Commission under subparagraph (A) may be made public by the
Commission without the written consent of the respondent and the Commission.

(i1) If aconciliation agreement is agreed upon by the Commission and the respondent, the
Commission shall make public any conciliation agreement signed by both the Commission and the
respondent. If the Commission makes a determination that a person has not violated this Act or
chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26, the Commission shall make public such determination.

(C)(i) Notwithstanding subparagraph (A), in the case of aviolation of aqualified disclosure
requirement, the Commission may—

() find that a person committed such a violation on the basis of information obtained pursuant
to the procedures described in paragraphs (1) and (2); and

(1) based on such finding, require the person to pay acivil money penalty in an amount
determined, for violations of each qualified disclosure requirement, under a schedule of penalties
which is established and published by the Commission and which takes into account the amount of
the violation involved, the existence of previous violations by the person, and such other factors as
the Commission considers appropriate.

(it) The Commission may not make any determination adverse to a person under clause (i) until
the person has been given written notice and an opportunity to be heard before the Commission.

(iii) Any person against whom an adverse determination is made under this subparagraph may
obtain areview of such determination in the district court of the United States for the district in
which the person resides, or transacts business, by filing in such court (prior to the expiration of the
30-day period which begins on the date the person receives notification of the determination) a
written petition requesting that the determination be modified or set aside.

(iv) In this subparagraph, the term "qualified disclosure requirement” means any requirement of—

(1) subsections 2 (a), (c), (€), (f), (g), or (i) of section 30104 of thistitle; or
(1) section 30105 of thistitle.

(v) This subparagraph shall apply with respect to violations that relate to reporting periods that
begin on or after January 1, 2000, and that end on or before December 31, 2033.

(5)(A) If the Commission believes that a violation of this Act or of chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title
26 has been committed, a conciliation agreement entered into by the Commission under paragraph
(4)(A) may include a requirement that the person involved in such conciliation agreement shall pay a
civil penalty which does not exceed the greater of $5,000 or an amount equal to any contribution or
expenditure involved in such violation.

(B) If the Commission believes that a knowing and willful violation of this Act or of chapter 95 or
chapter 96 of title 26 has been committed, a conciliation agreement entered into by the Commission
under paragraph (4)(A) may require that the person involved in such conciliation agreement shall
pay acivil penalty which does not exceed the greater of $10,000 or an amount equal to 200 percent
of any contribution or expenditure involved in such violation (or, in the case of aviolation of section
30122 of thistitle, which is not less than 300 percent of the amount involved in the violation and is
not more than the greater of $50,000 or 1,000 percent of the amount involved in the violation).

(C) If the Commission by an affirmative vote of 4 of its members, determines that thereis
probable cause to believe that a knowing and willful violation of this Act which is subject to
subsection (d), or aknowing and willful violation of chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26, has
occurred or is about to occur, it may refer such apparent violation to the Attorney General of the
United States without regard to any limitations set forth in paragraph (4)(A).

(D) In any case in which a person has entered into a conciliation agreement with the Commission
under paragraph (4)(A), the Commission may institute a civil action for relief under paragraph (6)(A)
if it believes that the person has violated any provision of such conciliation agreement. For the
Commission to obtain relief in any civil action, the Commission need only establish that the person
has violated, in whole or in part, any requirement of such conciliation agreement.

(6)(A) If the Commission is unable to correct or prevent any violation of this Act or of chapter 95
or chapter 96 of title 26, by the methods specified in paragraph (4), the Commission may, upon an
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affirmative vote of 4 of its members, institute a civil action for relief, including a permanent or
temporary injunction, restraining order, or any other appropriate order (including an order for acivil
penalty which does not exceed the greater of $5,000 or an amount equal to any contribution or
expenditure involved in such violation) in the district court of the United States for the district in
which the person against whom such action is brought is found, resides, or transacts business.

(B) In any civil action ingtituted by the Commission under subparagraph (A), the court may grant
apermanent or temporary injunction, restraining order, or other order, including acivil penalty
which does not exceed the greater of $5,000 or an amount equal to any contribution or expenditure
involved in such violation, upon a proper showing that the person involved has committed, or is
about to commit (if the relief sought is a permanent or temporary injunction or arestraining order), a
violation of this Act or chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26.

(C) Inany civil action for relief instituted by the Commission under subparagraph (A), if the court
determines that the Commission has established that the person involved in such civil action has
committed a knowing and willful violation of this Act or of chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26, the
court may impose a civil penalty which does not exceed the greater of $10,000 or an amount equal to
200 percent of any contribution or expenditure involved in such violation (or, in the case of a
violation of section 30122 of thistitle, which is not less than 300 percent of the amount involved in
the violation and is not more than the greater of $50,000 or 1,000 percent of the amount involved in
the violation).

(7) In any action brought under paragraph (5) or (6), subpenas for witnesses who are required to
attend a United States district court may run into any other district.

(8)(A) Any party aggrieved by an order of the Commission dismissing a complaint filed by such
party under paragraph (1), or by afailure of the Commission to act on such complaint during the
120-day period beginning on the date the complaint is filed, may file a petition with the United
States District Court for the District of Columbia.

(B) Any petition under subparagraph (A) shall be filed, in the case of adismissal of acomplaint by
the Commission, within 60 days after the date of the dismissal.

(C) In any proceeding under this paragraph the court may declare that the dismissal of the
complaint or the failure to act is contrary to law, and may direct the Commission to conform with
such declaration within 30 days, failing which the complainant may bring, in the name of such
complainant, acivil action to remedy the violation involved in the original complaint.

(9) Any judgment of adistrict court under this subsection may be appealed to the court of appeals,
and the judgment of the court of appeals affirming or setting aside, in whole or in part, any such
order of the district court shall be final, subject to review by the Supreme Court of the United States
upon certiorari or certification as provided in section 1254 of title 28.

Before taking any action under subsection (a) against any person who has failed to file areport
required under section 30104(a)(2)(A)(iii) of thistitle for the calendar quarter immediately preceding
the election involved, or in accordance with section 30104(a)(2)(A)(i) of thistitle, the Commission
shall notify the person of such failureto file the required reports. If a satisfactory responseis not
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received within 4 business days after the date of notification, the Commission shall, pursuant to
section 30111(a)(7) of thistitle, publish before the el ection the name of the person and the report or
reports such person has failed to file.

(c) Reports by Attorney General of apparent violations

Whenever the Commission refers an apparent violation to the Attorney General, the Attorney
General shall report to the Commission any action taken by the Attorney General regarding the
apparent violation. Each report shall be transmitted within 60 days after the date the Commission
refers an apparent violation, and every 30 days thereafter until the final disposition of the apparent
violation.

(d) Penalties; defenses; mitigation of offenses

(1D)(A) Any person who knowingly and willfully commits aviolation of any provision of this Act
which involves the making, receiving, or reporting of any contribution, donation, or expenditure—
(i) aggregating $25,000 or more during a calendar year shall be fined under title 18, or
imprisoned for not more than 5 years, or both; or
(i1) aggregating $2,000 or more (but less than $25,000) during a calendar year shall be fined
under such title, or imprisoned for not more than 1 year, or both.

(B) In the case of a knowing and willful violation of section 30118(b)(3) of thistitle, the penalties
set forth in this subsection shall apply to aviolation involving an amount aggregating $250 or more
during a calendar year. Such violation of section 30118(b)(3) of thistitle may incorporate a violation
of section 30119(b), 30122, or 30123 of thistitle.

(C) Inthe case of aknowing and willful violation of section 30124 of thistitle, the penalties set
forth in this subsection shall apply without regard to whether the making, receiving, or reporting of a
contribution or expenditure of $1,000 or more isinvolved.

(D) Any person who knowingly and willfully commits aviolation of section 30122 of thistitle
involving an amount aggregating more than $10,000 during a calendar year shall be—

(i) imprisoned for not more than 2 yearsif the amount is less than $25,000 (and subject to
imprisonment under subparagraph (A) if the amount is $25,000 or more);
(it) fined not less than 300 percent of the amount involved in the violation and not more than the
greater of—
(1) $50,000; or
(11) 1,000 percent of the amount involved in the violation; or

(iii) both imprisoned under clause (i) and fined under clause (ii).

(2) In any criminal action brought for a violation of any provision of this Act or of chapter 95 or
chapter 96 of title 26, any defendant may evidence their lack of knowledge or intent to commit the
alleged violation by introducing as evidence a conciliation agreement entered into between the
defendant and the Commission under subsection (a)(4)(A) which specifically deals with the act or
failure to act constituting such violation and which is still in effect.

(3) In any criminal action brought for a violation of any provision of this Act or of chapter 95 or
chapter 96 of title 26, the court before which such action is brought shall take into account, in
weighing the seriousness of the violation and in considering the appropriateness of the penalty to be
imposed if the defendant is found guilty, whether—

(A) the specific act or failure to act which constitutes the violation for which the action was
brought is the subject of a conciliation agreement entered into between the defendant and the
Commission under subparagraph (a)(4)(A);

(B) the conciliation agreement is in effect; and

(C) the defendant is, with respect to the violation involved, in compliance with the conciliation
agreement.

The Commission, the national committee of any political party, or any individua eligibleto vote
in any election for the office of President may institute such actions in the appropriate district court
of the United States, including actions for declaratory judgment, as may be appropriate to construe
the constitutionality of any provision of this Act.

"(a) SPECIAL RULES FOR ACTIONS BROUGHT ON CONSTITUTIONAL GROUNDS.—If any action
is brought for declaratory or injunctive relief to challenge the constitutionality of any provision of this Act
[see Tablesfor classification] or any amendment made by this Act, the following rules shall apply:

"(1) The action shall be filed in the United States District Court for the District of Columbia and shall
be heard by a 3-judge court convened pursuant to section 2284 of title 28, United States Code.

"(2) A copy of the complaint shall be delivered promptly to the Clerk of the House of Representatives
and the Secretary of the Senate.

"(3) A final decision in the action shall be reviewable only by appeal directly to the Supreme Court of
the United States. Such appeal shall be taken by the filing of a notice of appeal within 10 days, and the
filing of ajurisdictional statement within 30 days, of the entry of the final decision.

"(4) It shall be the duty of the United States District Court for the District of Columbia and the
Supreme Court of the United States to advance on the docket and to expedite to the greatest possible extent
the disposition of the action and appeal .

"(b) INTERVENTION BY MEMBERS OF CONGRESS.—In any action in which the constitutionality of
any provision of this Act or any amendment made by this Act israised (including but not limited to an action
described in subsection (a)), any member of the House of Representatives (including a Delegate or Resident
Commissioner to the Congress) or Senate shall have the right to intervene either in support of or opposition to
the position of a party to the case regarding the constitutionality of the provision or amendment. To avoid
duplication of efforts and reduce the burdens placed on the parties to the action, the court in any such action
may make such orders as it considers necessary, including ordersto require intervenors taking similar
positions to file joint papers or to be represented by a single attorney at oral argument.

"(c) CHALLENGE BY MEMBERS OF CONGRESS.—Any Member of Congress may bring an action,
subject to the special rules described in subsection (a), for declaratory or injunctive relief to challenge the
constitutionality of any provision of this Act or any amendment made by this Act.

"(d) APPLICABILITY.—

"(1) INITIAL CLAIMS.—With respect to any action initially filed on or before December 31, 2006,
the provisions of subsection (a) shall apply with respect to each action described in such section.

"(2) SUBSEQUENT ACTIONS.—With respect to any action initially filed after December 31, 2006,
the provisions of subsection (a) shall not apply to any action described in such section unless the person
filing such action elects such provisionsto apply to the action.”

830111. Administrative provisions

(a) Duties of Commission

The Commission shall—

(1) prescribe forms necessary to implement this Act;

(2) prepare, publish, and furnish to all persons required to file reports and statements under this
Act amanua recommending uniform methods of bookkeeping and reporting;

(3) develop afiling, coding, and cross-indexing system consistent with the purposes of this Act;
(4) within 48 hours after the time of the receipt by the Commission of reports and statements
filed with it, make them available for public inspection, and copying, at the expense of the person
requesting such copying, except that any information copied from such reports or statements may
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not be sold or used by any person for the purpose of soliciting contributions or for commercia
purposes, other than using the name and address of any political committee to solicit contributions
from such committee. A political committee may submit 10 pseudonyms on each report filed in
order to protect against the illegal use of names and addresses of contributors, provided such
committee attaches alist of such pseudonyms to the appropriate report. The Secretary or the
Commission shall exclude these lists from the public record,;

(5) keep such designations, reports, and statements for a period of 10 years from the date of
receipt, except that designations, reports, and statements that relate solely to candidates for the
House of Representatives shall be kept for 5 years from the date of their receipt;

(6)(A) compile and maintain a cumulative index of designations, reports, and statements filed
under this Act, which index shall be published at regular intervals and made available for purchase
directly or by mail;

(B) compile, maintain, and revise a separate cumulative index of reports and statements filed by
multi-candidate committees, including in such index alist of multi-candidate committees; and

(C) compile and maintain alist of multi-candidate committees, which shall be revised and made
available monthly;

(7) prepare and publish periodically lists of authorized committees which fail to file reports as
required by this Act;

(8) prescribe rules, regulations, and forms to carry out the provisions of this Act, in accordance
with the provisions of subsection (d); and

(9) transmit to the President and to each House of the Congress no later than June 1 of each
year, areport which states in detail the activities of the Commission in carrying out its duties
under this Act, and any recommendations for any legislative or other action the Commission
considers appropriate.

(b) Auditsand field investigations

The Commission may conduct audits and field investigations of any political committee required
to file areport under section 30104 of thistitle. All audits and field investigations concerning the
verification for, and receipt and use of, any payments received by a candidate or committee under
chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26 shall be given priority. Prior to conducting any audit under this
subsection, the Commission shall perform an internal review of reports filed by selected committees
to determineif the reportsfiled by a particular committee meet the threshold requirements for
substantial compliance with the Act. Such thresholds for compliance shall be established by the
Commission. The Commission may, upon an affirmative vote of 4 of its members, conduct an audit
and field investigation of any committee which does meet the threshold requirements established by
the Commission. Such audit shall be commenced within 30 days of such vote, except that any audit
of an authorized committee of a candidate, under the provisions of this subsection, shall be
commenced within 6 months of the election for which such committee is authorized.

(c) Statutory provisions applicableto forms and information-gathering activities
Any forms prescribed by the Commission under subsection (a)(1), and any information-gathering

activities of the Commission under this Act, shall not be subject to the provisions of section 3512 1
of title 44.

(d) Rules, regulations, or forms; issuance, procedures applicable, etc.

(1) Before prescribing any rule, regulation, or form under this section or any other provision of
this Act, the Commission shall transmit a statement with respect to such rule, regulation, or form to
the Senate and the House of Representatives, in accordance with this subsection. Such statement
shall set forth the proposed rule, regulation, or form, and shall contain a detailed explanation and
justification of it.

(2) If either House of the Congress does not disapprove by resolution any proposed rule or
regulation submitted by the Commission under this section within 30 |legidlative days after the date
of the receipt of such proposed rule or regulation or within 10 legidlative days after the date of
receipt of such proposed form, the Commission may prescribe such rule, regulation, or form.
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(3) For purposes of this subsection, the term "legislative day" means, with respect to statements
transmitted to the Senate, any calendar day on which the Senate isin session, and with respect to
statements transmitted to the House of Representatives, any calendar day on which the House of
Representativesisin session.

(4) For purposes of this subsection, theterms"rule" and "regulation” mean a provision or series of
interrelated provisions stating a single, separable rule of law.

(5)(A) A motion to discharge a committee of the Senate from the consideration of a resolution
relating to any such rule, regulation, or form or amotion to proceed to the consideration of such a
resolution, is highly privileged and shall be decided without debate.

(B) Whenever acommittee of the House of Representatives reports any resolution relating to any
such form, rule or regulation, it is at any time thereafter in order (even though a previous motion to
the same effect has been disagreed to) to move to proceed to the consideration of the resolution. The
motion is highly privileged and is not debatable. An amendment to the motion is not in order, and is
not in order to move to reconsider the vote by which the motion is agreed to or disagreed with.

(e) Scope of protection for good faith reliance upon rules or regulations

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, any person who relies upon any rule or regulation
prescribed by the Commission in accordance with the provisions of this section and who actsin good
faith in accordance with such rule or regulation shall not, as aresult of such act, be subject to any
sanction provided by this Act or by chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26.

(f) Promulgation of rules, regulations, and forms by Commission and Internal Revenue
Service; report to Congress on cooper ative efforts

In prescribing such rules, regulations, and forms under this section, the Commission and the
Internal Revenue Service shall consult and work together to promulgate rules, regulations, and forms
which are mutually consistent. The Commission shall report to the Congress annually on the steps it
has taken to comply with this subsection.

830114. Use of contributed amountsfor certain purposes

(a) Permitted uses

A contribution accepted by a candidate, and any other donation received by an individual as
support for activities of the individual as a holder of Federal office, may be used by the candidate or
individual—

(2) for otherwise authorized expenditures in connection with the campaign for Federal office of
the candidate or individual;

(2) for ordinary and necessary expenses incurred in connection with duties of the individual asa
holder of Federal office;

(3) for contributions to an organization described in section 170(c) of title 26;

(4) for transfers, without limitation, to a national, State, or local committee of a political party;

(5) for donations to State and local candidates subject to the provisions of State law; or

(6) for any other lawful purpose unless prohibited by subsection (b) of this section.

(b) Prohibited use
(D) In general

A contribution or donation described in subsection (a) shall not be converted by any person to
personal use.

(2) Conversion

For the purposes of paragraph (1), a contribution or donation shall be considered to be
converted to personal use if the contribution or amount is used to fulfill any commitment,
obligation, or expense of a person that would exist irrespective of the candidate's election
campaign or individual's duties as a holder of Federal office, including—

(A) ahome mortgage, rent, or utility payment;

(B) aclothing purchase;

(C) anoncampaign-related automobile expense;

(D) acountry club membership;

(E) avacation or other noncampaign-related trip;

(F) ahousehold food item;

(G) atuition payment;

(H) admission to a sporting event, concert, theater, or other form of entertainment not
associated with an election campaign; and

(I dues, fees, and other payments to a health club or recreational facility.

(c) Restrictions on use of campaign fundsfor flights on noncommer cial air cr aft
() In general
Notwithstanding any other provision of this Act, a candidate for election for Federal office
(other than a candidate who is subject to paragraph (2)), or any authorized committee of such a
candidate, may not make any expenditure for aflight on an aircraft unless—

(A) the aircraft is operated by an air carrier or commercial operator certificated by the Federal
Aviation Administration and the flight is required to be conducted under air carrier safety rules,
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or, in the case of travel which is abroad, by an air carrier or commercial operator certificated by
an appropriate foreign civil aviation authority and the flight is required to be conducted under
air carrier safety rules; or

(B) the candidate, the authorized committee, or other political committee pays to the owner,
lessee, or other person who provides the airplane the pro rata share of the fair market value of
such flight (as determined by dividing the fair market value of the normal and usual charter fare
or rental charge for acomparable plane of comparable size by the number of candidates on the
flight) within acommercially reasonable time frame after the date on which the flight is taken.

(2) House candidates

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Act, in the case of a candidate for election for the
office of Representativein, or Delegate or Resident Commissioner to, the Congress, an authorized
committee and a leadership PAC of the candidate may not make any expenditure for aflight on an
aircraft unless—

(A) the aircraft is operated by an air carrier or commercial operator certificated by the Federal
Aviation Administration and the flight is required to be conducted under air carrier safety rules,
or, in the case of travel which is abroad, by an air carrier or commercial operator certificated by
an appropriate foreign civil aviation authority and the flight is required to be conducted under
air carrier safety rules; or

(B) the aircraft is operated by an entity of the Federal government or the government of any
State.

(3) Exception for aircraft owned or leased by candidate
(A) In general
Paragraphs (1) and (2) do not apply to aflight on an aircraft owned or leased by the candidate
involved or an immediate family member of the candidate (including an aircraft owned by an
entity that is not a public corporation in which the candidate or an immediate family member of

the candidate has an ownership interest), so long as the candidate does not use the aircraft more
than the candidate's or immediate family member's proportionate share of ownership allows.

830116. L imitations on contributions and expenditures

(a) Dallar limits on contributions
(1) Except as provided in subsection (i) and section 30117 of thistitle, no person shall make
contributions—

(A) to any candidate and his authorized political committees with respect to any election for
Federal office which, in the aggregate, exceed $2,000;

(B) to the political committees established and maintained by a national political party, which
are not the authorized political committees of any candidate, in any calendar year which, in the
aggregate, exceed $25,000, or, in the case of contributions made to any of the accounts described
in paragraph (9), exceed 300 percent of the amount otherwise applicable under this subparagraph
with respect to such calendar year;

(C) to any other political committee (other than a committee described in subparagraph (D)) in
any calendar year which, in the aggregate, exceed $5,000; or

(D) to apolitica committee established and maintained by a State committee of a political party
in any calendar year which, in the aggregate, exceed $10,000.

(2) No multicandidate political committee shall make contributions—

(A) to any candidate and his authorized political committees with respect to any election for
Federal office which, in the aggregate, exceed $5,000;

(B) to the political committees established and maintained by a national political party, which
are not the authorized political committees of any candidate, in any calendar year, which, in the
aggregate, exceed $15,000, or, in the case of contributions made to any of the accounts described
in paragraph (9), exceed 300 percent of the amount otherwise applicable under this subparagraph
with respect to such calendar year; or

(C) to any other political committee in any calendar year which, in the aggregate, exceed
$5,000.

(3) During the period which begins on January 1 of an odd-numbered year and ends on December
31 of the next even-numbered year, no individual may make contributions aggregating more than—
(A) $37,500, in the case of contributions to candidates and the authorized committees of
candidates,
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(B) $57,500, in the case of any other contributions, of which not more than $37,500 may be
attributable to contributions to political committees which are not political committees of national
political parties.

(4) The limitations on contributions contained in paragraphs (1) and (2) do not apply to transfers
between and among political committees which are national, State, district, or local committees
(including any subordinate committee thereof) of the same political party. For purposes of paragraph
(2), the term "multicandidate political committee” means a political committee which has been
registered under section 30103 of thistitle for a period of not less than 6 months, which has received
contributions from more than 50 persons, and, except for any State political party organization, has
made contributionsto 5 or more candidates for Federa office.

(5) For purposes of the limitations provided by paragraph (1) and paragraph (2), all contributions
made by political committees established or financed or maintained or controlled by any corporation,
labor organization, or any other person, including any parent, subsidiary, branch, division,
department, or local unit of such corporation, labor organization, or any other person, or by any
group of such persons, shall be considered to have been made by a single political committee, except
that (A) nothing in this sentence shall limit transfers between political committees of funds raised
through joint fund raising efforts; (B) for purposes of the limitations provided by paragraph (1) and
paragraph (2) all contributions made by a single political committee established or financed or
maintained or controlled by a national committee of a political party and by a single political
committee established or financed or maintained or controlled by the State committee of a political
party shall not be considered to have been made by a single political committee; and (C) nothing in
this section shall limit the transfer of funds between the principal campaign committee of a candidate
seeking nomination or election to a Federa office and the principal campaign committee of that
candidate for nomination or election to another Federal officeif (i) such transfer is not made when
the candidate is actively seeking nomination or election to both such offices; (ii) the limitations
contained in this Act on contributions by persons are not exceeded by such transfer; and (iii) the
candidate has not elected to receive any funds under chapter 95 or chapter 96 of title 26. In any case
in which a corporation and any of its subsidiaries, branches, divisions, departments, or local units, or
alabor organization and any of its subsidiaries, branches, divisions, departments, or local units
establish or finance or maintain or control more than one separate segregated fund, all such separate
segregated funds shall be treated as a single separate segregated fund for purposes of the limitations
provided by paragraph (1) and paragraph (2).

(6) The limitations on contributions to a candidate imposed by paragraphs (1) and (2) of this
subsection shall apply separately with respect to each election, except that all elections held in any
calendar year for the office of President of the United States (except a general election for such
office) shall be considered to be one election.

(7) For purposes of this subsection—

(A) contributions to a named candidate made to any political committee authorized by such
candidate to accept contributions on his behalf shall be considered to be contributions made to
such candidate;

(B)(i) expenditures made by any person in cooperation, consultation, or concert, with, or at the
request or suggestion of, a candidate, his authorized political committees, or their agents, shall be
considered to be a contribution to such candidate;

(i) expenditures made by any person (other than a candidate or candidate's authorized
committee) in cooperation, consultation, or concert with, or at the request or suggestion of, a
national, State, or local committee of a political party, shall be considered to be contributions
made to such party committee; and

(i) the financing by any person of the dissemination, distribution, or republication, in whole or
in part, of any broadcast or any written, graphic, or other form of campaign materials prepared by
the candidate, his campaign committees, or their authorized agents shall be considered to be an
expenditure for purposes of this paragraph; and 1

(C) if—
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(i) any person makes, or contracts to make, any disbursement for any electioneering
communication (within the meaning of section 30104(f)(3) of thistitle); and

(i1) such disbursement is coordinated with a candidate or an authorized committee of such
candidate, a Federal, State, or local political party or committee thereof, or an agent or official
of any such candidate, party, or committee;

such disbursement or contracting shall be treated as a contribution to the candidate supported by
the electioneering communication or that candidate's party and as an expenditure by that candidate
or that candidate's party; and

(D) contributions made to or for the benefit of any candidate nominated by a political party for
election to the office of Vice President of the United States shall be considered to be contributions
made to or for the benefit of the candidate of such party for election to the office of President of
the United States.

(8) For purposes of the limitations imposed by this section, all contributions made by a person,
either directly or indirectly, on behalf of a particular candidate, including contributions which arein
any way earmarked or otherwise directed through an intermediary or conduit to such candidate, shall
be treated as contributions from such person to such candidate. The intermediary or conduit shall
report the original source and the intended recipient of such contribution to the Commission and to
the intended recipient.

(9) An account described in this paragraph is any of the following accounts:

(A) A separate, segregated account of a national committee of apolitical party (other than a
national congressional campaign committee of a political party) which is used solely to defray
expenses incurred with respect to a presidential nominating convention (including the payment of
deposits) or to repay loans the proceeds of which were used to defray such expenses, or otherwise
to restore funds used to defray such expenses, except that the aggregate amount of expenditures
the national committee of a political party may make from such account may not exceed
$20,000,000 with respect to any single convention.

(B) A separate, segregated account of a national committee of a political party (including a
national congressional campaign committee of a political party) which is used solely to defray
expenses incurred with respect to the construction, purchase, renovation, operation, and furnishing
of one or more headquarters buildings of the party or to repay |oans the proceeds of which were
used to defray such expenses, or otherwise to restore funds used to defray such expenses
(including expenses for obligations incurred during the 2-year period which ends on December 16,
2014).

(C) A separate, segregated account of a national committee of a political party (including a
national congressional campaign committee of a political party) which is used to defray expenses
incurred with respect to the preparation for and the conduct of election recounts and contests and
other legal proceedings.

(b) Dollar limitson expenditures by candidates for office of President of United States

(2) No candidate for the office of President of the United States who is eligible under section 9003
of title 26 (relating to condition for eligibility for payments) or under section 9033 of title 26
(relating to eligibility for payments) to receive payments from the Secretary of the Treasury may
make expenditures in excess of —

(A) $10,000,000, in the case of acampaign for nomination for election to such office, except
the aggregate of expenditures under this subparagraph in any one State shall not exceed the greater
of 16 cents multiplied by the voting age population of the State (as certified under subsection (e)),
or $200,000; or

(B) $20,000,000 in the case of a campaign for election to such office.

(2) For purposes of this subsection—
(A) expenditures made by or on behalf of any candidate nominated by a political party for
election to the office of Vice President of the United States shall be considered to be expenditures
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made by or on behalf of the candidate of such party for election to the office of President of the
United States; and
(B) an expenditure is made on behalf of a candidate, including avice presidential candidate, if it
is made by—
(i) an authorized committee or any other agent of the candidate for purposes of making any
expenditure; or
(i) any person authorized or requested by the candidate, an authorized committee of the
candidate, or an agent of the candidate, to make the expenditure.

(c) Increaseson limitsbased on increasesin price index

(1)(A) At the beginning of each calendar year (commencing in 1976), as there become available
necessary data from the Bureau of Labor Statistics of the Department of Labor, the Secretary of
Labor shall certify to the Commission and publish in the Federal Register the percent difference
between the price index for the 12 months preceding the beginning of such calendar year and the
price index for the base period.

(B) Except as provided in subparagraph (C), in any calendar year after 2002—

(i) alimitation established by subsections (a)(1)(A), (8)(1)(B), (&)(3), (b), (d), or (h) shall be

increased by the percent difference determined under subparagraph (A);

(i) each amount so increased shall remain in effect for the calendar year; and

(d) Expenditures by national committee, State committee, or subordinate committee of State

(1) Notwithstanding any other provision of law with respect to limitations on expenditures or
limitations on contributions, the national committee of a political party and a State committee of a
political party, including any subordinate committee of a State committee, may make expendituresin
connection with the general election campaign of candidates for Federal office, subject to the
limitations contained in paragraphs (2), (3), and (4) of this subsection.

(2) The national committee of apolitical party may not make any expenditure in connection with
the general election campaign of any candidate for President of the United States who is affiliated
with such party which exceeds an amount equal to 2 cents multiplied by the voting age popul ation of
the United States (as certified under subsection (€)). Any expenditure under this paragraph shall bein
addition to any expenditure by a national committee of a political party serving as the principal
campaign committee of a candidate for the office of President of the United States.

(3) The national committee of apolitical party, or a State committee of a political party, including
any subordinate committee of a State committee, may not make any expenditure in connection with
the general election campaign of a candidate for Federal office in a State who is affiliated with such
party which exceeds—

(A) inthe case of a candidate for election to the office of Senator, or of Representative from a

State which is entitled to only one Representative, the greater of—

(i) 2 cents multiplied by the voting age population of the State (as certified under subsection

(e)); or

(ii) $20,000; and

(B) in the case of a candidate for election to the office of Representative, Delegate, or Resident
Commissioner in any other State, $10,000.

(4) INDEPENDENT VERSUS COORDINATED EXPENDITURES BY PARTY .—
(A) IN GENERAL.—On or after the date on which a political party nominates a candidate, no
committee of the political party may make—

() any coordinated expenditure under this subsection with respect to the candidate during the
election cycle at any time after it makes any independent expenditure (as defined in section
30101(17) of thistitle) with respect to the candidate during the election cycle; or

(i) any independent expenditure (as defined in section 30101(17) of thistitle) with respect to
the candidate during the election cycle at any time after it makes any coordinated expenditure
under this subsection with respect to the candidate during the election cycle.

(B) APPLICATION.—For purposes of this paragraph, all political committees established and
maintained by a national political party (including al congressional campaign committees) and all
political committees established and maintained by a State political party (including any
subordinate committee of a State committee) shall be considered to be asingle political
committee.

(C) TRANSFERS.—A committee of a political party that makes coordinated expenditures
under this subsection with respect to a candidate shall not, during an election cycle, transfer any
funds to, assign authority to make coordinated expenditures under this subsection to, or receive a
transfer of funds from, a committee of the political party that has made or intends to make an
independent expenditure with respect to the candidate.

(5) The limitations contained in paragraphs (2), (3), and (4) of this subsection shall not apply to
expenditures made from any of the accounts described in subsection (a)(9).

(e) Certification and publication of estimated voting age population

During the first week of January 1975, and every subsequent year, the Secretary of Commerce
shall certify to the Commission and publish in the Federal Register an estimate of the voting age
population of the United States, of each State, and of each congressional district as of the first day of
July next preceding the date of certification. The term "voting age population” means resident
population, 18 years of age or older.

(f) Prohibited contributions and expenditures

No candidate or political committee shall knowingly accept any contribution or make any
expenditure in violation of the provisions of this section. No officer or employee of a political
committee shall knowingly accept a contribution made for the benefit or use of a candidate, or
knowingly make any expenditure on behalf of a candidate, in violation of any limitation imposed on
contributions and expenditures under this section.

(g) Attribution of multi-State expendituresto candidate's expenditure limitation in each State

The Commission shall prescribe rules under which any expenditure by a candidate for presidential
nominations for use in 2 or more States shall be attributed to such candidate's expenditure limitation
in each such State, based on the voting age population in such State which can reasonably be
expected to be influenced by such expenditure.

(h) Senatorial candidates

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Act, amounts totaling not more than $35,000 may be
contributed to a candidate for nomination for election, or for election, to the United States Senate
during the year in which an election is held in which he is such a candidate, by the Republican or
Democratic Senatorial Campaign Committee, or the national committee of a political party, or any
combination of such committees.

In this subsection, the threshold amount with respect to an election cycle of a candidate

In this subparagraph, the term "voting age population" means in the case of a candidate for
the office of Senator, the voting age population of the State of the candidate (as certified
under subsection (€)).

(1) the aggregate amount of 50 percent of gross receipts of the opposing candidate's
authorized committee during any election cycle (not including contributions from personal
funds of the candidate) that may be expended in connection with the election, as
determined on June 30 and December 31 of the year preceding the year in which a generd
electionisheld.

(2) Timeto accept contributions under increased limit

(A) In general
Subject to subparagraph (B), a candidate and the candidate's authorized committee shall not
accept any contribution, and a party committee shall not make any expenditure, under the
increased limit under paragraph (1)—
(i) until the candidate has received notification of the opposition personal funds amount
under section 30104(a)(6)(B) of thistitle; and
(ii) to the extent that such contribution, when added to the aggregate amount of
contributions previously accepted and party expenditures previously made under the
increased limits under this subsection for the election cycle, exceeds 110 percent of the
opposition personal funds amount.

The aggregate amount of contributions accepted by a candidate or a candidate's authorized
committee under the increased limit under paragraph (1) and not otherwise expended in
connection with the election with respect to which such contributions relate shall, not later than
50 days after the date of such election, be used in the manner described in subparagraph (B).

(B) Return to contributors

A candidate or a candidate's authorized committee shall return the excess contribution to the
person who made the contribution.

() Limitation on repayment of personal loans

Any candidate who incurs personal |oans made after the effective date of the Bipartisan Campaign
Reform Act of 2002 in connection with the candidate's campaign for election shall not repay
(directly or indirectly), to the extent such loans exceed $250,000, such loans from any contributions
made to such candidate or any authorized committee of such candidate after the date of such
election.

Subject to paragraph (3), if the opposition personal funds amount with respect to a candidate for
election to the office of Representative in, or Delegate or Resident Commissioner to, the Congress
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exceeds $350,000—
(A\) the limit under subsection (a)(1)(A) € with respect to the candidate shall be tripled;

(B) the limit under subsection (a)(3)  shall not apply with respect to any contribution made
with respect to the candidate if the contribution is made under the increased limit allowed under
subparagraph (A) during a period in which the candidate may accept such a contribution; and

(C) the limits under subsection (d) € with respect to any expenditure by a State or national
committee of apolitical party on behalf of the candidate shall not apply.

(2) Determination of opposition personal funds amount

(A) In general
The opposition personal funds amount is an amount equal to the excess (if any) of—
(i) the greatest aggregate amount of expenditures from personal funds (as defined in
subsection (b)(1)) that an opposing candidate in the same el ection makes; over
(i1) the aggregate amount of expenditures from personal funds made by the candidate with
respect to the election.

(B) Special rulefor candidate's campaign funds

(i) In general

For purposes of determining the aggregate amount of expenditures from personal funds
under subparagraph (A), such amount shall include the gross receipts advantage of the
candidate's authorized committee.

(ii) Grossreceipts advantage

For purposes of clause (i), the term "gross receipts advantage” means the excess, if any,
of —

() the aggregate amount of 50 percent of gross receipts of a candidate's authorized
committee during any election cycle (not including contributions from personal funds of
the candidate) that may be expended in connection with the election, as determined on
June 30 and December 31 of the year preceding the year in which ageneral election is
held, over

(1) the aggregate amount of 50 percent of gross receipts of the opposing candidate's
authorized committee during any election cycle (not including contributions from personal
funds of the candidate) that may be expended in connection with the election, as
determined on June 30 and December 31 of the year preceding the year in which ageneral
electionisheld.

(3) Timeto accept contributions under increased limit

(A) In general
Subject to subparagraph (B), a candidate and the candidate's authorized committee shall not
accept any contribution, and a party committee shall not make any expenditure, under the
increased limit under paragraph (1)—
(i) until the candidate has received notification of the opposition personal funds amount
under subsection (b)(1); and
(i) to the extent that such contribution, when added to the aggregate amount of
contributions previously accepted and party expenditures previously made under the
increased limits under this subsection for the election cycle, exceeds 100 percent of the
opposition personal funds amount.

(B) Effect of withdrawal of an opposing candidate

A candidate and a candidate's authorized committee shall not accept any contribution and a
party shall not make any expenditure under the increased limit after the date on which an
opposing candidate ceases to be a candidate to the extent that the amount of such increased limit
is attributable to such an opposing candidate.
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(4) Disposal of excess contributions
(A) In general
The aggregate amount of contributions accepted by a candidate or a candidate's authorized
committee under the increased limit under paragraph (1) and not otherwise expended in

connection with the election with respect to which such contributions relate shall, not later than
50 days after the date of such election, be used in the manner described in subparagraph (B).

(B) Return to contributors

A candidate or a candidate's authorized committee shall return the excess contribution to the
person who made the contribution.

(b) Notification of expendituresfrom personal funds
(2) In general
(A) Definition of expenditure from personal funds

In this paragraph, the term "expenditure from personal funds' means—

(i) an expenditure made by a candidate using personal funds; and

(i) acontribution or loan made by a candidate using personal funds or aloan secured using
such funds to the candidate's authorized committee.

(B) Declaration of intent

Not later than the date that is 15 days after the date on which an individual becomes a
candidate for the office of Representativein, or Delegate or Resident Commissioner to, the
Congress, the candidate shall file a declaration stating the total amount of expenditures from
personal funds that the candidate intends to make, or to obligate to make, with respect to the
election that will exceed $350,000.

(C) Initial notification

Not later than 24 hours after a candidate described in subparagraph (B) makes or obligates to
make an aggregate amount of expenditures from personal fundsin excess of $350,000 in
connection with any election, the candidate shall file a notification.

(D) Additional notification

After acandidate files an initial notification under subparagraph (C), the candidate shall file
an additional notification each time expenditures from personal funds are made or obligated to
be made in an aggregate amount that exceeds $10,000. Such notification shall be filed not later
than 24 hours after the expenditure is made.

(E) Contents

A notification under subparagraph (C) or (D) shall include—

(i) the name of the candidate and the office sought by the candidate;

(ii) the date and amount of each expenditure; and

(iii) the total amount of expenditures from personal funds that the candidate has made, or
obligated to make, with respect to an election as of the date of the expenditure that is the
subject of the notification.

(F) Place of filing

Each declaration or notification required to be filed by a candidate under subparagraph (C),
(D), or (E) shal be filed with—
() the Commission; and
(i) each candidate in the same election and the national party of each such candidate.

(2) Notification of disposal of excess contributions

In the next regularly scheduled report after the date of the election for which a candidate seeks
nomination for election to, or election to, Federal office, the candidate or the candidate's
authorized committee shall submit to the Commission areport indicating the source and amount of
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any excess contributions (as determined under subsection (a)) and the manner in which the
candidate or the candidate's authorized committee used such funds.

830118. Contributions or expenditures by national banks, corporations, or labor
or ganizations

(a) In general

It is unlawful for any national bank, or any corporation organized by authority of any law of
Congress, to make a contribution or expenditure in connection with any election to any political
office, or in connection with any primary election or political convention or caucus held to select
candidates for any political office, or for any corporation whatever, or any labor organization, to
make a contribution or expenditure in connection with any election at which presidential and vice
presidential electors or a Senator or Representative in, or a Delegate or Resident Commissioner to,
Congress are to be voted for, or in connection with any primary election or political convention or
caucus held to select candidates for any of the foregoing offices, or for any candidate, political
committee, or other person knowingly to accept or receive any contribution prohibited by this
section, or any officer or any director of any corporation or any national bank or any officer of any
labor organization to consent to any contribution or expenditure by the corporation, national bank, or
labor organization, as the case may be, prohibited by this section.

(b) Definitions; particular activities prohibited or allowed

(1) For the purposes of this section the term "labor organization” means any organization of any
kind, or any agency or employee representation committee or plan, in which employees participate
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and which exists for the purpose, in whole or in part, of dealing with employers concerning
grievances, labor disputes, wages, rates of pay, hours of employment, or conditions of work.

(2) For purposes of this section and section 79I(h) of title 15,1 the term “contribution or
expenditure” includes a contribution or expenditure, as those terms are defined in section 30101 of
thistitle, and also includes any direct or indirect payment, distribution, loan, advance, deposit, or gift
of money, or any services, or anything of value (except aloan of money by a national or State bank
made in accordance with the applicable banking laws and regulations and in the ordinary course of
business) to any candidate, campaign committee, or political party or organization, in connection
with any election to any of the offices referred to in this section or for any applicable electioneering
communication, but shall not include (A) communications by a corporation to its stockholders and
executive or administrative personnel and their families or by alabor organization to its members
and their families on any subject; (B) nonpartisan registration and get-out-the-vote campaigns by a
corporation aimed at its stockholders and executive or administrative personnel and their families, or
by alabor organization aimed at its members and their families; and (C) the establishment,
administration, and solicitation of contributions to a separate segregated fund to be utilized for
political purposes by a corporation, labor organization, membership organization, cooperative, or
corporation without capital stock.

(3) It shall be unlawful—

(A) for such afund to make a contribution or expenditure by utilizing money or anything of
value secured by physical force, job discrimination, financial reprisals, or the threat of force, job
discrimination, or financia reprisal; or by dues, fees, or other moneys required as a condition of
membership in alabor organization or as a condition of employment, or by moneys obtained in
any commercial transaction;

(B) for any person soliciting an employee for a contribution to such afund to fail to inform such
employee of the political purposes of such fund at the time of such solicitation; and

(C) for any person soliciting an employee for a contribution to such afund to fail to inform such
employee, at the time of such solicitation, of hisright to refuse to so contribute without any
reprisal.

(4)(A) Except as provided in subparagraphs (B), (C), and (D), it shall be unlawful—

(i) for acorporation, or a separate segregated fund established by a corporation, to solicit
contributions to such afund from any person other than its stockholders and their families and its
executive or administrative personnel and their families, and

(ii) for alabor organization, or a separate segregated fund established by a labor organization, to
solicit contributions to such afund from any person other than its members and their families.

(B) It shall not be unlawful under this section for a corporation, alabor organization, or a separate
segregated fund established by such corporation or such labor organization, to make 2 written
solicitations for contributions during the calendar year from any stockholder, executive or
administrative personnel, or employee of a corporation or the families of such persons. A solicitation
under this subparagraph may be made only by mail addressed to stockholders, executive or
administrative personnel, or employees at their residence and shall be so designed that the
corporation, labor organization, or separate segregated fund conducting such solicitation cannot
determine who makes a contribution of $50 or less as a result of such solicitation and who does not
make such a contribution.

(C) This paragraph shall not prevent a membership organization, cooperative, or corporation
without capital stock, or a separate segregated fund established by a membership organization,
cooperative, or corporation without capital stock, from soliciting contributions to such a fund from
members of such organization, cooperative, or corporation without capital stock.

(D) This paragraph shall not prevent a trade association or a separate segregated fund established
by atrade association from soliciting contributions from the stockholders and executive or
administrative personnel of the member corporations of such trade association and the families of
such stockholders or personnel to the extent that such solicitation of such stockholders and
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personnel, and their families, has been separately and specifically approved by the member
corporation involved, and such member corporation does not approve any such solicitation by more
than one such trade association in any calendar year.

(5) Notwithstanding any other law, any method of soliciting voluntary contributions or of
facilitating the making of voluntary contributions to a separate segregated fund established by a
corporation, permitted by law to corporations with regard to stockholders and executive or
administrative personnel, shall also be permitted to labor organizations with regard to their members.

(6) Any corporation, including its subsidiaries, branches, divisions, and affiliates, that utilizes a
method of soliciting voluntary contributions or facilitating the making of voluntary contributions,
shall make available such method, on written request and at a cost sufficient only to reimburse the
corporation for the expenses incurred thereby, to a labor organization representing any members
working for such corporation, its subsidiaries, branches, divisions, and affiliates.

(7) For purposes of this section, the term "executive or administrative personnel” means
individuals employed by a corporation who are paid on asalary, rather than hourly, basis and who
have policymaking, managerial, professional, or supervisory responsibilities.

(c) Rulesrelating to electioneering communications

(1) Applicable electioneering communication

For purposes of this section, the term "applicable el ectioneering communication” means an
€l ectioneering communication (within the meaning of section 30104(f)(3) of thistitle) whichis
made by any entity described in subsection (a) of this section or by any other person using funds
donated by an entity described in subsection (a) of this section.

(2) Exception

Notwithstanding paragraph (1), the term "applicable electioneering communication” does not
include a communication by a section 501(c)(4) organization or a political organization (as
defined in section 527(e)(1) of title 26) made under section 30104(f)(2)(E) or (F) of thistitleif the
communication is paid for exclusively by funds provided directly by individuals who are United
States citizens or nationals or lawfully admitted for permanent residence (as defined in section
1101(a)(20) of title 8). For purposes of the preceding sentence, the term "provided directly by
individuals' does not include funds the source of which is an entity described in subsection (a) of
this section.

(a) Prohibition
It shall be unlawful for any person—

(1) who entersinto any contract with the United States or any department or agency thereof
either for the rendition of personal services or furnishing any material, supplies, or equipment to
the United States or any department or agency thereof or for selling any land or building to the
United States or any department or agency thereof, if payment for the performance of such
contract or payment for such material, supplies, equipment, land, or building isto be madein
whole or in part from funds appropriated by the Congress, at any time between the
commencement of negotiations for and the later of (A) the completion of performance under; or
(B) the termination of negotiations for, such contract or furnishing of material, supplies,
eguipment, land, or buildings, directly or indirectly to make any contribution of money or other
things of value, or to promise expressly or impliedly to make any such contribution to any political
party, committee, or candidate for public office or to any person for any political purpose or use;
or

(2) knowingly to solicit any such contribution from any such person for any such purpose
during any such period.

(b) Separate segregated funds

This section does not prohibit or make unlawful the establishment or administration of, or the
solicitation of contributions to, any separate segregated fund by any corporation, labor organization,
membership organization, cooperative, or corporation without capital stock for the purpose of
influencing the nomination for election, or election, of any person to Federal office, unless the
provisions of section 30118 of thistitle prohibit or make unlawful the establishment or
administration of, or the solicitation of contributions to, such fund. Each specific prohibition,
allowance, and duty applicable to a corporation, labor organization, or separate segregated fund
under section 30118 of thistitle appliesto a corporation, labor organization, or separate segregated
fund to which this subsection applies.

(c) "Labor organization" defined

For purposes of this section, the term "labor organization™ has the meaning given it by section
30118(b)(1) of thistitle.

Whenever a political committee makes a disbursement for the purpose of financing any
communication through any broadcasting station, newspaper, magazine, outdoor advertising facility,
mailing, or any other type of general public political advertising, or whenever any person makes a
disbursement for the purpose of financing communications expressly advocating the election or
defeat of aclearly identified candidate, or solicits any contribution through any broadcasting station,
newspaper, magazine, outdoor advertising facility, mailing, or any other type of general public
political advertising or makes a disbursement for an electioneering communication (as defined in
section 30104(f)(3) of thistitle), such communication—

(2) if paid for and authorized by a candidate, an authorized political committee of a candidate,

or its agents, shall clearly state that the communication has been paid for by such authorized

political committee, or

(2) if paid for by other persons but authorized by a candidate, an authorized political committee
of acandidate, or its agents, shall clearly state that the communication is paid for by such other

persons and authorized by such authorized political committee;

(3) if not authorized by a candidate, an authorized political committee of a candidate, or its
agents, shall clearly state the name and permanent street address, tel ephone number, or World
Wide Web address of the person who paid for the communication and state that the
communication is not authorized by any candidate or candidate’'s committee.

(b) Chargefor newspaper or magazine space

No person who sells space in a newspaper or magazine to a candidate or to the agent of a
candidate, for use in connection with such candidate's campaign, may charge any amount for such
space which exceeds the amount charged for comparable use of such space for other purposes.

(c) Specification
Any printed communication described in subsection (a) shall—
(1) be of sufficient type size to be clearly readable by the recipient of the communication;
(2) be contained in a printed box set apart from the other contents of the communication; and

(3) be printed with a reasonable degree of color contrast between the background and the
printed statement.

(d) Additional requirements
(1) Communications by candidates or authorized persons
(A) By radio

Any communication described in paragraph (1) or (2) of subsection (a) which is transmitted
through radio shall include, in addition to the requirements of that paragraph, an audio
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statement by the candidate that identifies the candidate and states that the candidate has
approved the communication.

(B) By television
Any communication described in paragraph (1) or (2) of subsection (a) which is transmitted
through television shall include, in addition to the requirements of that paragraph, a statement
that identifies the candidate and states that the candidate has approved the communication. Such
statement—
(i) shall be conveyed by—
(I an unobscured, full-screen view of the candidate making the statement, or
(1) the candidate in voice-over, accompanied by a clearly identifiable photographic or
similar image of the candidate; and

(i1) shall also appear in writing at the end of the communication in a clearly readable
manner with a reasonable degree of color contrast between the background and the printed
statement, for a period of at least 4 seconds.

(2) Communications by others

Any communication described in paragraph (3) of subsection () which is transmitted through
radio or television shall include, in addition to the requirements of that paragraph, in a clearly
spoken manner, the following audio statement: " Isresponsible for the content of this
advertising." (with the blank to be filled in with the name of the political committee or other
person paying for the communication and the name of any connected organization of the payor). If
transmitted through television, the statement shall be conveyed by an unobscured, full-screen view
of arepresentative of the political committee or other person making the statement, or by a
representative of such political committee or other person in voice-over, and shall also appear in a
clearly readable manner with a reasonable degree of color contrast between the background and
the printed statement, for a period of at least 4 seconds.

(a) National committees

(1) In general

A national committee of a political party (including a national congressional campaign
committee of a political party) may not solicit, receive, or direct to another person a contribution,
donation, or transfer of funds or any other thing of value, or spend any funds, that are not subject
to the limitations, prohibitions, and reporting requirements of this Act.

(2) Applicability
The prohibition established by paragraph (1) applies to any such national committee, any officer

or agent acting on behalf of such a national committee, and any entity that is directly or indirectly
established, financed, maintained, or controlled by such a national committee.

(iii) the amounts expended or disbursed which are described in subparagraph (A)(ii) are
paid from amounts which are donated in accordance with State law and which meet the
requirements of subparagraph (C), except that no person (including any person established,
financed, maintained, or controlled by such person) may donate more than $10,000 to a State,
district, or local committee of a political party in acalendar year for such expenditures or
disbursements; and
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(iv) the amounts expended or disbursed are made solely from funds raised by the State,
local, or district committee which makes such expenditure or disbursement, and do not
include any funds provided to such committee from—

() any other State, local, or district committee of any State party,

(1) the national committee of a political party (including a national congressional
campaign committee of a political party),

(111 any officer or agent acting on behalf of any committee described in subclause (1) or

(IV) any entity directly or indirectly established, financed, maintained, or controlled by

any committee described in subclause (1) or (11).

(C) Prohibiting involvement of national parties, Federal candidates and officeholders, and
State parties acting jointly

Notwithstanding subsection (e) (other than subsection (e)(3)), amounts specifically
authorized to be spent under subparagraph (B)(iii) meet the requirements of this subparagraph
only if the amounts—

(i) are not solicited, received, directed, transferred, or spent by or in the name of any
person described in subsection (a) or (e); and
(i) are not solicited, received, or directed through fundraising activities conducted jointly

by 2 or more State, local, or district committees of any political party or their agents, or by a

State, local, or district committee of a political party on behalf of the State, local, or district

committee of apolitical party or its agent in one or more other States.

(c) Fundraising costs

An amount spent by a person described in subsection (a) or (b) to raise funds that are used, in
whole or in part, for expenditures and disbursements for a Federal election activity shall be made
from funds subject to the limitations, prohibitions, and reporting requirements of this Act.

(d) Tax-exempt organizations

A national, State, district, or local committee of a political party (including a national
congressional campaign committee of a political party), an entity that is directly or indirectly
established, financed, maintained, or controlled by any such national, State, district, or local
committee or its agent, and an officer or agent acting on behalf of any such party committee or
entity, shall not solicit any funds for, or make or direct any donations to—

(1) an organization that is described in section 501(c) of title 26 and exempt from taxation under
section 501(a) of such title (or has submitted an application for determination of tax exempt status
under such section) and that makes expenditures or disbursements in connection with an election
for Federal office (including expenditures or disbursements for Federal election activity); or

(2) an organization described in section 527 of such title (other than a political committee, a
State, district, or local committee of apolitical party, or the authorized campaign committee of a
candidate for State or local office).

(e) Federal candidates

(2) In general

A candidate, individual holding Federal office, agent of a candidate or an individual holding
Federal office, or an entity directly or indirectly established, financed, maintained or controlled by
or acting on behalf of 1 or more candidates or individuals holding Federal office, shall not—

(A) solicit, receive, direct, transfer, or spend funds in connection with an election for Federal
office, including funds for any Federal election activity, unless the funds are subject to the
limitations, prohibitions, and reporting requirements of this Act; or

(B) solicit, receive, direct, transfer, or spend funds in connection with any election other than
an election for Federal office or disburse fundsin connection with such an election unless the
funds—

(1) are not in excess of the amounts permitted with respect to contributions to candidates
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and political committees under paragraphs (1), (2), and (3) of section 30116(a) of thistitle;
and

(i) are not from sources prohibited by this Act from making contributions in connection
with an election for Federal office.

(2) Statelaw

Paragraph (1) does not apply to the solicitation, receipt, or spending of funds by an individual
described in such paragraph who is or was also a candidate for a State or local office solely in
connection with such election for State or local officeif the solicitation, receipt, or spending of
fundsis permitted under State law and refers only to such State or local candidate, or to any other
candidate for the State or local office sought by such candidate, or both.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this subsection, an individual described in paragraph
(1) may make a general solicitation of funds on behalf of any organization that is described in
section 501(c) of title 26 and exempt from taxation under section 501(a) of such title (or has
submitted an application for determination of tax exempt status under such section) (other than
an entity whose principal purpose isto conduct activities described in clauses (i) and (ii) of
section 30101(20)(A) of thistitle) where such solicitation does not specify how the funds will or
should be spent.

(B) Certain specific solicitations
In addition to the general solicitations permitted under subparagraph (A), an individua

No part of any funds appropriated to carry out the Economic Opportunity Act of 1964 [42 U.S.C.
2701 et seq.] shall be used to finance, directly or indirectly, any activity designed to influence the
outcome of any election to Federal office, or any voter registration activity, or to pay the salary of
any officer or employee of the Office of Economic Opportunity who, in his official capacity as such
an officer or employee, engagesin any such activity.
